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L Initially Thailand had immediately supported 194 recommendations. However, Thailand was later on
drawn to the attention regarding the clarification for recommendation 51.1 with explicit reference for
Thailand to repeal or amend its cybersecurity laws and Penal Code. Thailand, therefore, had to change
its position on this recommendation from immediately accepting to note the recommendation.
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
