8. Postponement of elections of Vice­
Presidents to the following day

The PRBSIDBNT recalled the terms of rules 27
and 33 of the rules of procedure concerning the
membership of the General Committee, and invit.­
ed the Assembly to proceed to the election of ita
seven Vice-Presidents. In accordance wil;h rule
84, the election should be held hy secret ballot
and there should be no nominations.

Mr. Sp.wc (Belgium), supported by Sir Hartley
SUAWOROSS (United Kingdom), pointed out that
in accordance with rules 27 and 33 of the rules
of procedure elections of Vice-Presidents should
be of a nature to ensure the representative cha­
racter of the General Committee. Although rule
84 prohi!>ited nomin,a~lons, ~. Spaak wondered
whether It would not .ne adVIsable to postpone
elections of Vice-Presidents to the next day so
that a better preparation of them might be possi­
ble.
