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As soon as victory began to dawn on the hori- .
zon, victory won at the price of such cruel sacri­
fices, we devoted all Qur energies to securing
effective collaboration in the efforts at San Fran"
cisco to::produce a world organization worthy of
the high destiny of mankind and of civilization.

Once the pr0t'0sal which'6rought the United
Nations into bemg had taken final shape, we
placed all our reserves of.f,aith and hope in it. We
remain loyal to the ideals which .inspire it despite
the occasional disquieting vicissitudes which
sometimes seem to cloud the future of this insti­
tution of world..wide importance, and for that
reason the future of all mankind.

It is a source of satisfaction to us that we can
now appear in this Ass~mbly and furnish the
clearest proofs that (we have fulfilled all the
agreeD;1ents and recommendations directly or in-'
directly connected with the missioll and activities
of the United Nations. We have, in fact, rati­

Fund. When the United Nations Relief and
Rehabilitation Administration came to an end,

,the Intemational Fund was formed with the
noble aim of, helping destitute children. The
Dominican Republic, after loyally ftJ1filling an

/ notonly sent a very handsome contribution, but
~ naB offered hospitality to thousands of European.
children who will now be able to find homes and
succour in our country under thct. protection of
the Dominican State. .

() First of all we must consider the problem con­
nected with the exerciseo! the privilege of the

) veto. As a country belonging to a continent
where the principle of the sovereign equality of
States is regarded as, inviolable, tlie Dominican
Republic could not view with sympathy the
establishment of an exclusive privilege for the
great Powers; nevertheless, at San Fran(:isco we
bo~~ed to an expediency which the facts seemed
to warrant. Now, however, the need to~'perfect

legal systems and adapt them to the great ideals
which anir.i1ate the United Nations calls for a
rea5\Jnable revision of that prlvil'cge itf'order to
try to make it better adapted to the fun:damental
principles underlying the Charter, and particu..
larly to that of the juridical equality of States.
We entertain the hope that at no distant date
this priY;lege will disappear entirely; but we..feel
that, in view of the far from sa~factory results
of the use wlU.chhas been made of it, we must
all, h~re and now, endeavour to secure some
regulation of it which wii1 reduce its present dis..
advantages and adequately restrict its use.
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Assembly which was convened especially for
that purpose. After reading the carefully pre­
pared report of the United Nations Special
Committee on Palestine1 we are confident that a
harmoniol.!s and just solution can be reached for
the two great peoples, Arab and Hebrew, whose
destinies are linked to that territory. We admire
and respect those two noble peoples, whose rights
and aspirations are supported by thousands of
years of tradition, and, in accordance with our
policy of sheltering and protecting all unjustly
persecuted groups, we have offered the Jews
work and a home of their own in our country.

Turning to the Treaty of Peace with Italy,
we have associated ourselves with the proposal
of the Argentine Republic that the agenda of
this session of the Assembly should include dis­
cussion of a recommendation that the interested
Powers be invited to consider revision of that
instrument. We were moved to do so out of
admiration for the Italian people's achievements
in the history of human culture, because of the
ti~ of friendship which link that great country
and all the Latin nations, and because of the
sincerity it has shown in its desire to be asso­
ciated in the democratic life of today.

We come, finally, to the special situation in
Greece. It is evident that the Greek people is
in the throes of a civil war which, it is alleged, is
sustained by the interested assistance the insur"
gent bands are receiving from neighbouring
countries. That being so, intervention by the
United Nations in this affair is ftilly justified by
the necessity· of clarifying the position and lend­
ing Greece such assistance as circumstances may
require for the purpose of freeing it from those
foreign elements which are trying to create a
state of anarchy there in violation of the respect
due to the sovereignty of nations. And if it be
asserted that precise evidence is still lacking, we
nevertheless feel that it is entirely justifiable for
the United Nations to carry out a full investi­
gation of such a conflict with a view to adopting
appropriate measures in accordance with inter­
national practice and with the provisions of the
Charter which. are the foundations of this
Organization.

