Recogni:::ing that instability in the foreign exchange 
earnings of the under-developed countries, due to fluc­
tuations in world commodity prices and in general 
economic actiYity in the more advanced countries, makes 
it particularly important to encourage industrialization 
as an essential part of development programmes or 
plans, 

Confolcnt that the acreleration of the industrial de­
velopment of under-developed countries by diversify-
1.1g the economic structure of these countries will con­
tribute to the achievement of an expanding world 
economy, 

Considering that the process of industrial development 
calls for a wider dissemination of advanced technological 
knowledge which is not at present sufficiently available 
in the under-developed countries, 

Noting with appreciation the activities of the United 
Nations regional economic commissions in the field of 
economic growth and industrialization in their respec­

Convinced of the need to expand the means of pro­
