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4. Invites Member States to make available, directly 
or through voluntary agencies, for the use of students 
from Territories under Portuguese administration, all­
expense scholarships both for the completion of secondary 
education and for various forms of higher education; 

5. Invites Member States whose universities enjoy 
administrative autonomy to permit direct communication 
between the Secretary-General and the heads of those 
universities with a view to the granting of scholarships 
envisaged in the present resolution ; 

6. Requests Member States to inform the Secretary­
General of any scholarships offered and of awards made 
and utilized ; 

7. Requests the Secretary-General to establish ap­
propriate machinery for dealing with applications from 
Territories under Portuguese administration for educa­
tion and training outside the Territories ; 

8. Requests Member States to facilitate the travel of 
students from Territories under Portuguese administra­
tion seeking to avail themselves of such educational 
opportunities; 

9. Requests the Secretary-General to report on this 
question to the General Assembly at its eighteenth 
session; 

10. Requests the Government of Portugal to co­
operate in the implementation of the present resolution.
