198 (III). Economic development of 
under-developed countries 

The General A,sembly, 

1. Comiderinc that the low standards of living 
existing m Member States have bad economic and 
social effects in the countries directly concerned 
and on the world as a whole, and create conditions 
of instability which ar.e prejudicial to the mainte­
nance of peaceful and friendly relations among 
nations and to the development of conditions of 
economic and social progress, 

2. Recalling that the Charter of the United 
Nations binds Member States individually and 
collectively to promote higher standards of 
living, 

3. Recommends that the Economic and Soi:ial 
Council and the specialized agencies give further 
and urgent consideration to the whole problem 
of the economic development of under-developed 
countries in all its aspects, and that the Economic 
and Social Council include in its report to the 
next regular session of the General Assembly 
(a) a statement on measures already devised by 
the Economic and Social Council and the speciali­
zed agencies, and (b) proposals for other meas­
ures designed to promote economic development 
and to raise the standards of living of under­
developed countries; 

4. Endor,e, resolution 167 (VII), E1, of the 
Economic and Social Council in which the Council 
expresses its hope that the International Bank 
for Reconstruction and Development will take 
immediate steps to adopt all reasonable measures 
to facilitate the early realization of development 
loans, particularly those in areas economically 
under-developed.
