Con:ndering that the practical value, for Govern­
ments, scientific institutions and all the circles 
concerned, of publishing treaties and interna­
tional agreements also depends in large measure 
upon the degree of accuracy and precision of the 
published translations, 

instructs the Secretary-General to take all 
the necessary steps to ensure that registered 
treaties or agreements shall be published with 
the least possible delay and that the translations 
shall reach the highest possible level of accuracy 
and precision.
