The General Assembly, 
N oting with appreciation the report of the Secretary­

General on the implementation of the United Nations 
Programme of Assistance in the Teaching, Study, Dis­
semination and Wider Appreciation of Intemational 
Law,17 

Considering that, in the conduct of the Programme, 
it is desirable to use as far as possible the resources 
and facilities made available by the intemational or­
ganizations concemed, by Member States and by others, 

l. Authorizes the Secretary-General to carry out in 
1970 the activities specified in bis report, and in par­
ticular to provide: 

(a) Fifteen fellowships at the request of Govem­
ments of developing countries; 

(b) Current United Nations legal publications to 
institutions in developing countries which have previ­
ously received United Nations legal publications under 
the present Programme, and to other institutions in 
developing countries for which requests for such publi­
cations are made by the Member States concerned; 

2. Expresses its appreciation to the United Nations 
Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization for its 
participation in the Programme, particularly in respect 
of the assistance provided in the development of the 
teaching of international law;

The General Assembly, 

Deeply concerned over acts of unlawful interference 
with international civil aviation, 

Considering it necessary to recommend effective 
measures against hijacking in all its forms, or any 
other unlawful seizure or exercise of control of air­
craft, 

M indf ul that such acts may endanger the life and 
health of passsengers and crew in disregard of com­
monly accepted humanitarian considerations, 
. A ware that international civil aviation can only func­

!•on properly in conditions guaranteeing the safety of 
1ts operations and the due exercise of the freedom of 
air travel, 

l. Calls upon States to take every appropriate 
m~asure to ~nsure that their respective national legis­
lat10ns prov1de an adequate framework for effective 
legal measures against ali kinds of acts of unlawful in­
terference with, seizure of, or other wrongful exercise 
of control by force or threat thereof over civil aircraft 
in flight; ' 

2. Urges States in particular to ensure that persons 
on board who perpetrate such acts are prosecuted; 

3. Urges full support for the efforts of the lnter­
national Civil A viation Organization directed towards 
the speedy preparation and implementation of a con­
v~ntion providing for appropriate measures, inter alía, 
w1th respect to making the unlawful seizure of civil 
aircraft a punishable offence and to the prosecution of 
persons who commit that offence; 

4._ Invites States to ratify or accede to the Con­
vention on Offences and Certain Other Acts Com­
mitted on Board Aircraft, signed at Tokyo on 14 Sep­
tember 1963,18 in conformity with the Convention.
