271 (III). Appointment of a Special 
Committee on Method11 and Proce­
dures of the General Assembly 

The General Assembly, 

Mindful of the increasing length of General 
Assembly sessions, and of tl.e growing tendency 
towards protracted debates in its plenary meetings 
and committees, 

1. Decides to create a Special Committee con­
sisting of Belgium, Brazil, Canada, China, Czecho­
slovakia, Egypt, France, India, Iran, Mexico, 
Sweden, Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, 
United Kingdom, United States of America and 
Uruguay in order to: 

(a) Consider methods and procedures which 
would enable the General Assembly and its Com­
mittees to discharge their functions more effec­
tively and expeditiously; 

( b) Submit, if possible, a preliminary report 
to the General Assembly during the second part 
of its third session; 

( c) Transmit a report to the Secretary­
General, not later than 15 August 1949, for cir­
culation to Members and for consideration at the 
fourth regular session of the General Assembly; 

2. Invites the Secretary-General to collaborate 
closely with the Special Committee in its work.

272 (III). Observance in Bulgaria 
and Hungary of human rights and 
fundamental freedoms 

The General Assembly, 

Considering that one of the purposes of the 
United Nations is to achieve international co­
operation in promoting and encouraging respect 
for human rights and fundamental freedoms for 
all, without distinction as to race, sex, language 
or religion, 

Considering that the Governments of Bulgaria 
and Hungary have been accused, before the Gen­
eral Assembly, of acts contrary to the purposes 
of the United Nations and to their obligations 
under the Peace Treaties to ensure to all persons 
within their respective jurisdictions the enjoy­
ment of human rights and fundamental freedoms, 

I. Expresses its deep concern at the grave

Considerant que l'un des buts des Nations Unies

3. M osl urgently draws the attention of the 
Governments of Bulgaria and Hungary to their 
obligations under the Peace Treaties, including 
the obligation to co-operate in the settlement of 
all these questions ; 

4. Decides to retain the question on the agenda 
of the fourth regular session of the General 
Assembly of the.United Nations.

273 (III). Adminion of Israel to mem­
bership in the United Nations 

Having received the report of the Security 
Council on the application of Israel for member­
ship in the United Nations,1 

Noting that, in the judgment of the S~curity 
Council, Israel is a peace-loving State and 1s 3Lble 
and willing to carry out the obligations contained 
in the Charter, 

Noting that the Security Council has recom­
mended to the General Assembly that it admit 
Israel to membership in the United Nations, 

Noting furthermore the declaration by the State 
of Israel that it "unreservedly accepts the obliga­
tions of the United Nations Charter and under­
takes to honour them from the day when it be­
comes a Member of the United Nations'',2 

Recalling its resolutions of 29 November 19478 

and 11 December 1948' and taking note of the 
declarations and explanations made by the repre­
sentative of the Government of Israel0 before the 
ad hoe Political Committee in respect of the 
implementation of the said resolutions, 

The General Assembly, 

Acting in discharge of its functions under 
Article 4 of the Charter and rule 125 of its rules 
of procedure, 

1. Decides that Israel is a peace-loving State 
which accepts the obligations contained in the 
Charter and is able and willing to carry out those 
obligations; 

2. Decides to admit Israel to membership in 
the United Nations.
