1. Approves the chapters of the report of the Spe­
cial Committee on the Situation with regard to the 
Implementation of the Declaration on the Granting of 
Independence to Colonial Countries and Peoples relat­
ing to the question of publicity for the work of the 
United Nations in the field of decolonization; 

2. Reaffirms the vital importance of urgently effect­
ing the widest possible dissemination of information on 
the evils and dangers of colonialism, in particular the 
continuing struggle for liberation being waged by the 
peoples in the colonial Territories in Africa, as well as 
the efforts being made by the international community 
to assist in the elimination of the remaining vestiges of 
colonialism in all its forms; 

3. Requests the Secretary-General, having regard to
