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l. Decides, as an interim measure, to authorize the

The General Assembly, 

Recalling the declarations and instruments adopted 
by the United Nations acknowledging the equality of 
status of men and women-inter alia, the Charter of 
the United Nations, the Universal Declaration of 
Human Rights, the International Covenant on Eco­
nomic, Social and Cultural Rights, 18 the International 
Covenant on Civil and Political Rights18 and the Decla­
ration on the Elimination of Discrimination against 
Women19-and also relevant instruments of the Inter­
national Labour Organisation and the United Nations 
Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization, 

Recalling its resolution 2715 (XXV) of 15 Decem­
ber 1970, in which it requested the Secretary-General 
to include in his report to the General Assembly on 
the composition of the Secretariat data on the employ­
ment of women at senior and other professional levels, 
including their numbers and the positions they occupy, 

Noting with appreciation that the report of the Sec­
retary-General on the composition of the Secretariat 
submitted to the General Assembly at its twenty-sixth 
session20 included for the first time some information 
on the employment of women, showing the number 
of women and the level at which they were employed 
in senior and professional positions within the secreta­
riats of organizations in the United Nations system, 
and that a further report has been submitted to the 
General Assembly at its twenty-seventh session21 which 
likewise includes data on the employment of women, 

Noting that, as at 30 June 1972, no women were 
employed within the United Nations Secretariat at the 
Under-Secretary-General or Assistant-Secretary-Gen­
eral level, that only three of the total of 59 employed 
at the D-2 level were women, and that only four of 
the total of 181 employed at the D-1 level were 
women, 

Further noting that in the less senior and profes­
sional ranks of the Secretariat the percentage of women 
is in inverse proportion to the level of the position,

ranging from 6.2 per cent of the staff at the P-5 
level to 40.4 per cent at the P-1 level in posts subject

Noting as well that in all the other organizations 
in the United Nations common system there are no 
women at the highest levels, only one woman employed 
at the D-2 level and only 10 women at the D-1 level, 

l. Notes with satisfaction the recent appointment 
by the Secretary-General of a woman to the rank of 
Assistant Secretary-General and hopes that more women 
will be appointed to positions at high levels of the 
United Nations Secretariat; 

2. Requests the Secretary-General to include in his 
annual report to the General Assembly on the com­
position of the Secretariat more comprehensive data 
on the employment of women in the secretariats of 
the organizations in the United Nations system, so as 
to show the nature of posts and types of duties per­
formed by women at the professional and policy-making 
levels;

The General Assembly, 

Considering that twenty-five years have elapsed since 
the first session of the Commission on the Status of 
Women was held at Lake Success, New York, from 
10 to 24 February 1947, and that this is a period 
which makes it possible to take stock of the positive 
results obtained, 

Bearing in mind the aims and principles of the De­
claration on the Elimination of Discrimination against 
Women, adopted by the General Assembly in rern­
lution 2263 (XXII) of 7 November 1967, 

Recognizing the effectiveness of the work done by 
the Commission on the Status of Women in the twenty­
five ~ear~ since. its establishment, an<l the important 
contnbut1on which women have made to the social 
political, economic and cultural life of their countries' 

Considering that it is necessary to strengthen uni~ 
versa! recognition of the principle of the equality of 
men and women, de jure and de facto, and that both 
legal and ~ocial measures have to be taken by Member 
States which have not yet done so to ensure the im­
plementation of women's rights, 

Recalling that its resolution 2626 (XXV) of 24 
October 1970, containing the Intcrnationa 1 Develop­
ment Strategy for the Second United Nations Develop-
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ment Decade, includes among the goals and objectives 
of the Decade the encouragement of the full integra­
tion of women in the total development effort, 

Drawing attention to the general objectives and 
minimum targets to be attained in the course of the 
Second United Nations Development Decade, as de­
fined by the Commission on the Status of Women

5. Requests the Secretary-General to prepare, in 
consultation with Member States, specialized agen­
cies and interested non-governmental organizations, 
within the limits of existing resources, a draft pro­
gramme for the International Women's Year and to sub­
mit it to the Commission on the Status of Women at 
its twenty-fifth session in 1974.
