Having further considered the item entitled "Strength­

ening of the role of the United Nations with regard to 
the maintenance and consolidation of international 
peace and security, the development of co-operation 
among all nations and the promotion of the rules of 
internationlll law in relations between States", 

Recalling its resolution 2925 (XXVII) of 27 No­
vember 1972, 

Taking note of the report of the Secretary-General 
prepared on the basis of that resolution, 12 as well as 
of the views and suggestions expressed in the debate 
on this item, 

Considering that the new steps taken towards achiev­
ing the universality of the United Nations are likely to 
contribute to an increase in the capacity of the Organi­
zation to take effective action for the strengthening of 
international peace and security and for the develop­
ment of international co-operation, 

Aware that the affirmation of a new course in inter­
national life, aimed at the establishment of an atmos­
phere of confidence and understanding between States 
and ,at the settlement of international problems of 
general interest with the broadest possible participation 
of States, requires an adequate strengthening of the role 
of the United Nations as a centre for harmonizing the 
actions of nations,

4. Considers that the strengthening of the role of 
the United Nations requires continuous improvement 
of the functioning and effectiveness of its principal or­
gans in the exercise of their responsibilities under the 
Charter; 

5. Considers further that, in the context of en­
deavours to strengthen rthe role of the United Nations, 
it is important to study and agree upon ways and 
means of enhancing, in accordance with the Charter, 
the effectiveness of the resolutions of the General As­
sembly and other organs of the United Nations, inter 
alia, by actively promoting the method of consultation 
among all Member States interested in their elaboration 
and adoption, and by evaluating, as appropriate, their 
praotical effects;
