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Recalling also its resolutions 3424 (XXX) of 8 De-

1. Reaffirms ths inalienable right of the people of
Brunei to self-determination and independence in ac-
cordance with the Declaration on the Granting of In-
dependence to Colonial Countries and Peoples;

2. Approves the chapter of the report of the Spe-
cial Committee on the Situation with regard to the
Implementation of the Declaration on the Granting of
Independence to Colonial Countries and Peoples relat-
ing to Brunei,;

3. Notes once again that no progress has been
achieved so far in the implementation of General As-
sembly resolutions 3424 (XXX) and 31/56;

4. Calls once more upon all parties concerned to
work towards the early implementation of resolutions
3424 (XXX) and 31/56;

5. Calis again upon the Government of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, con-
sistent with its responsibility as the administering Power,
to take all steps within its competence to facilitate ex-
peditiously the holding of free and democratic elections
by the appropriate government authorities in Brunei,
in consultation with and under the supervision of the
United Nations, in accordance with the inalienable
right of the people of Brunei to self-determination and
independence, and further calls, prior to the elections,
for the lifting of the ban on all political parties and for
the return of all political exiles to Brunei so that they
can participate freely and fully in the elections;

6. Notes that the administering Power has so far
not participated in the Special Committee’s considera-
tion of the Territory;

7. Calls upon the administering Power, in con-
formity with the provisions of the relevant resolutions
of the General Assembly, to extend full co-operation to
the Special Committee;

8. Requests the Special Committee to continue to
keep the situation in Brunei under review and to report
thereon to the General Assembly at its thirty-third

Having heard the statement of the administering
Power,?!

Noting the opinion expressed by the representative
of the administering Power concerning the presence
of United States military bases in the Territory,

Considering that the policy of maintaining military
bases and installations in Non-Self-Governing Terri-
tories which inhibit the right of self-determination of
peoples is incompatible with the relevant resolutions
of the United Nations,

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requests the Chairman of the Special Committee to
conitnue his consultations with a view to gaining access
for such a mission to the Territory;

8. Urges the administering Power, with the co-
operation of the Government of Guam, to safeg}lard
the inalienable right of the people of the Territory
to the enjoyment of its natural resources by taking
effective measures which guarantee the right of the
people to own and dispose of those natural resources
and to establish and maintain control of their future
development;

natural resources and to establish and maintain control
of their future development;

7. Requests the administering Power, in consulta-
tion with the Governments of the Territories concerned,
to pay particular attention to the training of qualified
local personnel;

8. Welcomes the positive attitude of the adminis-
tering Power with respect to the receiving of United
Nations visiting missions in the Territories under its
administration and requests the Chairman of the Special
Committee to continue his consultations with a view
to the dispatch of such missions, as appropriate;
