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l. Requests thc Secretary-General to implement to 
the fullest extent possible the conclusions of the Fifth 
United Nations Congress on the Prevention of Crime 
and the Trcatment of Offenders by: 

(a) Transmitting far appropriate action to the 
Economic and Social Council and its functional com­
missions as well as to all othcr United Nations organs 
and org~nizations conccrned, those conclusions _of the 
Fifth United Nations Congress on the Prevent10n of 
Crime and the Treatment of Offendcrs that fall within 
their spheres of compctence; 

( b) Giving them the widest possible circulation and 
dissemination and stim ulating international cfforts to 
exchange experience and knowledge; 

(e) Gathering and disseminating information con­
cerning crime trends and criminal policies, with special 
emphasis on economic criminality and abmes of cco­
nomic power that have a detrimental effect on natio~al 
economies and international trade. and by devclopmg 
strategies to deal with them; 

(d) Providing to Member States, at their request, 
advice and assistance far the re-evaluation of their 
criminal justice systems and for reassessment of the 
purposes as well as the effectiveness of such systems in 
relation to national and local requirements; 

(e) Elaborating guidelines for thc development and 
implcmt-ntation of policies designed to make criminal 
justice systems more responsive to curre:-;¡ social needs, 
to ensure the strict observance of fundamental human 
rights and to promote a more rational, consistent and 
integrated approach to the prevention of crime and the 
treatment of offenders; 

(f) Fostering the exchangc among countries of 
information relating to crime and to the functioning of 
the criminal justice systems; 

2. Stresses the need for intensive intcrnational and 
regional co-operation in crime prevention and control, 
as well as co-ordination, among ali the United Nations 
organs and organizations concerned, especially the 
United Nations Development Programmc, the various 
regional commissions and institutes and the spccialized 
agencies; 

3. Urges that technical assistance in crime preven­
tion and control be made available to Governments 
requesting it, as a matter of urgency, and that high 
priority be given to the provision of regional and ínter­
regional technical advisory services and co-operation, 
particularly in the light of recent directives of the policy­
making bodies of the United Nations facusing on re­
gional and intercountry activities and the proved success 
of this approach to crime prevention; 

4. Invites Member States to give maximum atten­
tion and support to the relevant conclusions of the 
Fifth United Nations Congress on the Prevention of 
Crime and the Treatment of Offenders and to provide 
to the Secretary-General, in time for submission to the 
Sixth United Nations Congress on the Prevention of 
Crime and the Treatment of Offenders, to be held at 
Sydney in 1980, information relating to the measures 
taken in this respect; 

5. Draws the attention of Member States to the 
existence of the United Nations Trust Fund far Social 
Defence, established in pursuance of Economic and 
Social Council resolution 1086 B (XXXIX) of 30 
July 1965, and urges them to contribute to it; 

6. Appcals to all Member States to support inter­
national action for crime prevcntion, especially through 
the sharing of costs of intcrnational meetings. seminars, 
workshops and training courses and by acting as hosts 
to regional research centres; 

7. Rcquests the Secretary-General to prepare a 
report on the information received under paragraph 4 
above for submission to the Sixth Congress and to the 
General Assembly at its thirty-fifth session; 

8. Furthcr requcsts the Secretary-General to take 
the neccssary measures far the preparation of the Sixth 
Congress, inter afia, through the commissioning of 
rcports by consultant experts, selccted with due regard 
to equitablc geographic representation, and the organi­
zation of regional preparatory meetings, pursuant to 
existing practice, for Africa, Asia and Latin Amcrica, 
to which ali Governments of the region may send ex­
perts and to which the Secretary-General shall invite 
consultant expcrts from the region concerned.

The General Assembly, 

Noting with concern the increase of crime in many 
parts of the world, 

Conscious that crime in its various forms hampers 
the cconomic, social and cultural development of peo­
ples and threatens thc enjoyment of human rights and 
fundamental frecdoms, 

Rea[/irming the right of each State to formulate and 
implemcnt its national policies and programmes in the 
field of crime prevention and control in accordance 
with its own nceds and priorities, 

Recognizing the importance of co-operation among 
Mcmber States and the cfforts made by the interna­
tional cnmmunity in thc field of crirne prevention and 
control, as well as the need to co-ordinate the action 
of Unitcd Nations bodies in arder to achieve crrcatcr

Noting with satisfaction the report of the Secretary­
Gencral on crime prevcntion and control, rn 

1 . Rcquests the Econornic and Social Council to 
considcr in a comprehcnsivc manner at its sixty-fourth 
session the question of crime prevention and control 
with a view to furthcr co-ordination of the activities 
of Unitc? Nations bodies in this field, in particular the 
preparat,on every five years of a United Nations con­
gress on the prevention of crime and the trcatment of 
offcnders. the publication of the Jnternational Review 
of Criminal Policy and the provision of tecbnical assist­
ance to interested Member Statcs, at their request; 
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2. Entrusts the Committee on Crime Prevention and 
Control with the function of preparing the United Na­
tions congresses on the prevention of crime and the 
treatment of offenders by submitting appropriate propo­
sals to the Economic and Social Council concerning, 
ínter alía, the place and time of the congr_esses, the 
provisional agenda, participants and preparatton of the 
necessary documentation; 

