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regularly to the Secretary-General on the steps taken
by them and the resources they have made available
to assist Mozambique;

11.  Requests the Secrctary-General:

(a) To continue his efforts to mobilize the re-
sources nccessary for an effective programme of fi-
nancial, technical and material assistance to Mozam-
bique;

{b) To ensure that adequate financial and bud-
getary arrangements are made to continue the mobiliza-
tion of resources and to co-ordinate the international
programme of assistance to Mozambique;

(¢) To arrange for a review of the economic situa-
tion of Mozambique in time for the matter to be con-
sidered by the Economic and Social Council at its
sixty-fifth session;

(d) To keep the situation in Mozambique under
constant review, to maintain close contact with Member
States, regional and other intergovernmental organiza-
tions, the specialized agencies and international financial
institutions, and to report on the question to the General
Assembly at its thirty-third session.

The General Assembly,

Mindful of its resolution 31/187 of 21 December
1976, in which it expressed deep concern at the serious
economic and social situation in Sao Tome and Principe
as a result of the total lack of infrastructure for devel-
opmient,

Recalling its resolution 31/156 of 21 December
1976, in which it urged all Governments, in particular
those of the developed countries, to lend their support,
in the context of their assistance programmes, for the
implementation of the specific action envisaged in
favour of developing island countrics within the frame-
work of their development plans and priorities,

Noting that the appeal made in resolution 31/187
for assistance to Sao Tome and Principe thus far has
not met with the desired response,

Having noted the report of the Secretary-General on
assistance to Sao Tome and Principe®® and the state-
ment submitted by the Government of that country on
its most urgent needs,3®

Having noted the report of the Committee for De-
vclopment Planning, in which the Committee decided
to examine® at its fourteenth session the question of
the inclusion of Sao Tome and Principe in the list of
the least developed countries,®® on the basis of more
recent and more detailed information,

1. Renews the appeal made in its resolution
31/187;

2. Requests the Secretary-General:
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(a) To continuc his efforts for the mobilization of
the financial, technical and cconomic assistance of the
international community, in particular of the developed
countries and the appropriate organizations within the
United Nations systcm, with a view to meeting the
short-term and long-term nceds of Sao Tome and
Principe;

(b) To ensurc that adequate financial and bud-
getary arrangements arc made to continue the mobiliza-
tion of resources and to co-ordinate the international
programme of assistance to Sao Tome and Principe;

(¢) To send a special mission to Sao Tome and
Principe with & view to continuing the consultations
with the Government on urgent needs and identifying
the cconomic problems facing the country, and to
cnsure that the report of the mission is issued in time
to enable the Economic and Social Council to consider
the question at its sixty-fifth session;

(d) To ensure that the report of the special mis-
sion is circulated to all Member States and to all re-
gional and international organizations concerned, in-
cluding the United Nations Development Programme,
the World Bank, the Food and Agriculture Organiza-
tion of the United Nations, the World Food Programme
and the United Nations Children’s Fund;

(¢) To kecp the situation in Sao Tome and
Principe under constant review and to maintain close
contact with Member States, regional and other inter-
governmental organizations, the specialized agencies
and international financial institutions, and to report on
the question to the General Assembly at it thirty-third
session.

Assistance to Botswana

The General Assembly,

Recalling Security Council resolutions 403 (1977)
of 14 January 1977 and 406 (1977) of 25 May 1977
concerning the complaint by the Government of Bot-
swana of acts of aggression committed against its ter-
ritory by the illegal régime in Southern Rhodesia,

Deeply concerned at the loss of human life and
damage to property caused by the acts of the illcgal
regime tn Southern Rhodesia against Botswana,

Realizing the nced for Bolswana to strengthen its
sceurity m order to safeguard its sovereignty, territorial
Integrity and independence,

Recognizing the plight of the refugees fleeing from
oppression and the additional burden imposed upon
Botswana by their continuing influx,

Noting the report of the mission to Botswana,
transmitted by a note by the Secretary-General dated
28 March 1977.% which assessed the special economic
needs of Botswana in February 1977,

Having examined the report of the review mission to
Botswana, transmitted by a note by the Secretary-
General dated 26 October 19774 in accordance with
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
