Welcoming the positive decision of the United King­
dom to participatc in the relevant work of the Special 
Committee and to permit United Nations visiting mis­
sions access to the Territories under its administration,

Concerned that the economies of the Territories re­
ferred to above are based mainly on fluctuating activities 
such as tourism, land sales and tax haven arrangements, 

Bearing in mind the constructive results achieved as 
a consequence of previous visiting missions to colonial 
Territories, including those dispatched by the Special 
Committee in 1974 to the Cocos (Kecling) Islands, 
the Gilbert and Ellice Islands and Niuc,20 and reiterat­
