34/14. World Conference on Agrarian Reform and
Rural Development

The General Assembly,

Recalling its resolutions 3201 (S-VI) and 3202 (S-VI)
of 1 May 1974, containing the Declaration and the Pro-
gramme of Action on the Establishment of a New Inter-
national Economic Order, 3281 (XXIX) of 12 Decem-
ber 1974, containing the Charter of Economic Rights
and Duties of States, and 3362 (S-VII) of 16 September
1975 on development and international economic co-
operation,

Recalling also the results of various United Nations
conferences held in recent years on major topics relating
to economic and social development and the establish-
ment of the new international economic order, particu-
larly the World Food Conference held in Rome from
5 to 16 November 1974,
