RESOLUTIONS ADOPTED ON THE REPORTS OF THE FIRST COMMITTEE 

RESOLUTIONS ADOPTEES SUR LES RAPPORTS DE LA PREMIER& 
COMMISSION 

34 (I). Admission of Afghanistan, 
Iceland and Sweden to Mem• 
bership in the United Nations 

The General Assembly has taken note of the 
applications for membership submitted to the 
Organization of the United Nations, in accordance 
with the provisions of Article 4 of the Charter 
and rules 1 13 and 114 of the rules of procedure, 
by Afghanistan, the Republic of Iceland and 
Sweden; 

Of the recommendations of the Security Coun­
cil on the admission of Afghanistan, the Republic 
of Iceland and Sweden to membership in the 
United Nations; 1 

And of the report submitted by the First Com­
mittee 2 which unanimously approved the recom­
mendations of the Security Council. 

Therefore the General Assembly decides: 
That Afghanistan, the Republic of Iceland 

and Sweden be admitted to membership in the 
United Nations.

35 (I). Question of the Re-examina­
tion by the Security Council 
of certain Applications for 
Admission to Membership in 
the United Nations 

Applications for membership i.t the United 
Nations were submitted by the People's Republic 
of Albania, the Mongolian People's Republic, 
the Hashemite Kingdom of Transjordan, Ireland 
and Portugal; 

The Security Council, which examined these 
applications, has not made any recommendations; 

Since membership in the United N:itions is 
open to all peace-loving States which accept the 
obligations contained in the Charter and which 
in the judgment of the Organization are able and 
willing to carry out these obligations, :u stated 
in Article 4; 

Therefore, the General Assembly recommends 
that the Security Council re-examine the appli­
cations for membership in the United Nations 
of the above-mentioned States on their respective 
merits as measured by the yardstick of the 
Charter, in accordance with Article 4.

L' Assemblee generale a pris note des demandes 
d"admission adressees a l'Organisation des Na­
tions Unies, conformement aux dispositions de 
I' Article 4 de la Charte et des articles 113 et 114 
du reglement interieur, par !'Afghanistan, la 
Republique d'Islande et la Suede; 

Des recommandations du Conseil de securite 
sur !'admission de !'Afghanistan, de la Repu­
blique d'Islande et de la Suede comme Membres 
des Nations Unies;' et 

Du rapport soumis par la Premiere Commis­
sion 2 qui a unanimement approuve Jes recom­
mandations du Conseil de securite. 

Pour ces motifs, l'AssembUe generale decide: 
Que !'Afghanistan, la Republique d'Islande et 

la Suede seront admis comme Membres des Na­
tions Unies.

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Des demandes d'admission comme Membres 
des Nations Unies ont ete presentees par la Re­
publique populaire d'Albanie, la Republique 
populaire de Mongolie, le Royaume hachemite 
de Transjordanie, l'Irlande et le Portugal; 

Le Conseil de securite, qui a examine ces de­
mandes, n'a fait aucune recommandation con­
cernant Jes Etats candidats ci-dessus mentionnes. 

Etant donne que, conformement a !'Article 4 
de la Charte, peuvent devenir Membres des Na­
tions Unies tous Jes Etats pacifiques qui acceptent 
les obligations de la Charte et, au jugement de 
!'Organisation, soot capables de les remplir et 
disposes a le faire; 

En consequence, l'Assemblee generale recom­
mande que le Conseil de securite examine de nou­
veau Jes demandes d'admission comme Membres 
des Nations Unies presentees par les Etats ci­
dessus mentionnes, en tenant compte des titres de 
chacun consideres d'apres les criteres de la Charte, 
tels qu'ils resultent de !'Article 4 de la Charte.
