l. Takes note of the study prepared by the United Na­
tions Institute for Training and Research;26 

2. Requests the United Nations Institute for Training 
and Research to prepare tht: study referred to in the fifth 
preambular paragraph above and to complete it in time for 
the Secretary-General to submit it to the General Assembly 
at its thirty-seventh session; 

3. Urges Member States to submit relevant information 
with respect to the study not later than 31 July 1982; 

4. Requests the United Nations Commission on Inter­
national Trade Law, the United Nations Conference on 
Trade and Development, the United Nations Industrial De­
velopment Organization, the regional commissions, the 
United Nations Centre on Transnational Corporations and 
other relevant intergovernmental and non-governmental or­
ganizations active in this field, as determined by the United 
Nations Institute for Training and Research, to submit rel­
evant information and to co-operate fully with the Institute 
in the implementation of the present resolution;

visory Committee on the United, Nations Programme of 
Assistance in the Teaching, Study, Dissemination and 
Wider Appreciation of International Law, which are con­

Considering that international law should occupy an ap­
propriate place in the teaching of legal disciplines at all 
universities, 

Noting with appreciation the efforts made by States at 
the bilateral level to provide assistance in the teaching and 
study of international law, 

Convinced, nevertheless, that States, international organ­
izations and institutions should be encouraged to give further 
support to the Programme and to increase their activities to 
promote the teaching, study, dissemination and wider ap­
preciation of international law, in particular those activities 
which are of special benefit to persons from developing 
countries, 

Recalling that, in the conduct of the Programme, it is 
desirable to use as far as possible the resources and facilities 
made available by Member States, international organiza­

(b) A minimum of one scholarship each in 1982 and 
1983 under the Hamilton Shirley Amerasinghe Fellowship 
on the Law of the Sea, 30 to be financed by the voluntary 
contributions specifically made for the endowment of the 
Fellowship as a result of the requests set out in paragraphs 
9 and 10 below;

5. Expresses its appreciation to the Government of 
Egypt for providing host facilities for the regional training 
and refresher courses held at Cairo in 1981; 

6. Expresses its appreciation to the Hague Academy 
of International Law for its valuable contributions to the 
Programme by enabling international law fellows under the 
sponsorship of the United Nations and the United Nations

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Institute for Training and Research to attend its annual in­
ternational law courses and providing facilities for seminars 
organized by the Institute in conjunction with the Academy 
courses; 

7. Notes with appreciation the contributions made by 
the Hague Academy of International Law to the teaching, 
study, dissemination and wider appreciation of international 
law and calls upon Member States and interested organi­
zations to give favourable consideration to the appeal of the 
Academy for adequate assistance to solve its financial 
problems; 

8. Urges all Governments to encourage the inclusion 
of courses on international law in the programmes of legal 
studies offered at institutions of higher learning; 

9. Requests the Secretary-General to continue to pub­
