Alarmed that not infrequently members of the medica! 
profession or other health personnel are engaged in activi­
ties which are difficult to reconcile with the Principies of

Recognizing the need for the full application ofthe Prin­
cipies of Medica) Ethics and desiring that the Principies be 
given wide publicity, 

1. Urges ali Governments to take measures with a view 
to promoting the application by ali health personnel and 
Government officials, in particular those employed in 
institutions of detention or imprisonment, of the Princi­
pies of Medica! Ethics relevant to the role of health per­
sonnel, particularly physicians, in the protection of prison­
ers and detainees against torture and other cruel, inhuman 
or degrading treatment or punishment; 

2. Requests the Secretary-General to disseminate the 
Principies of Medica) Ethics widely and in as many lan­
guages as possible and to issue a pamphlet containing the 
text of the Principies in the six official languages of the 
United Nations; 

3. Ca/Is upon ali Governments to give the Principies of 
Medica) Ethics the widest possible distribution, in particu­
lar among medica) and paramedical associations and insti­
tutions of detention or imprisonment, in an official lan­
guage of the State; 

4. Invites ali relevant intergovernmental organizations, 
in particular the World Health Organization, and non­
governmental organizations concerned to bring the Princi­
pies of Medica! Ethics to the attention of the widest possi­
ble group of individuals, especially those active in the 
medica) and paramedical field; 

5. Requests the Secretary-General to report to the Gen­
eral Assembly at its thirty-ninth session on the steps taken 
by the United Nations and the relevant specialized agen­
cies, as well as by Governments, for the dissemination and 
implementation of the Principies of Medica!
