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10. Also urges the administering Power, in co­
operation with the territorial Government, to continue to 
render the assistance necessary for the localization of the 
civil service, particularly at senior levels; 

11. Takes note of the continued participation of the 
Territory in the work of the Caribbean Group for Co­
operation and Economic Development, as well as such 
regional organizations as the Caribbean Community and 
the Caribbean Development Bank, and calls upon the 
organizations of the United Nations system, as well as 
donor Governments and regional organizations, to inten­
sify their efforts to accelerate progress in the economic and 
social life of the Territory; 

12. Requests the Special Committee to continue the 
examination of this question at its next session, including 
the possible dispatch of a further visiting mission to 
Montserrat at an appropriate time and in consultation 
with the administering Power, and to report thereon to the 
General Assembly at its thirty-ninth session.
