parts, for increasing food production; 

~- All cou~tries to cairy out as far as practi­
cable appropriate and necessary measures to regu­
late consumption, including the maintenance of 
high extraction rates, the dilution of flour, re­
strictions on usage of bread grains for beverages 
and other non-essential purposes, and restrictions 
on the feeding of bread grains to animals; 

4. Governments and international agencies 
concerned to continue and expand publication of 
the fullest possible information on supplies and 
requirements of foodstuffs and materials men­
tioned in paragraphs 1 and 2 above and on action 
taken to carry out the recommendations con­
tained in this resolution, in order that future 
action may be guided by full knowledge of the 
relevant facts; 

5. That attention continue to be given to the 
need for measures necessary to enable importing 
countries to overcome international payment dif­
ficulties, in order that the above recommenda­
tions may be rendered effective in improving the 
food situation.

46 (I}. Economic Reconstruction 
of Devastated Areas 

The General Assembly, 
Taking note of the preliminary report of the 

Temporary Sub-Commission on Economic Recon­
struction of Devastated Areas1 and of the relevant 
resolution of the Economic and Social Council 
of 3 October 19462

; 

Recogniz.ing the urgent need for international 
co-operation in the reconstruction of devastated 
areas: 

1. Approves the general resolution of the Eco­
nomic and Social Council, the resolution on the 
Survey of the Economic Reconstruction of Devas­
tated Areas in Asia and the Far East, and the reso 
lution for continuing the work of the Sub-Com­
mission on Devastated Areas in Europe8 ; 

2. Urges the Members of the United Nations, 
the Economic and Social Council, and the spe­
cialized agencies and inter-governmental organi­
zations concerned, to take all possible steps, with­
in their respective fields of activity, which may 
lead to the early solution of the problems of eco­
nomic reconstruction of devastated areas; 

3. Directs the Secretary-General to transmit 
to the International Bank for Reconstruction 
and Development the opinion of the General

Assembly that, if the economic reconstruction ol 
devastated areas is not to be unduly delayed, the 
International Bank would come into full effective 
operation at the earliest possible date so that, 
in accordance with the special functions laid down 
for the Bank in its articles of Agreement, it may 
be able, early in 1947, to make the fullest possible 
contribution toward the needs of economic re­
construction; 

4. Recommends that the Economic and Social 
Council and its Commissions consider undertak­
ing as soon as possible, in co-operation with the 
specialized agencies concerned, a general survey 
of raw material resources needed for the economic 
reconstruction of devastated areas, with a view to 
recommending the adoption of the necessary meas­
ures to increase and promote production and to 
facilitate transportation of those materials from 
·the producing areas to the devastated areas; 

5. Further recommends that, in order to give 
effective aid to the countries devastated by war, 
the Economic and Social Council, at its next ses­
sion, give prompt and favourable consideration to 
the establishment of an Economic Commission 
for Europe and an Economic Commission for 
Asia and the Far East."

47 (I). Report of the Committee on 
UNRRA (United Nations Re­
lief and Rehabilitation Admin­
istration) 

The General Assembly, at its twenty-first plen­
ary meeting on I February 1946, established a 
Committee to encourage support of UNRRA 
during the final stages of its work. 

The General Assembly has now received a re­
port on the work of the Committee' and has 
noted with satisfaction the extent to which Mem­
ber Governments have supported the activities of 
UNRRA and have thus contributed so substan­
tially to the relief and rehabilitation of those 
countries which had been devastated by the war. 

The General Assembly has learned from the 
report of the Committee that, although expected 
contributions have been realized in very large 
measure, a small proportion has not yet been 
made available, and that the Chairman of the 
Committee has been requested to draw the atten­
tion of the Governments concerned to the desir­
ability of completing their contributions in order 
that UNRRA might receive the full amount re­
quired for the completion of its activities.
