
of the Commissions or Sub-Commissions and 
actual expenses for travel on business of the Com­
missions or Sub-Commissions shall be borne by 
the budget of the United Nations. The maximum 
travelling allowances to and from meetings of 
each Commission or Sub-Commission shall be 
restricted to the equivalent of first-class accom­
modation by recognized public transport via 
an approved route from the capital city of the 
Member State to the place where the Commission 
or Sub-Commissiotl is meeting, and shall not in­
clude the payment of subsistence except where 
this is included as an integral part of the regular 
posted schedule for first-class accommodation for 
recognized public transport. Actual travelling ex­
penses shall be reimbursed to each Member by 
means of an adjustment in the Member's annual 
contribution.

71 (I). Utilization by UNESCO (United 
Nations Educational. Scientific 
and Cultural Organization) of 
the Property Rights of the 
League of Nations in the

I'he General Assembly, 
1. Recommends that as soon as possible after 

UNESCO has been definitely established, it shall 
take over, in accordance with Article XI, para­
graph 2, of its Charter, such of the functions and 
activities of the International Institute d Intel­
lectu"I Co-operation as may be performed within 
the scope of the programme adopted at the 
UNESCO General Conference as set forth in the 
draft agreement1 between the United Nations 
and UNESCO, under the terms of Article 63 of 
the United Nations Charter; 

2. Further recommends that an agreement be 
concluded between UNESCO and the Institute 
before 31 December 1946, in order to facilitate 
the assumption by UNESCO of the functions and 
activities referred to in paragraph I of the present 
resolution; 

3. Invites the Secretary-General, in order to 
ensure, under the auspices of UNESCO, the con­
tinuity of the work performed by the Interna­
tional Institute of Intellectual Co-operation, to 
authorize UNESCO to utilize the assets of the 
Institute transferred by the League of Nations to 
the United Nations.
