Informe final de la Reunion Consultiva Formal
de los Estados partes

1. Tal y como se acordd en la reunién oficiosa celebrada el 27 de julio de 2022 y se
confirméd posteriormente en una carta enviada por el Sr. Aidan Liddle, Embajador del Reino
Unido de Gran Bretafia e Irlanda del Norte, a todos los Estados partes el 28 de julio de 2022,
los Estados depositarios convocaron la Reunion Consultiva Formal de los Estados partes en
la Convencion sobre las Armas Bioldgicas de 1972, solicitada por la Federacion de Rusia, en
el Palacio de las Naciones (Ginebra) el 26 de agosto de 2022. La Reunidn se reanuddé del 5 al
9 de septiembre de 2022. Los Estados partes celebraron ocho sesiones durante ese periodo,
bajo la presidencia del Sr. Gyérgy Molnar, Embajador de Hungria, que fue elegido el 5 de
septiembre de 2022.

2. Los Estados partes también eligieron cuatro vicepresidentes de los siguientes paises:
Canada, China, Reino Unido de Gran Bretafia e Irlanda del Norte y Republica de Moldova.
El Sr. Daniel Feakes, Jefe de la Dependencia de Apoyo a la Aplicacion de la Convencién
sobre las Armas BiolGgicas, adscrita a la Oficina de Asuntos de Desarme de las Naciones
Unidas, desempefié las funciones de Secretario de la Reunion.

3. De conformidad con lo comunicado en la misiva del Embajador Liddle de 28 de julio
de 2022, la Reunidn Consultiva Formal se celebrd en privado y con la participacién exclusiva
de los Estados partes en la Convencion y los Estados signatarios de esta. Ademas, la Reunion
Consultiva Formal no fue transmitida en linea y no se elaboraron actas resumidas sobre ella.
Los Estados partes y los Estados signatarios tuvieron la posibilidad de solicitar que sus
posturas nacionales u otros documentos se publicasen en el sitio web de la Convencién, como
documentos de trabajo oficiales de la Reunion.

4. Los Estados partes aprobaron el programa de la Reunion Consultiva Formal
(BWC/CONS/2022/1), que figura en el anexo | del presente informe, y acordaron guiarse por
el programa de trabajo provisional (BWC/CONS/2022/2) propuesto por la Presidencia.

5. Los Estados partes decidieron aplicar, mutatis mutandis, el reglamento de la Octava
Conferencia de Examen, que figura en el documento BWC/CONF.VIII/2.

6. Participaron en la Reunion los 89 Estados partes en la Convencion que se refieren a
continuacion: Alemania, Arabia Saudita, Argelia, Argentina, Armenia, Australia, Austria,
Azerbaiyén, Belarus, Bélgica, Botswana, Brasil, Bulgaria, Camboya, Canada, Chile, China,

8. El 5 de septiembre de 2022, en el marco del tema 6 del programa, la Federacion de
Rusia hizo una presentacion de su solicitud de consulta en virtud del articulo V en relacion
con las cuestiones pendientes respectivas de la Federacion de Rusia a los Estados Unidos y a
Ucrania en relacion con el cumplimiento de sus respectivas obligaciones en virtud de la
Convencion en el contexto del funcionamiento de laboratorios biologicos en Ucrania (véanse
los documentos de trabajo correspondientes). Los dias 5 y 6 de septiembre de 2022, las
delegaciones de Ucrania y los Estados Unidos de América presentaron sus respuestas
respectivas (véanse los documentos de trabajo correspondientes). A continuacién, cada
delegacion realiz6 declaraciones adicionales para profundizar en las cuestiones planteadas
previamente.

9. El 7 de septiembre de 2022, la Reunién examind las cuestiones que habian Ilevado a
la Federacion de Rusia a solicitar la celebracién de la Reunidn y oyé las declaraciones
nacionales de los 42 Estados partes siguientes: Alemania, Argentina, Armenia, Australia,
Austria, Belarts, Bélgica, Brasil, Canada, Chile, China, Cuba, Eslovaquia, Eslovenia,
Espafia, Francia, Georgia, India, Indonesia, Irdn (Republica Isldmica del), Irlanda, Japén,
Kazajstan, Lituania (en nombre de Lituania, Letonia y Estonia), México, Nicaragua, Nigeria,
Noruega, Pakistan, Per(, Polonia, Portugal, Reino Unido de Gran Bretafia e Irlanda del Norte,
Republica Checa (en nombre de la Unién Europea), Republica de Corea, Sudéafrica, Suecia,
Suiza, Turkiye, Uzbekistan, Venezuela (RepUblica Bolivariana de), Viet Nam. También tomé
la palabra un Estado signatario: Repblica Arabe Siria. A continuacion, los Estados Unidos
de América, la Federacion de Rusia y Ucrania tuvieron la oportunidad de responder. Los
Estados partes acogieron con satisfaccion el hecho de que las tres delegaciones hubieran
tratado de aclarar sus respectivas posturas con respecto a las inquietudes planteadas por la
Federacion de Rusia. Los Estados partes observaron que la consulta se ajustaba plenamente
a las conclusiones del documento final de la Tercera Conferencia de Examen relativas a la
aplicacion del articulo V de la Convencidn.
