The Eccnomle and Social Councill, having ccnsidered the Repert cf the
nuclear Ccmmission on Human Rishts of 21 May 1946 (E/3E, Rev. 1)

DECIDES AS FOLLOWS:
1. "unctions

The - functicns c¢f the Commisaicn ¢n Human Rights shall be those set
forth in the terms of reference of the Commission, apprcved by the Econcmic an¢
Social Council in 1ts Rescluticn of 16 February 1946, with the addition tc
paragraph 2 of that Rescluticn of a new sub-paragraph (e) as fcllgows:

"(e) any other matter concerning humen rights nct covered

hy items (a), (v), (c), and (4).”
2. Cempcsiticn

(The crmpcsiticn of the Ccmmissicn is the subject of separate action by
the Council,)

3.  Wsorking Groups and Regi-nal Ccnferences of Experts

The Commission 1s authnrized te call in ad hoc working greups of
non-gnverrmental experts in specialized fields or individual experts, without
furthér reference tc the Council, but with the apprcval of the President cof
the Cciinell and the Secretary-General.

4, Documentation

The Secretary~General 1s requested to make arrangements'for:
(a) the compilation and pudlication ~f & yearbosk on law and
usage ralating to human rights, the first editicn of which
should include all declarsticns and bills cn humen rights nov

in foreme in the various ceuntries;
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(b) the collection and publication of information on the activities
concerning human rights of all organs of the United Natlions;
(¢) the collection and publication of information concerning human
rights arising from trials of war criminals, guislings, =nd btraitors,
and in particular from the Nurerberg and Tokyo trials;
{d) the preparation and publication of a survey of the development
of human rights;
(e) the collection and publication of plans and declarations on
human rights by specialized sgencies and non-govermmental national
and International organizations.
5.  Informstion Groups
Members of the United Nations are invitsd to considsr the desirabillity
of establishing information groups or local human rights committees within
their respective countries to collaborats with them in fusrthering the work
of the Commission on Human Pights.

6. Human Rights in Internstional Treaties

Pending the adopticn of an international bill of rights, the. general
principle shall be accepted that intermational treaties involving basic human
rights, including to the fullest extent practicable treaties of peace, shall
conform to the fundsmental standards relative to such rights set forth in the
Charter.

7. Provisions for Implementation

Considering that the purpose cof the United Nations with regard to the
promotion and obscrvance of human pights, as defined in the Charter of the
United Nations, can only be fulfilled if provisions are made for the
implementation of human rights and of an international bill of rightg, the
Council requests the Commission on Humen Rights. to submit at an early date
suggestions regarding the ways and means for the effective implementation of
human rights end fundamental freedoms, With & view to assisting.the Economic
and Social Council in working out arrangements for such implementation with

other appropriate organs of the United Nationa.
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Sub-Cormission on the Status .of Vomen

(a) The Economic and Social Geuncil decides to confer upon the
Ssub«Commission the Statds: of a full Commigsion to be known ag the
Cotmission on the Status of Women. ¥

{b) The function of the Commission shall be tn prepare recommendations
and reports to the Economic and Social Coungil on promoting wemen's rights
in political, economic, social, and educational fields.

The Commisgion shall also'make recommeridations to the Council on urgent
problems requiring immediate attention in the field of women's rightis.

(¢) The Ccrmission may submit proposals to the Council regarding its
Terms ©
(a) Sectioms I and II of the Report of the Sub-Commission, concerning
Policy and Programms, 8h2ll be referred for study to the Commission on the
Status of Vomen.

(e) In order to agsist the Commission on the Status of Women, the
Secretary-General is requested to make arrangemsnts for a complete and
detailed study of legislation ¢oncerning the status of women and the

practical application of such legislation.

Sub-Commission on Freedom of Inforfnation and of the Press

(a) The Commission on Humér Rights is empowered to establish a
Sub-Commission on Freedom of Information and of the Press., **

(b) The function of the Sub-Commission shall be, in the first instence,
to- examine what rights, obligations, and practices should be included in
the concept of freedom of information, and to report to the Commision on

Human Rights on any issues that may arise from such examination.

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10, Sub-Commission con Protection of Minorities

(a) The Ccmmission on Buman Rights ig empowered to establish

a Sub-Ccrmissivn on “the protectibn of minerities.

(b) TUnless the Commission otherwise decides the functicn of the
Sub-Commission shall be, in the first instance, to examine.

vhat provisicns shculd be adopted In the definiticn cf the
principles which are tc be applied in the field of protection of
minorities, and %o deal with the wurgent problems in this field
by making recommendations to the Ccmmission.

11, Sub-Commissicn on the P;gv@pﬁ}gn.pfrpiscrimination

(a) The Ccmmission on Human Rights is empowered to establish a
Bub-Cemmissiocn on the prevention of discrimination on the grounds
of race, sex, language, or religicn,

(b) Unless the Commission ctherwise decides, the function of the
Sub-Commissicn shall be, in the first instance, to examine what
provisicns should be adopted in the definiticn of the principles
which are tc be appli & in the field of the prevention of
discrimirnaticn, and to deal with the urgent problems in this

field by making reccmmendaticns to the Commission.
