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1. At the sixty-first session, the Economic m1d Social Council adopted 
resolution 2015 (LXI) of 3 August 1976~ entitled "Implementation of the Declaration on 
the Granting of Independence to Colonial Countries and Peoples by the specialized 
agencies and the international institutions associated ,,,ith the United Nations". In 
paragraph 11 of that resolution, the Council requested its President to continue 
consPl ta tions on this rna tter 1·1i th the Chairman of the Special Committee on the 
Situation 1:1i th reg.oml to the Implementation of the Declaration on the Granting of 
Independence to Colonial Countries ru1d Peoples. 

2. At its 1052nd meeting on 8 September 1976, the Special Committee adopted a 
resolution on the question, by \vhich it decided to continue to examine the question 
o.ncl to report to the General Asseml1ly at its thj_rty-second session. ]} 

) • At its thirty-first session, the Gr::neral Assembly adopted resolution 31/JO, in 
paracraph 13 of \Jhich it requested the Council to continue to consider, in consultation 
\Jith the Special Committee, appropriate measures for the co-01-'d.ination of the policies 
ami. activities of the specialized. aeencies c:md other oro;.J.niza tions ui thin the 
United Nations system in implementing the relevnnt resolutions of the General Assembly. 

~- An acconnt of the consultations held, in the lic:ht of the foregoing, bet-v1een the 
President of the Council and the Chairman of the Special Committee is set out belm-1. 

5. The President of the Dconomic and Social Council inf armed the Chairme.11 o.f the 
Snecial Committee that tho Administrative Committee on Co-ordination had durin~· the 
p~st year continued to cive close attention to the q1.1estion (E/5973, para.20). The 
h10 presidinc officerr, revieued the results of the meeting held in Paris, on 
23 Ilarch 1977, beh1ecn representatives of the ar;encies, the United Nations and the

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general secretariat of the 0Tganization of African Unity (OAU), in accordance ui th. 
paragraph 10 of Council resolution 1892 (LVII) of 1 August 1974. TI1ey noted that. 
the meeting had provided useful guidance to the agencies as to the priori ties &'1d 
proceduTes of OAU \Jith regard to assistance to the national liberation movements 
and, in that connexion, had claTified a number of issues oi nmtual concern,_ thereby 
strengthening the co-operation betueen the acencies and OAU. il.ccordincly, the ·b,Jo 
presiding officers considered it extremely useful and desirable that such 
consultations be :;ontinued on a regular t ·,si:::;. 

6. The Chairma.'1 of the Special Committee infomed the President of the Council 
that, in pursuance oJ: para[:raph 10 of Council resolution 2015 (LXI), the Special 
Committee 1 s attention had been drmm to that resolution a;.:; ,;ell as to the discussions 
leading thereto durine:; the Council's sixtJr-first session (E/AC. 24/STI.588-590 and 
592; E/SR.2015). He also informecl. the Presiclent of the Council that the Committee, 
at the beginning of its cPrrent session, had requested its Sub-Cor.nnittee on 
Petitions, Inf orma ti.on a..r1<l Assistance to f ollm1 the implementation by the 
specialized agencies and the institutions associatccl \lith the United nations of the 
Declaration and other relevont Uni tetl Nations resolutions, including in particular 
General Lssem\)ly resolntion 31/30. Dearinc in uind the positive resnl ts of the 
contacts established in 1976 ,,Ji th representatives of a number af specialized agencies, 
the Special Committee, through the Sub-Committee, had continuecl similar 
consultations during its current session. The report of the Sub-Committee, 
containing an account of these consultations, \Jould be taken into account by the 
Special Cotlmi ttee \Jhen it considered the i tern in At~gust 1977. 

7. The Chainnan also informed the ~::resident that a number of specialized agencies 
and organizations had been represented as ol)servers at the International Conference 
in Support of the Peoples of Zirlba~J1!e <lllc.l Hrunibia, helu at Naputo~ 1-:iozambigue, in 
l1ay 1977 under the at:spices of the Special Cormnittee and the United Hations Cmmcil 
for Namibia. 'fuey had. supplied information on their activities, and consultations 
had talcen place bet\1een them, 01\.U nnd tho national liberation movements concerned. 
That \!auld be taken into account fully by the Special Committee ~~hen it considered 
the item. 

