o 22.3. Shooting against TIPH

On 16 February, shooting srupled close to the TIPH Headquarters. Even though the TIPH
Headquariars wers never a target, tracer shols were observed passing close by, indicating
that the premises were in the ting of tire. Bullets injured two Palestinians in thelr home, next
to TIPH Base 2. The incigent appeared 1o have been caused by an IDF operation 2galnst a
Palestinian farm across 'lhe border of the TIPH AOR. The night belote this Incident, a tracer
bullet was observed passing 10-15 meters in front of 2 TIPH patrol vehicle that was virtually
alone on the road. No exchange of fire was reportsd in the area..

Regarding an incident on 12 November 2000, when 2 tracer butlet was fired at a TIPH
vehicle escorting the UN High Commissioner for Human Rights Mrs. Robinson on a visit 1o
Tel Rumeida, TIPH received the resulls of a ballistic expartisa cared out by the Danlsh
Police. The expertise showed that tha shot was fired from a Kalashnlkov AK-47 rifle.
Moreover, a recoastruction conducted by TIPH personnel in co-operation with the Danish
experts clearly designated the origin of the shot: a housa in the H1 area, north of Bab Ak

Zawiya.

2.3. Working relations with tha Israeli side

TIPH and the IDF have in the current period had a good co-operation. IDF and TiPH Lialson
Officers had contacts on a daily basis, and mada afforts 1o solva incidents directly. In most
cases, an effaclive co-operation was established. However, in one case when a TIPK patrol
was denied access to the area of Tel Rumsida, contacts between the TIPH and. IDF
Liaisons gnabled the patrol 1o enter the area after more than two and a r_xaﬂ hours. Moreover
twice In the period under review, TIPH patrols experienced difficulties with soldiers refusing
to remave barriers for TIPH vehicles.

The co-ordination in cases conceming the safety of TIPH observers was good.
Unfortunately there has been only one JHC meeting in this period, but there have been
several bilataral meelings belween TIPH and the IDF.

TIPH presented a total of 470 cases lo the IDF. The reports wars presented to the IDF
under the following calegories: 275 cases wara presented for clarification and 195 for
information. It must be stressed that not all of the repors presented lor information were
related 10 |DF activities, but nevertheless sent 1o the IDF since the incidents reported took .,
