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En las ultimas dos semanas las fuerzas de ocupacion israelies anadieron por lo menos dos
nuevas masacres a su lista de matanzas, como parte de su campaina permanente de crimenes de
guerra, terrorismo de Estado y violaciones sistematicas de los derechos humanos contra la
poblacion palestina del territorio palestino ocupado, incumpliendo todas las resoluciones de
las Naciones Unidas y violando todos los principios del derecho internacional, el derecho
internacional humanitario, la Declaracion Universal de Derechos Humanos y las disposiciones
del Cuarto Convenio de Ginebra relativo a la proteccion debida a las personas civiles en tiempo
de guerra.

El domingo 13 de octubre, las fuerzas de ocupacion israelies, respaldadas por tanques y
vehiculos blindados, invadieron la ciudad de Rafah, en el extremo meridional de la Faja de Gaza,
y dieron muerte a dos civiles, entre ellos un nifo de 4 afios que murio6 aplastado cuando se hizo
volar la vivienda de su familia. Muri6 a raiz de los escombros que le cayeron encima cuando los
soldados israelies dinamitaron una casa vecina con una carga explosiva tan potente que destruyé
la vivienda del nifio y también la casa colindante. Otras 25 personas resultaron heridas cuando
las tropas israelies dinamitaron una zona del sur de Gaza mientras los ocupantes de las viviendas
dormian.
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Las tropas israelies, que contaban con vehiculos blindados, impusieron un toque de queda
en los vecindarios que habian vuelto a ocupar y amenazaron con disparar contra todo aquel que
desobedeciera sus 6rdenes. Topadoras israelies demolieron varias viviendas particulares, en
algunos casos cuando los moradores estaban atin en su interior, y los soldados abrieron fuego
indiscriminadamente contra las viviendas y los bienes de algunos ciudadanos. Se desplegd en
los techos de edificios civiles a decenas de francotiradores israelies que dispararon contra toda
persona que veian en las calles. Los soldados israelies también ocuparon decenas de viviendas
de ciudadanos para convertirlas en puestos militares de avanzada.

La segunda masacre tuvo lugar en las primeras horas del lunes 7 de octubre, cuando
tanques israelies, con el apoyo de helicopteros de combate, invadieron la ciudad de Khan Yunis.
Las fuerzas de ocupacion israelies bombardearon varios vecindarios de la ciudad, dispararon
aleatoriamente a los habitantes y en un momento dado dispararon un misil contra una
muchedumbre en el barrio de Al-Amal, donde mataron a por lo menos 13 palestinos e hirieron a
otros 110, de los cuales 25 se encontraban en estado muy grave. Esta conducta criminal y
terrorista de los israelies se mantuvo hasta el punto de que las fuerzas de ese pais abrieron fuego
contra el hospital de Khan Yunis donde se trataba a los heridos.

Las pérdidas mas graves se registraron el lunes 7 de octubre por la noche, cuando las
tropas israelies se retiraban después del ataque contra Khan Younis. En el momento en que los
residentes de la ciudad salieron a las calles para evaluar los dafios y ayudar a los heridos, un
helicoptero Apache sobrevold el lugar repentinamente, dispard misiles contra la muchedumbre y
mato en el acto a por lo menos ocho personas.

Ademas de estas masacres y matanzas en masa, las fuerzas de ocupacion israelies siguieron
cometiendo todos los dias odiosos crimenes contra los grupos mas vulnerables de la poblacion
palestina, concretamente las personas de edad, las mujeres y los nifios. Los tanques y soldados
israelies a menudo toman a los nifios como objetivo y los persiguen cuando van a la escuela o
vuelven de ella. Todos los dias mueren o son heridos varios de ellos. Ya no tienen donde vivir
en paz, ni siquiera en el interior de sus viviendas. Maisa Inad Zanun, una muchacha de 12 afios,
estudiaba en su dormitorio el martes 8 de octubre por la noche cuando las fuerzas israelies
dispararon con artilleria pesada contra su casa. La muchacha muri6 en el acto a raiz de las
heridas recibidas en el pecho.

Lamento informarle de que desde el 28 de septiembre de 2000 la maquinaria de guerra
israeli ha matado a por lo menos 1.947 palestinos y herido a alrededor de 21.000 mas, muchos de
los cuales sufren lesiones y alguna invalidez permanente.

