Reiteratingits convictionthat no country graduating from the least devetbpe
country category should have its positive developtmdisrupted or reversed, but
that it should be able to continue and sustaipitgress and development,

Noting the importance of adequate financing to addressctiallenges created
by the adverse impacts of climate change on exthemminerable countries
graduating from the least developed country catggor

Recalling that, in its resolution 59/209, the General Assgmibecided that
graduation from the category of least developedntnes becomes effective three
years after the date on which the Assembly takete wd the recommendation of
the Committee for Development Policy to graduateoaintry from the category
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and that, during the three-year period, the coumt&rgnains in the category and
maintains the advantages associated with membexdhiipat category,

Bearingin mind the importance of maintaining stability in theteria and in
the application of the established procedures fmiusion in and graduation from
the least developed country category so as to entha credibility of the process
and, consequently, of the category of least dewedopountries, while giving due
consideration to the specific challenges and vudbdities and the development
needs of countries potentially graduating or betwmsidered for graduation from
the least developed country category,

1. Takes noteof the report of the Committee for DevelopmentiBplon its
fifteenth sessiof;

2.  Notes with appreciatiorthe work done by the Committee on science,
technology and innovation for sustainable developtmén accordance with the
theme of the annual ministerial review of the Ecovo and Social Council in 2013,
on addressing the vulnerabilities and developmergds of small island developing
States, on emerging issues in international devakg in the post-2015 era and on
the guidelines on reporting requirements for a sthowansition from the least
developed country category;

3. Requestghe Committee, at its sixteenth session, to exandand make
recommendations on the theme chosen by the Codacithe annual ministerial
review to be held during the high-level segmenitefsubstantive session of 2014;

4. Also requeststhe Committee to monitor the development progress
countries graduated from the category of least tgel countries, in accordance
with paragraph 21 of General Assembly resolutio?@1;

5.  Further requestgshe Committee to monitor the development progrefss
countries graduating from the category of leastedeped countries and to include
its findings in its annual report to the Council;

6. Endorsesthe recommendations contained in chapter V of riéygort of
the Committee as a further clarification of the dplines on the additional reporting
procedures by which, as invited by the General Agsg in its resolution 67/221,
graduating and graduated countries report on tle@amation and implementation of
their smooth transition strategy, in order to erdwrthe transparency of those
reporting procedures;

7. Welcomesthe decision by the General Assembly to take nofethe
decisions of the Council regarding the graduatiérauntries from the category of
least developed countries, as well as the inclugibaountries in that category, at
the first session of the Assembly following the ptlon of such decisions by the
Council;

8. Recallsthe recommendation of the Committee that Tuvalugbeduated
from the category of least developed countries, afekides to defer the
consideration of this issue, on an exceptional ag its substantive session of
2015, allowing the Council an opportunity for fuethconsideration of the particular
challenges that Tuvalu faces;
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9. Reiteratesits satisfaction at the increased frequency of interaction
between the Council and the Committee, and encas#ige Chair of the Committee
and, as necessary, other Committee members toreanthis practice, as specified
in Council resolution 2011/20, within existing resoes and as appropriate.
