Deeply concernedhat the global prevalence of different manifeistas
of the gender-related killing of women and gitlss reaching alarming
proportions,

Concernedabout violent gender-related killing of women andgy while
recognizing efforts made to address that form @flence in different regions,
including in countries where the concept of femeidr feminicide has been
incorporated into national legislation,

Aware that the Universal Declaration of Human Rightsffirms the
principle of the inadmissibility of discriminatioand proclaims that all human
beings are born free and equal in dignity and sghtd that everyone is
entitled to all the rights and freedoms set forththie Declaration, especially to
the right to life, liberty and security of persomithout distinction of any kind,
including distinction based on sex,

Emphasizingthe importance of the Declaration on the Eliminatiof
Violence against Womehwhich defines violence against women as any act of
gender-based violence that results in, or is liklyresult in, physical, sexual
or psychological harm or suffering to women, indhgl threats of such acts,

Consciousof the commitments undertaken by States partiesuiph the
adoption of the Convention on the Elimination of Abrms of Discrimination
against Wome#,which requires State parties to take all apprapriaolitical,
social, economic and cultural measures, includegjdlation, to ensure the full
development and advancement of women, for the mepof guaranteeing
them the exercise and enjoyment of human rights famdamental freedoms
on a basis of equality with men, taking into accothe Optional Protocol to
the Convention,

Taking into considerationthe Beijing Declaration and Platform for
Action adopted at the Fourth World Conference onnwWa? which identifies
violence against women as an obstacle to the aehiewt of the objectives of
equality, development and peace, while emphasitived such violence both
violates and impairs or nullifies the enjoyment bywmen of their human
rights and fundamental freedoms,

Reaffirmingthe obligation of all States to promote and prott human
rights and fundamental freedoms, and reaffirmingtttiscrimination on the
basis of sex is contrary to the Charter of the BailNations, the Convention
on the Elimination of All Forms of Discriminationgainst Women and other
international human rights instruments and that #lemination of such
discrimination is an integral part of efforts towarthe elimination of all forms
of violence against women,

Stressinghat States have the obligation to promote andgetcall human
rights and fundamental freedoms for all, includimgmen and girls, and must
exercise due diligence to prevent and investigates af violence against
women and girls and punish the perpetrators, elat@rnimpunity and provide
protection to the victims, and that failure to do giolates and impairs or
nullifies the enjoyment by victims of their humaights and fundamental
freedoms,

Bearing in mindthe actions and measures that Member States should
take to meet their international obligations withspect to putting an end to
violence against women and girls,

Recallingthe relevant General Assembly resolutions addngssarious
aspects of violence against women and girls ohgés,

Stressingthe significance of the updated Model Strategied Rractical
Measures on the Elimination of Violence against Véonin the Field of Crime
Prevention and Criminal Justitas a way to assist countries in strengthening
their national crime prevention and criminal justicapacities to respond to all
forms of violence against women,

Viewing with appreciationthe considerable input of many civil society
organizations, as well as academia, in addresshyy different forms of
violence against women and girls, through reseamwetl direct action in their
respective communities,

Alarmed by the fact that violence against women and gslamong the
least punished crimes in the world,

Deeply concernedbout the high level of impunity with regard tongker-
related killing of women and girls, and recognizithg key role of the criminal
justice system in preventing and responding to gemdlated killing of
women and girls, including in ending impunity farch crimes,

Reaffirmingthe commitment to working together to put an eadstich

Nations, to raise awareness among Member Statesrdiewy gender-related
killing of women and girls;

13. Invites Member States to provide the United Nations Offize
Drugs and Crime with information related to besagiices and other relevant
information related to the investigation and pragémn of these crimes, in
accordance with national legislation, and in thagard encourages civil
society organizations and academia to share retewd@ormation with the
Office;

14. Requests the Secretary-General to convene an open-ended
intergovernmental expert group meeting to discusgsvand means to more
effectively prevent, investigate, prosecute andiphigender-related killing of
women and girls, with a view to making practicatoenmendations, drawing
also on current best practices, in consultationhwiélevant United Nations
entities and human rights mechanisms, and welcorntes offer of the
Government of Thailand to act as host to that rmegti
