Mr, LOUTFI (Special Representative of the Secretary-General) (translation
from French): It is with deep emotion that I express to you our sincere appreciation
of your participetion in our SOrTOW, Narayanan, who was with us last Fridey, is no
mores. It is a cruel loss for us. He was a model international official =~ devoted,
able, tactful end zealous. He served our Organization for sixteen years in difficult
posts; he had identified himself with it and had only friends in the Secretariat.

On behalf of the Secretary-General and the members of the Secretariat, I thenk
you for the condolences you have so kindly expfessed. I shall not fail to convey

them to the grief-stricken family of our late solleague.
