TII% SITUATION IN 'THE !\IIDDLE ZAST

Further to my letters of 4 June 1980 to the President of the Security Council 
(S/13985) and of 6 June 1980 to you (A/35/282),, I submit herewith n photocopy, in 
the original Arabic, of the political "programme" and the resolutions adopted at the 
Fourth Congress of al-&&ah in May of this year. 

This document leaves no doubt that, despite denials and protestations to the 
contrary, Yasser Arafat's al..-Fatah murder or:anization - the largest single 
component in the terrorist PLO .- remains committed to the liquidation of Israel. 
The third paragraph from the bottom on the second page of the annexed text reads as 
follows: 

'sAl.-Fatnh is an independent national revolutionary movement, whose aim is 
i:o liberate Palestine completely and to liquidate the Zionist entity 
economically, politically, militarily, culturally and ideologically." 

The liquidation of Israel is advocated in a number of other places in this 
"?wogramlne" ) in conjunction with the assertion that the "liberation of Palestine" 
will not be attained until Israel has been, annihilated (as, for example, on page 3 
of the text, lines 5 and 6 from top). 

Thus this "programxvz" gives the lie to claims that Arafat's al,,-Fatah and the 
PLO are not committed to the destruction of the Sta-te of Israel. Those who 
entertain illusions to the contrary, in Europe and elsewhere, are duty-bound to 
take due note of this "programme" and its undeniable implications. 

This manifesto gives further proof, if such were necessary, of the true 
character and aims of the organization in question, and, inter alia, of the concrete 
purpose of its activities Within the United Nations system. 
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I have the honour to request that this letter and. its attachment be circulated 
as a11 official document of the General Assembly, under item 26 of the provisional 
agenda, and of the Security Council.
