 Mr. Thomas Mazet, Germany (customs enforcement, export control and 
transport); 

 Ms. Jacqueline W. Shire, United States of America (nuclear issues); 

 Ms. Elena G. Vodopolova, Russian Federation (missile technology); 

 Mr. Olasehinde Ishola Williams, Nigeria (conventional arms and related 
materiel, and financing of illicit arms transfers); 

 Ms. Salomé Zourabichvili, France (non-proliferation/nuclear and conventional 
disarmament). 

 I have designated Ms. Zourabichvili to serve as Coordinator of the Panel of 
Experts.
