La Misién Permanente de la Republica Arabe de Egipto ante las Naciones
Unidas saluda atentamente al Presidente del Comité del Consejo de Seguridad
establecido en virtud de la resolucion 1540 (2004) y tiene el honor de adjuntar los
documentos siguientes:

* El informe nacional mas reciente de Egipto sobre la aplicacion de la
resolucion 1540 (2004) del Consejo de Seguridad (véase el anexo I).

« La matriz revisada® de Egipto sobre la misma cuestion (véase el anexo II).

Los documentos adjuntos constituyen el resultado de la labor y las reuniones
periddicas llevadas a cabo constantemente a lo largo de los ultimos meses con la
participacion de todas las autoridades competentes del pais para impedir que los
agentes no estatales desarrollen, adquieran, fabriquen, posean, transporten o
empleen armas nucleares, quimicas o biologicas.

Informe presentado por Egipto al Comité del Consejo
de Seguridad establecido en virtud de la resolucion
1540 (2004)

El Gobierno de la Republica Arabe de Egipto tiene el honor de remitir una
actualizacion de su informe nacional sobre la aplicacion de la resolucién 1540
(2004) del Consejo de Seguridad, presentado el 28 de octubre de 2004, y de las dos
adiciones presentadas el 17 de marzo de 2006 y el 28 de febrero de 2008. En la
actualizacion que se presenta a continuaciéon se recogen principalmente las
novedades introducidas por las leyes aprobadas a partir de 2008, asi como las
politicas e iniciativas puestas en practica por el Gobierno de Egipto para aplicar la
resolucion.

Egipto reitera que esta decidido a lograr la no proliferacion de armas de
destrucciéon en masa y a cumplir su obligacion de adoptar medidas apropiadas en el
plano nacional para impedir que los terroristas y los agentes no estatales desarrollen,
adquieran, fabriquen, transporten, transfieran o empleen armas nucleares, quimicas
y bioldgicas y sus sistemas vectores.

La posible amenaza que representan los terroristas y los
agentes no estatales en materia de armas de destruccion
en masa

Egipto considera que los agentes no estatales siguen representando un grave
peligro por lo que se refiere a la proliferacion de armas de destruccion en masa. La
difusion de la tecnologia de la informacion, el aumento de los movimientos
transfronterizos, la creciente inestabilidad en la regién y los continuos intentos por
agentes no estatales armados y entidades terroristas de adquirir armas para sembrar
el terror han contribuido al riesgo de que esas entidades adquieran o empleen armas
de destruccion en masa.

Egipto sigue firmemente decidido a combatir el terrorismo en todas sus formas
y continta adoptando estrictas medidas en el plano nacional para luchar contra el
terrorismo e impedir que los terroristas y los agentes no estatales adquieran armas
de destruccion en masa o material conexo. En 2010, el Parlamento egipcio aprobd
una ley historica que regula las actividades nucleares y radioldgicas en el pais, y que
establece el marco legislativo que rige todas las instalaciones, actividades y
practicas nucleares y radioldgicas en Egipto, incluida la creacion de un organismo
regulador que depende directamente de la Oficina del Primer Ministro. Ademads, en
2015 Egipto aprob6 la Ley de Lucha contra el Terrorismo, que concede mas
facultades a los organismos encargados de hacer cumplir la ley para responder a la
creciente amenaza del terrorismo. En esta Ley se hace referencia en concreto a la
necesidad de impedir que los terroristas adquieran armas y material no
convencionales, y se exponen brevemente las medidas juridicas aplicables a las
personas que produzcan o traten de producir, disefien, adquieran o transfieran armas
o material no convencionales.
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II.

Legislacion

Egipto sigue decidido a velar por que todas las actividades que se realizan en
el marco de su programa nacional sobre las aplicaciones pacificas de la tecnologia
nuclear cumplan las normas mas estrictas establecidas por el Organismo
Internacional de Energia Atdmica y por que su marco legislativo sea acorde con la
creciente amenaza que representan las organizaciones terroristas y los agentes no
estatales. En particular, cabe destacar las leyes que se indican a continuacion.

