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STATEMENT BY THE PRESI DENT OF THE SECURI TY COUNCI L

At the 3804th nmeeting of the Security Council, held on 29 July 1997 in
connection with the Council's consideration of the itementitled "The situation
inthe Mddle East”, the President of the Security Council made the follow ng
statenent on behalf of the Council

"The Security Council has noted with appreciation the report of the
Secretary-Ceneral on the United Nations InterimForce in Lebanon (UN FIL)
of 16 July 1997 (S/1997/550 and Corr.1) subnmitted in conformty with
resol ution 1095 (1997) of 28 January 1997.

"The Security Council reaffirnms its commtnent to the ful
sovereignty, political independence, territorial integrity and nationa
unity of Lebanon within its internationally recogni zed boundaries. In this
context, the Council asserts that all States shall refrain fromthe threat
or use of force against the territorial integrity or political independence
of any State, or in any other manner inconsistent with the purposes of the
Uni ted Nations.

"As the Security Council extends the mandate of UNIFIL for a further
interimperiod on the basis of resolution 425 (1978), the Council again
stresses the urgent need for the inplenentation of that resolution in all
its aspects. It reiterates its full support for the Taif Agreement and for
the continued efforts of the Lebanese Governnent to consolidate peace,
national unity and security in the country, while successfully carrying out
the reconstruction process. The Council commends the Lebanese Governnent
for its successful effort to extend its authority in the south of the
country in full coordination with UNIFIL.

"The Security Council expresses its concern over the continuing
viol ence in southern Lebanon, regrets the loss of civilian life, and urges
all parties to exercise restraint.

"The Security Council takes this opportunity to express its
appreciation for the continuing efforts of the Secretary-General and his
staff in this regard. The Council notes with deep concern the high | eve
of casualties which UNIFIL has suffered and pays a special tribute to al
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those who gave their life while serving in UNFFIL. It comrends UNIFIL's
troops and troop-contributing countries for their sacrifices and conm t nment
to the cause of international peace and security under difficult

ci rcunst ances. "
