S. That ir why the Soviet Union is in prinoiple not 
in favour of sending any foreign troops, inoluding 
United Nation@ trcapr, to Cyprus. 

6. In the light of there remarks, the Soviet delegation 
would like to make tho followlng oommente in oon- 
nexion with the draft. reeolutlon [S/SS7l]u eubmitted 
to the Seourity Counoil. 
7. The Soviet Union prooeede from the position that 
thie draft resolution, though lt does not meet all the 
errential roqulrementr for aseourity CounoiI deoirion 
on suoh an lmportant matter, Is nevertheless aimed 
at preventing aggreeaion againrt the Republio of 
Cyprmr and at proteotlng lte lawful rights and in- 
terestr. 
8. At the same time, we ooneider !t neoesaary to 
draw attention to thnee provisions in the draft re~eo- 
lution-wo havo in mind, in partloular, paragraph 4- 
whioh oonoern the prooedure for settling matters 
relating to the oomporition, sire and oommand of 
the United Nations foroe that it la propored to rend 
to Cyp~e. Although the agreement of the Government 
of Cyprur is required for the ertablirhment of a United 
Nation8 foroe in Cyprus and although the oomposltion 
and the rize of that force are to be deoided in oon- 
rultation with the Qovernment of Cyprus and the 
Governments of the ro-oalled guara&eing Powers 
-namelY, the United Kingdom, Qreeoe and Turkey- 
there ii no eroaping the-faot &at this prooedure in 
praotioe byparser the Seourity Council. 
9. Moreover, the provirion in the draft rerolution to 
the effeot that the commander of the foroe will report 
to the Seooretary-General, who will report periodi&lly 
to the Seourity Counoil, in, of oouree, not adequate. 
10. The Soviet deleption therefore requerts a rep 
arate vote on operative paragraph 4 of thedraft reoo- 
b&ion. The Soviet delegntion intend8 to nbrtain on 
t&r paragraph, In deoiding ita final porition on t&e 
draft neolution, t&o Soviet Government will beguided 
glsbt. and iomkMut by the porwn t&an by the aov-

11. Wo take into nccount the fnct that theGovernment 
of Cyprus regards this resolution, evenwlth its short- 
comings, fl8 useful. We also take acoount of the fact 
that the resolution provides for the dispalch of United 
Nations forces to Cyprus for three months-that is, 
for a strlotly llmitcd period-find Imposesnoflnnncial 
obligations on Members of the Unitetl Nations who 
contribute no contlngonts to those forces.

But 
being mindful of the urgent buainorr that 111% ahead 
of the Counoil, I have no intention of being provoked 
into any wordy disouarion of the so-oalled question 
of rep6erentaiion.

The 
draft rerolutlon, in ita operative paragraph 4, aaka 
the Secretary-Generel to ertabllsh the oonmorltlon 
and elee of Uie foroe in oonsultatlon with the dovern- 
ments of Cyprus, Greeoe, Turkey and the United 
Kingdom c -thla- regard, it would be my intention, 
ln aooorctanoe with well-ertnbllshetl @raotloe oon- 
oernlng prevloua Unllecl Netlona peaoe-koeplngforoee, 
to keep the Seourlty Council, whloh would authorise 
lk eetabllahment, promptly end fully informed about 
the organlratlon and operation of the foroe, lnoludlng 
itr oompodtion, sire and oommand.
