The resolutions of the Security Council, numbered in accordance with a system
adopted in 1964, are published in yearly volumes of Resolutions and Decisions of
the Security Council. The new system, which has been applied retroactively to
resolutions adopted before 1 January 1965, became fully operative on that date

1. The PRESIDENT: Before we proceed to the
business of this meeting of the Council, it falls to my
lot to exercise the traditional privilege of congratulat-
ing the outgoing President of the Security Council
Equally in accordance with tradition—British tradition
this time—I shall be brief, especially since my Per-
manent Representative, who will be returning later
this week to occupy his rightful place in this chair,
may wish to say more. In the meantime, however, on
behalf of the Council I should like, through our friend
Ambassador Issraelyan, to thank the representative
of the USSR for his conduct of our business last
. month. I think that we can all agree that we had a
very busy month in June and that Ambassador Malik
played a full and skilful part in our proceedings,
both as President and as representative of the Soviet
Union, and both in our formal meetings and in our
informal consultations, I hope that those thanks will
be passed on to Ambassador Malik,

2. Mr. ISSRAELYAN (Union of Soviet Socialist
Republics) (translated from Russian): 1 may perhaps
be breaking with tradition by taking the floor just
before you move on to the discussion of the second
item on the agenda, but I should like, on behalf of
the Soviet delegation, to thank you for your kind
words addressed to Ambassador Malik, the Permanent

Representative of the Soviet Union, who was President
of the Security Council in June. I should also like
to express the hope that in July the Security Council
will be able to deal successfully with the responsible
tasks facing it.

3. Finally, I should like on my own behalf to take
this opportunity to congratulate you, a colleague and
long-time associate at the United Nations, on the fact
that you are presiding over the Security Council, thus
breaking with what is, perhaps, a somewhat unjust
tradition in conformity with which only permanent
representatives have presided over the Security Council,
I think this is the first time that the honour of occupying
this chair has fallen to a deputy permanent representa-
tive, and I accordingly congratulate him.

4, The PRESIDENT: I thank the representative of
the Soviet Union for his remarks. In fact it is not a
precedent, but we will talk about that outside the
Council.
