It conveys its deep-felt sympathy and 

condolences to the Government of France and tc the bereaved families. It 

strongly condemne this deliberate attack agalnst WPi?OFOB personnel. 

"The Council invites the Secretary-General to inform It aa soon as 

possible on the findings of the inquiry into the circumstances of this 

attack as well aa other similar incidents involving the United Nations 

activities in Bosnia and HePZegOVfna, in particular the incident which 

coat the live8 of four Italian airmen in charge of the transportation of 

humanitarian relief to Sarajevo Airport. It invites him also to pass on 

to it any faformatiofi which he could gather on the reaponsfbillty for 

these incidenta. 
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HThese 'serious incideuts underline the urgent need for reinforcing 

thu recur&y aud protoctioa of U#PEOFOR personnel as well am of all 

personnel involved in the United Nations activities 50 Bornia auU 

Heraeqovina. The Security Council expresses its readiness to adopt 

without delay measures to this end."
