"The Security Council strongly condemns the tllegal detention of 

DNTAC personnel by elements of the Party of Democratic Kampuchea and acts 

of threat and intimidation against these personnel. rt aemanas that such 

actions and any other hostile acts against UNTAC cease immediately, and 

that all parties take all action neceseary to safeguard the lives and the 

security of UNTAC personnel throughout Cambodia. 

HThe Council urges all the parties to abide scrupulously by their 

obligations under the Pario Agreement to cooperate fully with UNTAC and 

to respect all the relevant resolution8 of the Security Council."