All civil wars which have possible international
repercussions not only disturb the internal peace
of the country concerned, but endanger the
peace of neighbouring areas and consequently
jeopardize that of the whole world. We trust
that the United Nations, by the efficaciol1s use
of its resources, will be able to clarify the pres­
ent dispute in Greece and ensure the respect due
to the sovereignty of each nation,. so that all
may live together peaceably in every quarter of
the globe.

There is no doubt about the weight of the
responsibility and the immensity of the burden

Agreement of 12 February 1945, and that the
civil rights of the Macedonian and Chamuriot
minorities had been restricted. The persecution
of opposition groups was said to have taken the
form of large-scale arrests, of imprisonment or
exile, beatings and other brutalities and the
burning of houses as a punitive measure. The
evidence indicated that this persecution was con­
ducted by some members of the Greek gen­
darmerie and by officially tolerated right-wing
bands. "

The valiant Greek people, which heroically
shed its blood during a long and devastating war,
resisting an enemy so vastly superior as the
Italian and German fascists, could not· resign
itself to such an unworthy fate. It therefore
decided to resist the unbearable regime of a
minority established and maintained by foreign
iptervention.

Such is the chain of events which has led to '
the present war in Greece.

Considering the danger to international peace
and security which was inherent in the course
of events in Greece, the Yugoslav Government
drew the attention of the major Allies to this
problem in 1945,. This same problem was sub­
sequently raised twice before the Security
Council: once by the Union of Soviet Socialist
Republics and a second time by the Ukrainian
Soviet Socialist Republic.

Mr. Tsaldaris himself admitted at the time
that the struggle taking place in his country in­
volved other factors, which had no bearing on
the allegations contained in the charges brought
against Greece's northern neighbours. On
12 August 1946, he said to the correspondent
of The Times of London: "The present activity
of Greek anarchist bands in northern Greece
raises only a purely internal Greek question on
the maintenance of law and order among the
Greek population.", "He did not think," the
correspondent adds, "that these guerrilla activities
could be regarded in any way as an issue between
Yugoslavia and Greece."

A few months later, however, Mr. Tsaldaris,
perhaps after having consulted the oracle at
Delphi--or somewhere else-expressed a dia­
metrically opposite opinion, obviously in an
attempt to absolve the Greek regime and its pro­
tectors from any responsibility and to attribute
it elsewhere. He then brought charges alleging
that Greece's northern neighbours were helping
Greek guerrillas.

Mr. Tsaldaris' regime and the United States
Government have now gone further. They are

, accusing Greece's northern neighbours of threat­
ening that country's independence and even its
integrity. This assertion was of course warmly
welcomed by all the warmongering Press, which
exploited it for its own ends, by sounding the
alarm, in the style of Goebbels, against Yugo­
slavia and even against the Soviet Union. '

peace and security.

As soon as the first atom bomb fell on Hiro­
shima, mankind entered', perhaps without know­
ing it, upon a new era which requires new con­
cepts and new ideas. With the opening of the
atomic ~ra, the Charter of the United Nations
has become an anachronism. From that moment
it needed to be amended and revised to adapt it
to the new era in which we live.

Relations between States need to be regulated
by a new international juridical order. All
States must surrender' a pact of their sovereignty
in order to form a common fund of sovereignty
which shall be recognized and respected as a
supreme world authority. Unrestricted sov­
ereignty must give way to the new concept of
collective sovereignty. Without that, collective
security cannot exist.

Three years ago' a great man, whose name we
shall always pronounce with veneration and re­
spect, the then President Franklin DeIano Roose­
veIt, speaking in favour of the Dumbarton Oaks
agreements, used certain words which I may,
perhaps, be permitted to recall to you:

"The Security Council of the United Nations
must have the power to act quickly and deci­
sively to keep the peace, by force if necessary ...
I live in a small town and I therefore always
think in terms of a small town. . A policeman
would not he a very effective policeman if, when
he saw a felon break into a house, he had to go
to the town hall and call a town meeting to issue
a warrant before the felon could be arrested,"

That was President Roosevelt's view on
21 October 1944, a few weel<s before the Yalta
Conference.