3. Endorses the recommendation of the Fifth United 
Nations Congress on the Prevention of Crime and the 
Treatment of Offenders, 20 which requested the Com­
mittee on Crime Prevention and Control to review at 
its fifth session the provisional rules of procedure of 
the Congress with a view to bringing them into con­
formity with current practice in other United Nations 
bodies, conferences and congresses convened under the 
auspices of the United N ations, and requests the Com­
mittee to submit the revised draft rules of procedure to 
the Economic and Social Council at its sixty-sixth 
session;

32/61. Capital punishment 

The General Assembly, 

Having regard to article 3 of the Universal Declara­
tion of Human Rights,21 which affirms everyone's right 
to life, and article 6 of thc International Covenant on 
Civil and Political Rights, 22 which also affirms the right 
to life as inherent to every human being, 

Recalling its resolutions 1396 (XIV) of 20 Novem­
ber 1959, 2393 (XXIII) of 26 November 1968, 2857 
(XXVI) of 20 December 1971 and 3011 (XXVII) of 
18 December 1972, as well as Economic and Social 
Council resolutions 934 (XXXV) of 9 April 1963, 
1574 (L) of 20 May 1971, 1656 (LII) of 1 June 
1972, 1745 (LIV) of 16 May 1973 and 1930 (LVIII) 
of 6 May 1975, which confirm the continuing interest 
of the United Nations in the study of the question of 
capital punishment with a vicw to promoting ful! respect 
far everyone's right to life, 

Concerned at the fact that only thirty-two Govem­
ments responded to the questionnairc addressed to them 
far the preparation by thc Sccretary-General of the first

five-year report of 1975 on capital punishment,23 sub­
mitted in accordance with Economic and Social Coun­
cil resolution 1745 (LIV), 

Noting with concern that, notwithstanding the limited 
progress mentioned in the first five-year report of the 
Secretary-General of 1975 on capital punishment, it 
remains extremely doubtful whether there is any pro­
gression towards the restriction of the use of the death 
penalty, thus justifying the conclusions drawn by the 
Secretary-General in the aforementioned report, 

Considering that the Sixth United Nations Congress 
on the Prevention of Crime and the Treatment of Of­
fenders is to be held in 1980, 

Taking note of the request of the Economic and 
Social Council, in its resolution 1930 (LVIII), to the 
Secretary-General, in accordance with General Assem­
bly resolution 2857 (XXVI), to proceed with the report 
on practices and statutory rules which may govern the 
right of a pcrson sentenced to capital punishment to 
petition far pardon, commutation or reprieve, and to 
report on these questions to the Council at the latest 
at its sixty-cighth session, together with the basic report 
of 1980 on capital punishment, 

Expressing the desirability of continuing and expand­
ing the consideration of the question of capital punish­
ment by the United Nations, 

l. Reafjirms that, as established by the General 
Asscmbly in resolution 2857 (XXVI) and by the Eco­
nomic and Social Council in resolutions 1574 (L), 
1745 (LIV) and 1930 (LVIII), the main objective to 
be pursued in the field of capital punishment is that 
of progressively restricting the number of offences far 
which the dcath penalty may be imposcd with a view 
to thc desirability of abolishing this punishmcnt; 

2. Urges Membcr States to provide the Secretary­
Gcneral with relevant information far his preparation 
of the sccond five-year report of 1980 on capital punish­
ment and of the report on practices and statutory rules 
which may govern the right of a person sentenced to 
capital punishment to petition far pardon, commutation 
or repricve; 

3. Invites the Economic and Social Council to 
report to thc General Assembly at its thirty-fifth session 
on its deliberations and recommendations on the basis 
of the afarementioncd reports of the Secretary-General 
and of the study to be submitted by the Committce on 
Crime Prevention and Control in accordance with 
Council resolution 1930 (LVIII); 

4. Calls upon the Sixth United Nations Congress 
on thc Prevention of Crime and the Treatment of 
Offenders to discuss thc various aspects of the use of 
capital punishmcnt and the possible restriction thcreof 
including a more generous application of rules relating 
to pardon, commutation or reprieve, and to report 
thereon, with recommendations, to thc General Asscm­
bly at its thirty-fifth session; 

5. Requests the Committee on Crime Prevention 
and Control to give consideration to the appropriate 
place on the agenda of the Sixth Congress of the issue 
mentio~ed in paragraph 4 above, and to prepare docu­
mentat10n on the question; 

_6. Decides_ to consider, with high priority, at its 
th1rty-fifth sess10n the question of capital punishment.