3. The Conference had adopted by consensus the Naputo Declaration in Support of 
the People 1 s af Zimbalnw and Hrunibia and the Pro.:;ramme of Action for the Liberation 
of Zimbab\~e and Y:~mibia (A/52/109 (Part II)), \lhich contain2cl. a number of extremely 
important points havinc dir,.,~t rcleva11cc to the \10rl: of the specializod ac:encies and 
the other organizations 11ithin the United Hations, as follmw: 

(a) The Conference proclaimed. its conviction that the strucgle of the 
peoples of Zimbab1·1c and Namibia for self-c1etermination and independence had 
entered a crucial and final 8tace. It accordingly appealed. tc, all lTember 
States, in tergovernrnental ancl non-troven1ffien tal orga.ni~a tions to undertalce 
concerted international action in sup1)ort of the struc·cle by intensifying 
their assistance to the national lilleration movement.s concerned; 

(b) It called upon the specialized aeencies end other institutions \1ithin the 
United Nations system to give high priority to the formulation, \lith the active 
co-operation of OAU, of progra.nu11es ancl projects of assistance · to the peoples of 
Zimbab,Je 2nd Hamibia and their national liberation movements; in the case of 
Uamibia, the Conference had stated that such assistance shoulo. be extended in 
consultation \lith the United If a tions Council for Nambibia; 
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(c) It further urged all specialized aeencies and other United Nz,tions 
organizations to give all possible concrete assistc.nce 11i-Ghin their spheres OJ-'.' 
competence to the Council for Nar,libia in the disch.s.rge of the mandate entrusted 
to it; 

(a.) It called upon them, in accordance 1.-1ith the relevant resolutions of the 
Gener.s.l Assembly and the Sccuri ty Council, to 11i thhold any financial, economic, 
teclmical or other assiotance f1·om the illegal minority regi.!lle of Southern Rhodesia 
and .frora the Government of South Africa, to discontinue all support to them and to 
refrain from any c;.ction that mieht imply recognition of the le&:i timacy of thei1· 
domination of Zimba1J11e ancl Hamibic:q 

( e ) It call ecl upon those specialized ac:encies ancl other United Nations 
organizations in 11hich South Jurica otill illegally lJUrports to represent Namibia 
to terminat e:: such r elationships forth11i th and to p·ant full membership to the 
Uni teCl. Nations Council for Namibia as the administerine: m1thori ty for Namibia until 
independence, 

(f) T'ne Conference noted 1·1Hh appreciation the programmes, notably the 
United Nations Ech1cational and Training ProGTamme for Southern Africa (UI!ETPSA), 
the United Nations Fund for lTamibia and the Tn:st Fund for South Africa, as 11ell 2.s 
those of the United. l'To, tions Hic,h Col'liD.isoioner for Reful}'ees (UilliCR) and the 
United lTations EchlCa tional, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UITESCO), 11hich 
are providinc; educational training 2-nd hvm::mi tarian assistance to Zimbabv1eans and 
lJ21nibians. It appealed to all States, Ol"Canizations ancl individuals to give 
generous assistance to all such proe;r21TIIlles 7 

(g) It .further recommencled that the United lTations consicler the possibility of 
estal)li shing a Univers ity of Harni !Jia and -Gll2,t the United Nations Educational, 
Scientific and Cultu1·al Organization (UIJESCO) be invited. to assist the United Nations 
Council for H2Jnibia ancl the South liest African People 1 s Organization (S1ifAPO) in the 
formulation of plans for t hat project; 

(h) Finally, the Conf erence urged the agencies and Ol"ganizations to extend as 
a 111atte r of priority, material and other a~3oistance to the front-line States in 
order to enc:,ble thelll more 0.Lfecti vely to implement United Hations resolutions 
supportinc: the liberation r;truc~:le in Zimbabue and Hamibia and, in particular, to 
enable them to provide for the increasinG Dumber of refut::ecs .from those territories. 
In other provisions, not CXlJrem::ly addressed to the agencies, the Conference 
cmphaoi zecl the need for increased. contrj_bu.tions and assistc:w.1ce to the United Nations 
Institute for Uo.raibia n.ncl also to the States borclerinc; Zimbal)"\Je and Ha.mibia in order 
to enable those Status to r,rovide for the grm~int; r..uribor of rcfug·cco frcm the t110 Territories. 