Una vez mas hacemos un llamamiento a Su Excelencia para que intervenga directamente
ante el Gobierno de Israel y condene ptiblicamente esta politica de terrorismo de Estado,
matanzas sistematicas y voluntarias y demolicion y saqueo de viviendas que constituyen
crimenes de guerra y crimenes de lesa humanidad en manos de las autoridades de ocupacion
israelies, que haga responsable al Gobierno de Israel ante todo el mundo de sus crimenes contra
la poblacidn civil palestina, crimenes que violan los derechos humanos mas basicos, de los
cuales los mas importantes son el derecho a la vida y el derecho a vivir en paz y con dignidad, y
que haga un llamamiento para que se brinde proteccion internacional a la poblacion civil de
Palestina hasta tanto Israel se retire de los territorios palestinos ocupados.
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Le agradeceria que tuviese a bien hacer distribuir la presente carta y su anexo a los
distinguidos miembros de la Comision de Derechos Humanos como documento oficial
del 59° periodo de sesiones de la Comision de Derechos Humanos en relacion con el tema 8 del
programa.

They also bombarded acompound of buildings,
wounding (17), causing severe damages and prevented firefighters from
reaching the scene.

# Jenin: The occupation forces deliberately burned a forest and prevented
firefighters from reaching the area, invaded Selat Al Harthya village and
stormed & ransacked a Palestinian house. They also closed all main roads in
Tobass and the entrance of Qabatya village with roadblocks.

® Tolkarem: Backed by Apaches and under cover of heavy gun fire, the
occupation forces invaded the city and its refugee camp, imposed curfew and
shelled the northern suburbs of the camp, injuring a number of Palestinians. They




also opened a new road (100 m/6 km.), uprooted tens of olive trees in Faraun
area village and erected dirt mounds, closing down the road to the city.

¢ Hebron: The occupation forces invaded Beit Amra and Ithna villages, searched
and ransacked houses and properties and arrested tens of Palestinians.

¢ Khan Yunis: The occupation forces opened heavy gun fire and bombarded Al

Amal suburb, injuring several Palestinians and causing severe damages to
restdential houses.

e Tolkarem: Israeli occupation troops invaded searched and ransacked several
houses in the city and in Al Shweka neighborhood and arrested three Palestinians.

* Qalgilya: lIsraeli occupation troops invaded the city and bombarded
residential areas causing severe damage.

* Hebron: Israeli occupation troops invaded the village of Bet Ommar and Al
Arroub refugee camp, stormed, searched and ransacked houses, attacked and
arrested seven Palestinians. They also bulldozed ten dunams of agricultural land
in the villages of Saeer and Al Taamra and uprooted hundreds of olive trees.
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e Northern Gaza: Israeli occupation troops invaded Palestinian areas in Bet
Hanoun bombarded and damaged several houses. One house was totally

destroyed.

e Khan Younis: In a new massacre in Al Amal neighborhood, Israeli occupation
troops killed [14] Palestinians, [10] of them died when a missile slammed into a
large crowd, including four children. About 136 Palestinians were wounded,
including [25] in critical condition. Most suffered shrapnel wounds in the head,
chest and abdomen. The dead ranged in age from [8] to [52]. Israeli troops also
bombarded Khan Younis hospital where most of the wounded were taken, killing
one man and injuring three people. Ambulances were prevented from reaching
the wounded and four Palestinian journalists were arrested while trying to cover
the Israeli massacre in Khan Younis.

greenhouses were destroyed or damaged. Palestinian areas were shelled [13] &
bombarded by machinegun fire [39] times.

» Jerusalem: The occupation forces arrested six citizens and stormed in Shufat
refugee camp and opened fire at Palestinians critically injuring an infant.

* Ramallah & Al Birah: Israeli occupation troops continue to impose tight siege
on the presidential HQ. They also arrested a lawyer, dug up a trench at the
entrance of Sirda village and prevented Beir Zait University students from
reaching their lasses. Meanwhile, Jewish settlers, under the protection of the
occupation troops destroyed vast areas of land hundreds of olive trees in the
villages of Tormoss Aya & Senjel.

* Nablus: The occupation forces opened indiscriminate fire at school children
critically wounding a 8-year-old boy, forced the pupils of an elementary school to
leave the classes, cut the city into three parts and imposed curfew and chased
Palestinians and fired gas bombs at them.