Constitucion de la Republica Arabe de Egipto (2014)

En el articulo 237 de la Constitucion de Egipto se dispone que el Estado
combatira todos los tipos y formas de terrorismo y localizard sus fuentes de
financiacion, habida cuenta de la amenaza que representan para la naciéon y sus
ciudadanos, dentro de un plazo determinado, garantizando al mismo tiempo los
derechos y las libertades basicos. La legislacion establecera los procedimientos y las
disposiciones necesarios para combatir el terrorismo, asi como una indemnizaciéon
justa por los dafios que se produzcan a causa de esta lucha.

Ley nim. 94 (2015) — Ley de Lucha contra el Terrorismo

El 15 de agosto de 2015, Egipto promulgd una ley exhaustiva de lucha contra
el terrorismo que aborda el terrorismo desde una perspectiva amplia y abarca una
serie de cuestiones como la financiacion del terrorismo, la incitacidn, el
ciberterrorismo y los procedimientos judiciales relacionados con el terrorismo. La
Ley de Lucha contra el Terrorismo establece las penas que se deberan imponer a
toda persona que produzca, disefie, adquiera o transfiera armas no convencionales
con el objetivo de perpetrar un atentado terrorista.

* En el articulo 1 e), las armas no convencionales se definen como armas
nucleares, quimicas, biologicas, radiologicas o bacterioldgicas, o cualquier
otro material natural o artificial, so6lido o liquido, en forma de gas o de vapor,
que pueda causar la muerte, lesiones fisicas o sicoldgicas graves o dafios al
medio ambiente, los edificios o las instalaciones.

* En el articulo 15 se establece que se condenara a prision perpetua a toda
persona que haga planes o adiestre a otras personas, de forma directa o
indirecta, para producir o emplear armas convencionales o no convencionales.

* En el articulo 23 se establece que se condenara a prision perpetua a toda
persona que produzca, disefie, adquiera o transfiera armas no convencionales
con el objetivo de perpetrar un atentado terrorista. En caso de que un atentado
terrorista cause la muerte, su autor sera condenado a la pena capital.

Ley niim. 8 (2015) - Entidades Terroristas

La Ley num. 8 define la financiacion del terrorismo como la recoleccidn, la
recepcion, la posesion, la transferencia o el transporte de fondos, armas,
municiones, explosivos, equipo o material, de forma directa o indirecta, con el fin
de utilizarlos, en su totalidad o en parte, para perpetrar un atentado terrorista o dar
cobijo a terroristas.

Ley num. 7 (2010) - Regulacion de las Actividades Nucleares y Radiologicas

El 29 de marzo de 2010, el Parlamento egipcio aprob6 una ley historica por la
que se regulan todas las actividades nucleares y radioldgicas del pais. En el articulo
5 se prohibe desarrollar, fabricar, poseer, transportar y emplear armas nucleares,
dispositivos explosivos nucleares o dispositivos de dispersion radioldgica, asi como
amenazar con emplearlos, poseerlos o adquirirlos. Por otro lado, también se prohibe
facilitar cualquiera de los actos mencionados, participar en ellos, dar inicio a uno de
ellos o intentar cometerlo.

La Ley estipula el marco legislativo que regula todas las instalaciones,
actividades y practicas nucleares y radioldgicas de Egipto y trata también todos los
aspectos relacionados con la utilizacion de la energia nuclear con fines pacificos,
como el perfeccionamiento de las medidas de seguridad fisica nuclear, la seguridad
y proteccion de las personas y los bienes, y las obligaciones y tareas especificas de
todos los titulares de licencias y del organismo regulador; examina las medidas
adoptadas para velar por la seguridad tecnoldgica y fisica de todos los tipos de
fuentes radiactivas; y regula el transporte, tanto nacional como internacional, del
material nuclear y radiactivo. La Ley establece medidas estrictas de seguridad fisica
nuclear, y se refiere a una serie de procedimientos para proteger las instalaciones y
el material nucleares y radioldgicos frente al sabotaje, el robo, la desviacion y otros
actos dolosos. A medida que Egipto avanza en su programa de utilizaciéon de la
energia nuclear con fines pacificos, la Ley asegura la proteccion de los materiales
nucleares.

La Ley se prepard conforme a las normas internacionales en materia nuclear
para garantizar la seguridad y la proteccidon de las personas, los bienes y el medio
ambiente, y respetando las obligaciones juridicas contraidas por Egipto en virtud de
todos los demas tratados y convenciones bilaterales, regionales e internacionales
que rigen en el ambito de la utilizacion de la energia nuclear con fines pacificos.