What happened at that Conference to lead to
the changing of such a wise view? That is a
question very few people are qualified to answer.
A veil of mystery still envelops the secret agree­
ment,> made on that occasion. We can, however,
affinn, that it was there that was conceived the
unanimity rule commonly referred to as the privi­
lege of the veto. Thus appeared, for the first
time, the germ that has destroyed the harmony
of the United Nations. Under this rule, the
policeman to,whom President Roosevelt referred
does not just have to go to the town hall and call
a meeting to obtain the necessary arrest warr~t.
The unanimity rule, included in the Charter at a
late stage, gives him a much more difficult task.
It compels him to obtain the unanimous consent
of all the principal members of the police force
before he can arrest the felon. Such an absurdity
was bound to lead to the breakdown of the
Security Council.

Cuba was afraid, even at San Francisco,of
such a breakdown, and sald so repeatedly. It .
showed its aversion to the privilege of the veto in
the only way in which it considered it could do
,so, namely, by voting against the inclusion of

Que s'est-il passe a cette Conference pour
expliquer le changement d'attitude qui a eu lieu?
Tres peu de personnes sont en mesure de repondre
acette question. Un voile de mystere continue de
couvrir les accords secrets conclus acette occasion.

Mr. MANUILSKY (Ukrainian Soviet Socialist
Republic) (translated from Russian): 'The

, basic question upon which, in the opinion of the
delegation of the Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Re­
public, the attention of the General Assembly
'and of the United Nations as a whole should be
concentrated, is the implementing of the resolu­
tion of the General Assembly of 14 December
1946 that all States Members of the United
Nations should reduce their armaments and
eliminate the atomic weapon from them. Fur­
thermore, they should be supplementing these
decisive and vital recommendations with prompt
action to restrain warmongers, as proposed by
the delegation of the Union of Soviet Socialist
Republics on 18 September last. Simultaneously,
the United Nations should take steps to see that
the United Nations Charter and the decisions
and recommendations adopted by the United
Nations are strictly observed and not violated by
certain Powers so unceremoniously as has been
the case hitherto. The entire international situa­
tion in which warmongers are operating, thus far
with impunity, demands such action.

Although the war against the fascist aggressors
has long since ended, military operations are still
going on in various parts of the world; in the
Far East, in the South Seas area, in Greece and
in Palestine.

In some countries, certain States callously vio­
late the United Nations Charter and attack
peoples striving to secure their independence and
to rebuild their existence on democratic prin­
ciples; in· other countries, they intervene in
domestic ,affairs, supporttng reactionary forces
there in every way and arming them to fight
against the democratic forces backed by the
broad masses of the people.

There is not the slightest doubt that the sup­
port given by the United States of Am~rica to the
Kuomintang in its civil war against the demo-·
eratic forces of China is in blatant contradiction
to the principle of non-intervention in the in­
ternal affairs of another country, which, as we all
know, is at the very root of the United Nations
Charter.

Equally incompatible with the basic principles
of the Charter is the open intervention in the
domestic affairs of Greece conducted by the

recommendation.! The fault of such non­
implementation rests with those States which con­
sider that the USSR proposal for the reduction of
armaments-a matter of vital concern to the
peoples of all countries-can be pigeon-holed
just as the USSR disalmament proposals were
pigeon-holed at the League of Nations.

The same States are also to blame for the fact
that the work of the Atomic Energy Commission,
set up by the United Nations on 24 January
1946, has reached a deadlock as a result of the
persistent, but completely unfounded, United
State8 claims to keep as its exclusive and
monop(\1istic preserve such means of mass de­
struction as the atomic weapon and tq place the
sources of atomic energy as .well under its
control. There can be no disarmament unless
atomic bomb stock piles are destroyed and their
manufacture stopped.