9. The l lrosic!.ent of the Council me-pressed deep appreciation of the important 
contribution made by thG Special Co1m11i ttee tm1m·ds the success of the Conference 
anc1 11a.o of the 011inion that the consensus achieved among the 92 participatinG 
United Ha tions J'I~mber States should encourage the international community, inch, ding 
the specializccl a,s·encies and the orcanizations 11i thin tho United lTa tions system, to 
redouble its assistance to the peoples or Zimbab1Je 8llcl Hwnibia and to their national 
li.ucration movements. He uas conficl.cnt that the I'.faputo Declaration and Procrammc 
of Ad;ion 1wuld receive the due attention of the specialized acencies and the 
orc,anizations IJithin tlle Unitecl Ha·cions system, 11hich they deseTvec1. Both 
presiding officers agreed that the intensification of tl:e strugcle for independence 
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by the peoples of Zimbabue and HeJnibia had created an urgent a.ncl immediate need for 
all forms of assistance. In that context, they noted 1Jith satisfaction that 
several agencies and or[;aniza tions had cxpamlecl.. the volvme and scope of their 
assistance and that the Governil1.g Council of the United Nations llevelopment 
Progrnmme (miDP), at its ttJenty-second session, had authorize()_ the Administrator 
to expend up to ~)6.0 million for the period 1977-1981, in addition to the funds 
available in the Trust F1md for Assistance to Colonial Countries and Peoples, on 
assistance to na".::~ onal lillera tion mover1m<s recoc,nizecl by o~·_u. The t\IO presiding 
officers considered the m:p~Jort or the r::1ajor fundinc orG;uniz2.tions Hithin the 
United Ha.tiona system, including· the Uorld Ba'll~ and the International Honetary Fund, 
as \Jell as mmP, essential in securing the flmJ of fm1cls regui1·ecl for the 
preparation of extemlecl proe;Tamnes of assistance. They also considereLl that those 
agencies ru1.cl organizations that had thus far clependecl r,minly on extrabudgetary 
sources .:'or the financing of assifJtance projects, shovlc.l endeavour to find, insofar 
2.s possible, \Jays ancl menns to include provision in their retpJlar budgets for 
financinG ongoing proj ects suppo1·ted 1Jy GI.U oncl. the national liberation movements. 

10. The t110 presidinc officers noted 11ith satisfaction the closer contacts and 
liaison established hy the orc::.niz~:cions 11ithin the Uni tecl Nations system >Ji th the 
national liberation movements, OAU 8-nd the Council for HOJnibia. They \-Jelcomed 
the arrangements r:rw.de by the acencies and o1~gcmiz2.tions to ensure the active and 
direct partici1)ation in their ueetings of represc:::1tatives of the national liberation 
movements, thus co:ntributinc to the el'fective consideration by the orcnnizations 
concerned of measures in support of the colonial peoples. They noted 1-1i th 
satisfaction that, in conformity 11i th parc::craph 6 of Econo1:1ic ru1d Social Council 
resolution 2015 (LXI), man~r acencies defrayed the cost of travel and other related 
e~:penses of representati\·os of national liberation movements invited to attend 
such meetinc,s. 'They particularly uelcomecl the decision of the Goven1inc Council of 
ill-TDP to invito those representatives to talce part <J.S observers in the \IOrlc of the 
Gotmcil throughout its sessions. 'l'hcy 2.lso iielcomed the fact that the 
United H2.tions Cou11cil for lT2.mibia hc::d lx~cn represented at r:mny acency conferences 
and meeti:ne:s and lw.d been ailini tted to associate membership in some agencies. 