# Jenin: Israeli occupation troops shot dead a Palestinian in his vehicle in Yabad
village, stormed the city and opened fire at students injuring five children and
four students from the American University, stormed the market and destroyed
stands and cars and stormed in the villages of Kofor Rae & Rama and searched &
ransacked houses. Meanwhile, a Palestinian student was critically wounded when
an [sraeli vehicle deliberately struck him.

» Tolkarem: Israeli occupation forces demolished a commercial mall and opened
fire at Palestinian houses causing damage.
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s Qalgilya: Israeli occupation forces started to bulldoze [70] Dunams of
Palestinian land in Izbet Jalood and intended to bulldoze another [45] Dunams for

the so-called Security Fence.

Meanwhile, the occupation
forces held Palestinian cars in Al Matahen checkpoint and arrested seven
residents, stormed Al Qarara and arrested three citizens and prevented a car
carrying a dead woman from crossing the checkpoint.

e Rafah: The occupation forces shot dead Mayssa Imad Zanoun (12) and
bombarded Tal Sultan area causing damage to Palestinian houses.

¢ Jerusalem: The occupation forces built a new settlement road near Qalandia
airport confiscating [9] dunams of Palestinian land.

¢ Ramallah & Al Birah: The occupation forces invaded a number of Palestinian
houses in Arour, Der Ghasana and Bet Rima villages.

¢ Nablus: The occupation forces invaded Palestinian houses in Balata refugee
camp and arrested four Palestinians.

e Salfeet: Occupation troops moved into Salfit village, imposed curfew and
demolished five family houses. Families were ordered out of their homes without
being able to take out their possessions. Several nearby houses were seriously
damaged.

e Jenin: The occupation forces stormed one of the city’s restaurants, opened fire
at Palestinians and arrested [15] Palestinians.

The
occupation soldiers also invaded and bulldozed Palestinian areas in Yebna
refugee camp. One Palestinian was wounded and the curfew is still imposed in Al
Mawasi area.

causing suffocation to many. Salman Abu Areem (16) was wounded when the
occupation forces opened fire at Palestinian residents in Yatta village.

e Northern Gaza: The occupation forces bombarded Beit Hanoun village causing
damage. They also penetrated into the Bedouin village and arrested seven

Palestinians.

e Khan Younis: The occupation forces bombarded residential houses in the camp
wounding the youth Ibrahim Hnaideq and causing damage.

e Rafah: Tha'er AL Hout (12) & Thab AL Mughayer (18) died and twenty others
were wounded, among them 14 children, when the occupation forces invaded and
bombarded, with battle tanks and Apache gunships, Yabna & Block “J”
neighborhoods. They also imposed a curfew on Block “J”, demolished five
residential houses and severely damaged several houses and institutions. For the
fifth consecutive day, the occupation forces continued to close down Tal AL
Sultan checkpoint that leads to AL Mawasi area, which is still under curfew.

(40) and wounded another two. They also raided several villages and
neighborhoods, stormed houses, erected roadblocks, uprooted trees and arrested
two Palestinians in Dair Ghassana village.

[0 Tolkarem: The occupation forces held tens of Palestinians at Jaroushya checkpoint
and prevented villagers from reaching the downtown.

[0 Hebron: The occupation forces stormed houses and took over & transformed two
of them into military posts, arrested a number of citizens, fired at students and
wounded a number of them.

[0 Bethlehem: The occupation troops assassinated Mohammed Abed Ebyat (23) by
detonating an explosive charge hidden in a telephone booth in front of Beit Jala
hospital. They also tortured & wounded one citizen, while Jewish settlers fired at
Palestinians on their way to harvest their olive fields.
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[l Northern Gaza: Occupation forces bulldozed tens of olive & citrus trees.
[l Mid Area: The occupation forces penetrated into Dair Al Balah and bulldozed the
water network and tens of olive, citrus & palm trees.

[l Khan Younis: The occupation forcers bombarded houses in several
neighborhoods wounding a citizen and penetrated into Kheza area and bulldozed
agricultural land.

[J  Rafal: The occupation forces, backed up by tanks and Apaches invaded &
bombarded Zoureb neighborhood, bulldozed many houses on its inhabitants,
killed two Palestinians including a three-year-old boy in his bed and wounded [26]
Palestinians. They also shot dead Ayman Akhras (30) & Ashraf Omar Dawood (24)
near the Egyptian border.