La Ley num. 7 (2010) abarca las disposiciones siguientes:

* Articulo 6: queda prohibido importar o traer desde el extranjero a la Republica
Arabe de Egipto todo desecho radiactivo o combustible nuclear gastado,
enterrarlo en el territorio del pais o sumirlo en su mar territorial o en su zona
maritima exclusiva y su plataforma continental.

Articulo 10: queda prohibido producir, exportar o vender todo producto
alimenticio o sustancia de otro tipo que supere los niveles de radiactividad
aceptables segun el criterio establecido por el Organismos Regulador.

Articulo 25: queda prohibido realizar cualquier actividad nuclear o radiologica
sin una licencia emitida por el Organismo sobre la base de lo dispuesto en esta
Ley y en el reglamento para su aplicacion, asi como en sus decisiones
Organismo .

Articulo 26: solo podran dirigir una instalacién nuclear o radiolégica quienes
cuenten con las cualificaciones necesarias y hayan obtenido una licencia de
explotacion.

Asimismo, en la parte 7 de la Ley, articulos 96 a 109, se establecen las penas
aplicables en caso de que se incumplan sus disposiciones.
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En 2011, el Primer Ministro promulgé el Decreto num. 1326, que contenia el

reglamento para la aplicacion de la Ley num. 7 (2010) de Regulacion de las
Actividades Nucleares y Radioldgicas. A continuacion se destacan algunos articulos
de la decision ministerial:

* Articulo 22: no esta permitido importar ni utilizar ninguna fuente de radiacion
o material radiactivo, independientemente de la finalidad con que se haga, si
no se han obtenido las licencias necesarias tras cumplir todos los criterios y
normas de seguridad.

Articulo 34: no esta permitido realizar ninguna actividad nuclear o radiologica
sin licencia del Organismo Regulador de las Actividades Nucleares y
Radioldégicas. No estd permitido otorgar licencias personales para realizar
actividades que entrafien exposicion a radiacion ionizante a personas que no
reunan las cualificaciones idoneas ni hayan recibido la capacitacion necesaria
conforme a los programas de capacitacion certificados por el Organismo
Regulador.

Articulo 52: si no se han obtenido las debidas licencias del Organismo
Regulador, esta prohibido permitir que materiales o desechos radiactivos o su
medio de transporte atraviesen el territorio del pais (incluidas las zonas
econdmicas exclusivas) por tierra, mar o aire. En cualquier caso, no esta
permitido el transporte, por cualquier medio, de material radiactivo o nuclear
por el rio Nilo.

Articulo 60: el Ministerio del Interior, el Ministerio de Relaciones Exteriores y
otros ministerios y organismos competentes, como el Ministerio de la Aviacion
Civil, el Ministerio de Transporte, el Organismo encargado del Canal de Suez,
los Servicios de Inteligencia y el Organismo de Energia Atémica, se encargan
de adoptar las medidas necesarias para velar por la seguridad y la proteccion
de las fuentes radioldgicas en relacion con el transporte internacional. Las
medidas que se adoptaran con respecto al transporte terrestre en los
aeropuertos o puertos del pais se ajustaran a los tratados internacionales a los
que Egipto se haya adherido.

Articulo 69: no esta permitido construir instalacion alguna para la eliminacion
de los desechos radiactivos sin una licencia otorgada por la provincia que
corresponda y la autorizacion del Organismo de Asuntos Ambientales, asi
como sin consultar el Ministerio de Salud, el Ministerio de Trabajo y el
Organismo de Energia Atomica. La instalacion debe cumplir todos los
requisitos necesarios para garantizar la proteccion del medio ambiente, del
publico y de los trabajadores.

El Organismo de Regulacion de las Actividades Nucleares y Radiologicas

promulgd varios reglamentos para garantizar el control adecuado de los materiales
nucleares, las fuentes de radiacion y otros materiales radiactivos, a saber:

* Reglamentacién de los procedimientos y normas que regulan las actividades
relativas a las salvaguardias nucleares: se promulgd para garantizar que todos
los materiales nucleares estuviesen sometido a un control adecuado y se
emplearan unicamente con fines pacificos, asi como para impedir la
desviacion de materiales con fines no pacificos.
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* Reglamentacion de la clasificacion de los materiales nucleares y las fuentes de
radiacion desde la perspectiva de la seguridad fisica nuclear: se promulgoé para
especificar los requisitos y las medidas que se debian aplicar a cada categoria
para proteger adecuadamente los materiales nucleares y las fuentes de
radiacion frente al robo, el sabotaje o el acceso no autorizado, o cualquier acto
doloso.