Sabotage of the proposal for· the reduction of
armaments is the only way one can describe the
attempts of the United States representatives to
separate the question of the atomic weapon
from the general question of the reduction of
armaments and to evade reduction of armaments
by an artificial formula about "guaranteeing"
peace and security. The reduction of armaments
and their control by the Security Council provide
precisely this vital guarantee which will serve
to strengthen confidence and international co­
oper~tion.

The delegation of the Ukrainian Soviet Social­
ist Republic will never agree to the armed forces
of the United Nations being organized in such
a way that only one particular Power occupies
a dominant position, or to these armed forces
being· a tool for expansionist policies cloaked by
the authority of the United Nations.

Matters have reached such a pitch that even
here, in the General Assembly, the United States
delegation described a bare ref,erence to imple­
menting the Assembly's recommendation on dis­
armament as "irresponsible propaganda". Yet
the United States delegation has not uttered a
syllable in condemnation ,of the unbridled propa­
ganda for a new war which is being conducted
in the country where the United Nations has its
seat.

The USSR representative quoted a wealth of
factual material in his speech to confirm the
existence of this war propaganda. Millions of
people heard the statement made by the head of

Mr. Austin was also
w~'ong .w~cn he said that Mr. Vyshinsky's speech
mIght. mJure the prestige of the United States of
Amenca~ If anyone is damaging the honour
of the United States it is those warmongers who
were na;ned by the USSR representative. To
substantIate what I am saying, I will quote a
statement by Mr. George Earle, former special
envoy to the Balkans, published in the American
Press:

HI am delighted and highly honoured to be
called a warmonger by Mr. Vyshinsky. If by
'warmonger' he means that I advocate using
atom bombs on Russia, he, that is, Mr. Vyshinsky
is absolutely right."

Is this the raving of a madman or the hysteria
of a warmonger caught in the act? No, this is
simply the voice of a Hitlerite surpassing his
teacher in cynicism. Even at the very worst
period of the Nurnberg Congresses, the German
fascists did not dare throw out a challenge to the
world so blatantly as Mr. Earle is doing now.

I am not interested in Mr. Earle's personality,
but I call the attention of the General Assembly

The representative of the Union of Soviet So­
cialist Republics in the Security Council would
not have done his duty to the sixteen Republics
comprising the Soviet Union, nor his duty to the
United Nations, if he had voted for the proposal
to set up a High Commissioner or a permanent
Commission, for such a proposal is a prelimi~ary

step towards a new intervention in Greece and is
. designed to extend the intervention in Greece's
internal affairs to other Balkan countries also.

It is under these conditions, when the war­
mongers are raising their heads ever more boldly,
when they not only artificially create and foster
war psychosis, but take practical steps which can­
not but evoke disquiet among the nations, that
the protagonists of respect for the Charter and
the decisions of the United Nations are asked to
agree to call a special conference to abolish the
principle of the unanimity of the five permanent
members of the Security Council in decisions con­
cerning peace and sec1,lrity, or at least to annul
Chapter VI.

Apparently some people find the framework of
the United Nations so restricting and the Charter
adopted at San Francisco so cumbersome that
they wish to deprive the minority of the weapon
of self-defence provided for it by the Charter. Bilt
try as they may to divert attention, by their clam­
our about the so-called veto, from the fundamen­
tal questions raised by the USSR delegation, the
agents of imperialism will fail, for all honest men
realize that the attacks on the unanimity rule are
an integral part of war propaganda, a smoke­
screen concealing preparations of war, a mask for
illegal actions organized under the eyes of the
United Nations.

If at the present time, when Article 27 of the
Charter i'3 still in' force, we are witnesses of the
ever-greater disruption caused by the warmongers
and violators of the Charter, what will it be like
tomorrow if this bastion, Article 27, is removed
and the elemental forces of lawlessness surge un­
checked around the United Nations? Whether
the actual initiators of the proposal for the re­
vision of Article 27 want this or not, whether they
foresee it or not, it WOllld be the beginning of the
end of the United Nations,

Perhaps this accords with the plans of the war­
mongers, but it does not accord with the aims of
the champions of peace and international secur­
ity.