11. The h!O presiding officers note<l th2.:t. the:}C closer contacts and liaison had 
resulted in increasinG the vohcme ancl scope of tho assistance by the specialized_ 
agencies and organizations 11i thin the Uni tecl. ITations system. The~,r \Jere confident 
thv.t further cont::tcts ru1d consul ta tionc "::ltl ld overcome procedural dli:L icul ties ru1.d 
enhance the ability of a.:;.encies to respond more <:Juiclcly and \·lith greater 
flexibility to needs as they \Jere identified. In that connexion, the t\10 presiding 
officers a[;,•Teed that the practice or. clisp2.tchinL; multidisciplin2.ry missions, in 
consultation \Ji th OL.U, <:>ho1.'lu be contim1cLl co tha t the needs of the peoples 
concerned could be iclentif ied in tcnw of spccif ic a<:>nistm1ce proc,Tamrnes and could 
recei vc a:ppropria te priority. 'rlley !J2.rticularly l!clconed the measures tn.ken by a 
number of acencies aml_ orguniz0.tions to provide increased assist0ncc to the 
United Nations Institu·co for E2Di~Jia, inclm1int_;; the m1ard b3r UIIDP in 1976 of 
~:;::;. 73 million to n.ssist in fin~1.ci11[: its lludceti:'.ry recJPirements. They also noted 
\Ji th satici'action that, in n.ccorclo.nce 1:ith tlw hope c::1Jresscd by the Administrative 
Committee on Co-ordination c~_urinc its si~:ty-sevcnth session held in April 1976, 
r eciprocal contacts h2.u 1)con es"cabli~~hc<l be "c\Jeen the Director of the Institute and 
2. ntlJ:li)er of ac;encies, including the Horlcl B2.111~, \Ji th a vic\1 to explorinc: avenues 
for increased assist2.11.ce 2.nd closer co-operation. 

12. The t110 presidinc: officers noted. t11at, as a conseQuence of the intensification 
of the liberation strui!cle in Zir:1bab11e and Uamibi<J. and of the increasinG oppression 
by the illet;-al racist 1:1ino1~i t~~ roc:imcs, there had been a considerable influx of 
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refugees ceekinc 2.syh1m in neighbouring States, particnlo.rly Angola, DotmJana, 
Hozambigue ancl. Zcun1JL:e,. 'l'hnt ho.cl substanti2.lly increased the requirements for 
emergency o.ml other forms of hw:wnitarian assistance. In that context they noted 
uith satisfaction that there llacl been 2. considerable incl~ease in international 
assistance extended throu(!:h mmcn, in close co-opel'a tion 'iii th a number of 
organizations 11i thin tlw Uni tccl Hatiom; system and 11ith OLU. Lt the eno. of 1976, 
the total number of rcfuc·ees from Zim1J2:011C 2nd IJamibia \12-S estimated at over 37,000. 
Ey 1 JJne 1977, hm1ever, their m 1mlJer hw:3. increased to over 51,000 and, in addition, 
there 11as a serio ..o lJrobleLl relatincs to t .. ·2 needs of South African stuc.lcmt refugees 
in the regio11. :_i;_,,_, :;:·ecrL~i.ccu:Jen Go o.L the ric refue:ees 11e1'e brouch·i; to the attention of 
the international coum1.mi ty by the Secn::t2.ry-General and the United Ira tions Ifich 
Commissioner for Refuc:ee~;. In a follo-u-up appeal to e:overrunents, the H.ic;h 
Co:r.111issioneT has sow:;llt assistance in the order of ::)16 million in 1977. 111e 
precidin.=:. off2.cers also notccl tllc.-1; botc1een 1971: ancl. 1S'{6, \£TP hacl committed about 
t;~26.7 :million in food ;_;.id to colonial 2.nd former colonial countries in Africa. 
fhc:~r expressed the hope that the acencieG and or~J:a1,izc: .... tions Iii thin the 
United lbtions system \I01.~lcl continc'2 to do everything lJossible to c.ssist the 
govenwentc concerned in providinc; emercency ancl other aid to the c;rm-Jinc number of 
refugees. 

l). The t·\Jo rn~csidinc officers noted that measures adoJ~tea. by a number of agencies 
to ,,,i thholcl all 2.ssictance fro:r:1 the Government of South Africa and the illegal 
re[':iue in Southern Il.::.toclesi2. continuecl to be in force. 'rhey acreecl that the 
Uni tecl. N2.tions system of org-211izatim1s shoulc1 strengthen such mc:>asures so as to 
bring a1)01.d; the maximum isolation of those rec;imes' in keepinr; \vi th the 1'1aputo 
Dt:claration.