El Organismo de Regulacion de las Actividades Nucleares y Radioldgicas
establecié un centro de apoyo y capacitacion en materia de seguridad fisica
nuclear para impartir formacion y prestar apoyo técnico a las autoridades
nacionales que trabajaban en ese ambito. El centro se cre6 para que todos los
empleados del sector estuvieran bien cualificados y capacitados.

El Organismo de Regulacion de las Actividades Nucleares y Radioldgicas
secundd un plan integrado de apoyo a la seguridad fisica nuclear con el
Organismo Internacional de Energia Atémica a fin de apoyar las iniciativas
nacionales para promover el régimen nacional de seguridad fisica nuclear,
incluidos el perfeccionamiento del sistema de proteccion fisica de los dos
reactores de investigacion y el desarrollo de los recursos humanos en ese
ambito.

Ley niim. 4 (1994) sobre el Medio Ambiente, modificada por la
Ley niim. 9 (2009) y la Ley ntim. 105 (2015)

La Ley num. 4 (1994) sobre el Medio Ambiente, modificada por la Ley nim. 9
(2009) y la Ley num. 105 (2015), establece un marco juridico amplio para regular
las cuestiones ambientales en Egipto, como, por ejemplo, las disposiciones sobre la
proteccion del entorno terrestre, aéreo y acuatico del pais. Esta Ley reviste
particular importancia para el presente informe ya que trata cuestiones relacionadas
con el manejo de material y desechos peligrosos, asi como con el empleo de
sustancias nocivas. A continuacion se sefialan algunas de las cuestiones concretas
que se establecen en la Ley:

1.  Articulo 29: manejo de sustancias peligrosas y concesion de licencias

Queda prohibido trasladar sustancias y desechos peligrosos sin la debida
licencia de la autoridad administrativa competente. En el reglamento para la
aplicacion de esta Ley se indicaran los procedimientos, las condiciones y la
autoridad competente para otorgar la licencia.

2. Articulo 30: gestion de desechos peligrosos

La gestion de desechos peligrosos estara sujeta a las normas y los
procedimientos fijados en el reglamento para la aplicacion de la Ley. En el
reglamento se designara la autoridad competente, que, tras celebrar consultas con el
Organismo de Asuntos Ambientales de Egipto, preparara un cuadro en que figuraran
los desechos peligrosos a los que se aplicara lo dispuesto en la Ley.

3.  Articulo 32 a): importacion de desechos peligrosos y permiso para ingresarlos
en el pais

Queda prohibido importar desechos peligrosos o permitir su ingreso o transito
en territorio egipcio. Sin un permiso de la autoridad competente, queda prohibido
autorizar el paso de buques que transporten desechos peligrosos por el mar
territorial o la zona econdomica maritima exclusiva de la Reptiblica Arabe de Egipto.
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4.  Articulo 32 b): paso de buques que transportan desechos peligrosos

Al autorizar el paso de buques que transportan desechos peligrosos es
necesario seguir determinados procedimientos y satisfacer determinados requisitos,
uno de los cuales es la necesidad de recibir, antes del pasaje, una notificacion de la
administracion competente, que podra retirar la autorizacion si hay riesgo de
contaminaciéon ambiental. En caso de que se conceda la autorizacion, deberan
tomarse todas las precauciones necesarias prescritas en los tratados internacionales,
y el buque debera tener el certificado de garantia al que se hace referencia en la Ley
nam. 4 (1994).

5. Articulo 33: medidas cautelares relativas a los materiales peligrosos

Las personas que intervienen en la produccion o circulacion de materiales
peligrosos, ya sean gases, liquidos o solidos, deben tomar todas las precauciones
necesarias para que no se produzcan dafios ambientales. Segun lo dispuesto en esta
Ley, todo propietario de instalaciones en que se realicen actividades que produzcan
desechos peligrosos debera mantener un registro de esos desechos en que se indique
el método de eliminacién utilizado y las entidades contratadas para recibirlos. En el
reglamento para la aplicacion de la Ley se indicaran los datos que se deben incluir
en el registro, y el Organismo de Asuntos Ambientales de Egipto se encargara de
comprobar que sean veridicos.

6.  Articulo 47: nivel maximo de concentracidén del material radiactivo

El nivel de radiactividad o concentracion de sustancias radiactivas en el aire
no superara los limites fijados por las autoridades competentes conforme al
reglamento para la aplicacion de la Ley.

Mediante la Ley num. 4 (1994) de Medio Ambiente, modificada por la Ley
nim. 9 (2009) y la Ley num. 105 (2015), asi como otras leyes pertinentes, el
Gobierno de Egipto se asegura de que el material y los desechos peligrosos no
caigan en manos equivocadas y de que las organizaciones terroristas y los agentes
no estatales no los empleen de forma indebida.

Ley niim. 28 (1981), modificada por la Ley nim. 136 (2010) de Aviaciéon Civil

1. Articulo 27: la Autoridad de la Aviacién Civil, en colaboracion con otras
autoridades nacionales competentes, establecera un programa nacional de seguridad
de la aviacidn civil conforme a las normas internacionales aplicables, en que se
indicaran con claridad las autoridades y los 6rganos encargados de su aplicacion, asi
como la responsabilidad y competencias de cada uno. Las autoridades y los 6érganos
de seguridad que se indiquen en el programa podran impedir o restringir el ingreso a
determinadas zonas de los aerédromos y las instalaciones de los servicios de
navegacion; inspeccionar a las personas, el equipaje y los vehiculos que ingresen en
los aerd6dromos; e interrogar a toda persona sospechosa. Asimismo, deberan
comprobar que nadie posea armas, maquinas ni materiales de otro tipo que puedan
usarse para poner en peligro aeronaves, aerodromos o instalaciones de los servicios
de navegacion.

2. Articulo 28: armas y materiales peligrosos a bordo de una aeronave

* Sin permiso de la Autoridad de la Aviacidén Civil, nadie que se encuentre a
bordo de una aeronave podra llevar armas, materiales inflamables u otros
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materiales que se puedan utilizar para cometer actos de sabotaje, violencia o
amenaza durante el vuelo.

« Si fuese necesario trasladar un arma descargada, cualquier material inflamable
u otro material que se pueda utilizar para cometer un acto de sabotaje,
violencia o amenaza, el duefio del objeto debera entregarlo al representante de
la compaiiia antes de subir a bordo de la aeronave. Esas armas o materiales se
almacenaran en un lugar al que no puedan acceder los pasajeros y se
devolveran al propietario después del vuelo.

3. Articulo 29: el transporte aéreo del correo o de paquetes postales se realizara
unicamente conforme a las medidas postales establecidas y a lo dispuesto en los
tratados internacionales en que el Estado sea parte. En el manejo y el transporte de
mercancias peligrosas se seguiran las instrucciones de la Organizacién de Aviacidon
Civil Internacional, lo dispuesto en el directorio anual de la Asociacion de
Transporte Aéreo Internacional y las normas establecidas por la Autoridad de la
Aviacion Civil.

4.  Articulo 153: la Autoridad de la Aviacién Civil adoptara todas las medidas
preventivas necesarias para impedir que los pasajeros cometan actos y delitos que
amenacen la seguridad de la aviacion civil dentro del Estado y a bordo de aeronaves
nacionales, conforme a las normas internacionales al respecto.

5. Articulo 169: se impondra una pena de prision perpetua o reclusion en los
casos en que se cometa deliberadamente uno de los actos que se indican a
continuacion:

* Destruir, dafiar, desactivar o sabotear cualquiera de los medios de transporte
aéreo durante el vuelo o cuando la aeronave se encuentre en el aeropuerto o en
la zona de aterrizaje.

Destruir, dafiar, sabotear o desactivar cualquiera de los dispositivos, el equipo
o las instalaciones de navegacion aérea, de los aerddromos o de otras
instalaciones de servicios de transporte aéreo.

Colocar dispositivos o sustancias en uno de los medios de transporte aéreo con
el objetivo de destruir, dafiar, sabotear o desactivar algin dispositivo o de
poner en peligro la seguridad del vuelo.

Toda conducta que tenga por fin causar dafio a los medios de comunicacién y
control utilizados para la navegacion aérea, si su objetivo es poner en peligro
la seguridad del vuelo.

Robar dispositivos o equipo de navegacion aérea o instalaciones del
aerédromo.

Llevar armas, municiones o explosivos a bordo de un medio de transporte
aéreo con la intencion de cometer un delito tipificado en el derecho penal que
afecte a la seguridad interna o externa del Estado.

Llevar armas, municiones, explosivos, cualquier sustancia inflamable u otra
sustancia con el objetivo de cometer cualquiera de los actos de destruccion,
dafio, sabotaje o desactivacion establecidos en el articulo.

Ley niim. 58 (1937) sobre el Cédigo Penal

* Articulo 102 a): prevé penas de trabajos forzados perpetuos o temporales para
quienes se encuentren en posesion de explosivos o los consigan, fabriquen o
importen antes de obtener una licencia. Todo material o sustancia incluidos en
los componentes de los explosivos y seflalados en un decreto del Ministerio
del Interior, asi como los dispositivos, las maquinas y las herramientas que se
utilizan para fabricarlos o detonarlos, se consideraran en la practica
explosivos.

Articulo 102 c): prevé la pena de trabajos forzados perpetuos para quienes
utilicen o traten de utilizar explosivos de forma que pueda poner en peligro la
vida de alguien. Si la explosion causa la muerte de una o mas personas, se
impondra la pena capital.

Articulo 102 d): prevé la pena de trabajos forzados temporales a quienes
utilicen o traten de utilizar explosivos de forma que pueda poner en peligro los
bienes de terceros. Si la explosion causa dafios a esos bienes, se impondra la
pena de trabajos forzados perpetuos.

Ley niim. 97 (1992) sobre el Cédigo Penal

* Articulo 86: prevé la pena capital o trabajos forzados perpetuos para quienes
suministren armas, municiones, explosivos o equipo a organizaciones
terroristas, asi como fondos que las ayuden a lograr sus objetivos.

Actividades de vigilancia e inspeccion

Al objeto de optimizar las capacidades de vigilancia e inspeccion nacionales
en los puertos, la Autoridad Aduanera de Egipto recibié hace poco equipo moderno
que le permitira mejorar las actividades de inspeccion. Los inspectores egipcios de
la Autoridad Aduanera han recibido capacitacion para utilizar el equipo.

Ademas, el Departamento Central de Productos Farmacéuticos del Ministerio
de Salud ha comenzado a imponer controles sobre los productos radiofarmacéuticos
que se utilizan para el diagndstico y la rehabilitacion. La nueva legislacion regula el
registro y la utilizacién de esos productos y la concesion de licencias para
utilizarlos. En este ambito, la cooperacién con entidades internacionales se lleva a
cabo en coordinacidon con el Organismo Regulador de las Actividades Nucleares y
Radiologicas de Egipto.

El Departamento Central de Productos Farmacéuticos regula también el
empleo de productos biolégicos que se utilizan para el diagnéstico y la
rehabilitacion. Este Departamento se encarga de otorgar las licencias
correspondientes y de hacer un seguimiento de las empresas que fabrican esos
productos a nivel local.

Ningun producto biolégico o farmacéutico importado se comercializa sin la
autorizacion del Departamento Central de Productos Farmacéuticos del Ministerio
de Salud y sin que se haya realizado un examen de toda la documentacién necesaria.

Ningun equipo médico importado se pone en circulacion sin la aprobacién y el
permiso del Departamento Central de Productos Farmacéuticos.

The information in the matrices originates primarily from national reports and is complemented by
official government information, including that made available to inter-governmental organizations. The
matrices are prepared under the direction of the 1540 Committee.

The 1540 Committee intends to use the matrices as a reference tool for facilitating technical assistance
and to enable the Committee to continue to enhance its dialogue with States on their implementation of
Security Council resolution 1540.

The matrices are not a tool for measuring compliance of States in their non-proliferation obligations but
for facilitating the implementation of Security Council resolutions 1540 (2004), 1673 (2006), 1810 (2008) and
1977 (2011). They do not reflect or prejudice any ongoing discussions outside of the Committee, in the
Security Council or any of its organs, of a State’s compliance with its non-proliferation or any other
obligations. Information on voluntary commitments is for reporting purposes only and does not constitute in
any way a legal obligation arising from resolution 1540 or its successive resolutions.
