Security (,olmd1 asked if there was any objec­
tion to the transmission to the Commission for
Conventional Armaments of the resolution of
the Genel·al Assembly [192 (Ill)]. Assuming that
the . interventiOll of the representative of the
USSR should be construed as an objection, and
in order to bring the matter to a parliamentary
status, I offer and move the adoption of the
resoltttion which is before the Council in docu­
ment 5/1248. The text is vel)' bJ"ief and reads:

"The Seeurity Countie

('Resolves that the resolution of the General
Assembly of 19 November 1948, as contained in
document Sjl2l6, be transmitted to the Com­
mission for Conventional Armaments for action
according to its terms."

General ]vlcNAUGllTON (Canada): The item
which is again on our agenda for today is a
letter dated 14 January 1949 from the Secretary­
Geneml, addressed to the President of the 5e­
writy Council and transmitting the resolution
adopted by the General Assembly on 19 Novem­
ber 1948. The fifth paragraph of that General
Assembly resolution re<ids:

"Recommends the Security Council to pursue
the study of the regulation llnd reduction of con­
ventional <irmaments and armed forces tbrough
the agency of the Commission for Conventional
Anl1aments _•."

The question to be decided by tbe Security
Coundl at tbe present time, therefore, is whether
or not to accept the recommendation of the
General Assembly which I have just read. In
this cotlnexion, I would recall that this resolution
[192(III)] of the General Assembly was adopted
at a plenary meeting in Paris on 19 November
1948 by a majority of 43 to 6, with 1 abstention.1

Thus, the resolution, which was carefully de~

veloped in the conrse of prolonged discussion in
the First Committee, represents the opinion of
the great majority of the Member States of the
United Nations. The only ones to f'.xpress them­
selves as opposed to it were the USSR and the
few other States usually associated with it.

When a recommendation is made by the General
Assembly to the Security Council or to any
organ of the lTuited Nations by such an over­
whelming majoftly, such a recommendation
Shotlld be accc.llted with the respect which is its
due as an expression of clear intent on the part
of the United Nations. I therefore suggest that
1he most appropriate action that the Security
Council could take at this time would be to take
note of the recommendation of the General
Assembly with concurrence and approval, and
to transmit tIle text to the Chairman of the Com~

mission for Conventional Armaments with a re­
quest that the Commission should carry out the
studies which have been indicated and report to
liS in due course.

of the SeCllritv Council to make such statements
as they see fit. After the debate is over, I shull
put the f(..~olutions to a vote in the order of
their sl1bmission, unless the mover of one of the
resolutioJlls ShOllld wish it not to be put to a vote.

Mr, MALIK (Union of Soviet Socialist Repub­
lics; (lra11S1ated from Russian): I had not in­
:ended to explain the reasons for the proposals
in the draft resolution sub~itted by the USSR
delegation, because there appe2red no particlllar
need to do so. The prcpo~ab in that resolution
are clear, casy to tlnderstand, concrete, and, what

The General Assembly and its Committees and
Sub-Committees discussed the USSR proposals
for nearly two months. The United States and
the. United Kingdom 'delegations made every
effort to' .prevent their adoption. All possible
means, such as pressure, demagogy and even
open slander, were ,used.

. On very v«riedpretexfs, the four Powers, led
by the United States and the United Kingdom,
refused to limit "their armed forces and arma­
ment" and "to prohibit the atomic weapon, and
stltceeded in getting the General Assembly to
adopt tbt: rt::;olutiori that suited them [192(IlI)].

Instead of concrete proposals concerning the
limitation of armaments and armed forces and
the prohibition of the ato'mic 'weapon, that reso­
lution' recommends that the Security Council
should continue the study of this question with
no' specified time-limit, outside time and space, as
it, were. The purpose of the authors of the reso­
lution is obvious: it is to involve the Security
Council in an abstract and pointless "study" and
thereby to create a situation affording every
opportunity to the 'United States, the United
Kingdom and their satellites to corttinuetheir mad
armaments race, to pile up atomic bombs, to
blackniail the world with the threat of the destruc­
tive and deadly qualities of those bombs, and to
organize all sorts of aggressive blocks and unions,
thereby producing and aggravating a. state of
extreme tension and alarm in international rela­
tions-a state of affairs which can be profitable
only to reactionary aggressive groups, to inciters
to and proraga.ndists for .£1 new ':Var" and to the
magnates of the munitions industry whose profits
on war orders run into billions.

The whole world is aware that the countries of
the American bloc, and in particular the United
States, have recently been engaged in a mad
armaments race, in enlarging their armies to a
point I;ithertc: unknown in times of peace, in
mcreasmg their stocks of armaments of all kinds
without ,:my justiiication, in inflating· their mili­
tary budgets enonTI0usly, and in widening their
networks of aerial and naval bases in every part
of the world. All this is being done at the cost
of increased taxation and of a lower standard of
living for the bro"ad mass.es of the popUlation. At
the same time, assertions are being made that
these countries-and, in particular, the United
States-had already reduced their armed forces
after the ,end of. the Second World War by de­
mobilizing their war contingents. As we all
know, during th~ war and the first few.months
after it" the armed forces of the great Powers,
and not only of the great Powers, of necessity
reached figures far above those maintained in
peace time. Since then, since the end of the
Second. World War, however, all countries have
reduced their military str'ength and demobilized
their wartime contingents.

The mainten.1nce DC armed forces in ::;uch
ntlnbers was explained at that tin:e by wartime
conditions, and by military :-leeds, It is quite
nat:.lral, of course, thOlt once the war was at an
end all the w.artime confngen:s sh0111d have been
disbandec.1 and tIle wartil':"u' atml'i! forces de­
mobilized. That was done not only in the United
States. It w~s done in all the countries which
~ook part h the war, without exception.

At the same time, any e::Iort to pri1ve that the
mere de:nobiEza:ion of wartime contingents fl111y
settles the problem of the redt:ction of armaments
and satisfies the ut:rnamb of the Charter and of
the Ge!1eral As.se,?bly resolution on the general
regulatIOn and lmutatlon of armaments and armed
forces is a flagrant attempt to delude world public
opinion.

Such attempts and assertions are merely absurd.
Nobody be1ieve3 the:n. Even those who make
such assertions themselves attach no importance
to them. It is quite obviolls that they are made
for the purpc,<:;f'. of .somehow justifying, the armaM

rnents race and the' growth ofmilit2l'Y budgets,
as well as of avoid:ng the.l:mitatior. of armaments
allu the prohibition of the atomic weflpon :I." a
weapon of aggression and mass annihilation. The
true facts cempletel} expose those who attempt
to jl1stify the present anI'.amellts race by rcfcr­
en~es to the reduction of wartime contingents
three or four years ago.

Recently Jlublis:'ed data bear witne.,s to !lIe
acceleration of the armaments race and the in­
creasing mHitarization of a number of countries,
foremost among which is the United States.
T:lUS, the President's Message to Congress on
the budget for the iin~ncial year 1949-1950,
wJ.ich appeal'ec in the Press on 11 January 1949,
sl~ows that direct expenditure for the "Jpkeep of
the army and the aerial and naval forces of the
United States, in comparison with the preceding
budgetary year, had increased by $2,500.000.000
or by 21.5 p€r c:ent-frorr: $11,745,000,000 to
$14,268,000,000.

Over and a')ove this direct military expendi­
ture, the budget provides for other military items,
the sum totd of such expenditure being officially
estimated at $15,900,000,000, which represents 38
per cent of the budget. Furthermore, this figure
does not include appropriations of $725,000,000
for the United Sta~es Atomic Ene,gy Commis~

sion. The figure is also exclllsive of the $5,600,­
000,000, a considerable portion of the total budget,
which, as the message states, is concerned with
international and national defence activities.

Thus, the tctal Unitecl States military expendi­
ture for the 1949-1950 fiscal vears represents
More than halftne budget.

ary 1949, 001'; of the milituy correspondents 0 f
the New York Times estimated United States
military expenditure in the year 1949~1950 at
from $23,000,000,000 to $27,000,000,000, i.e. 55
per cent to 65 per cent of the total budget, where­
as less than one per cent j;; beillg spent all the
needs of national education.

Even this, however, is apparently too little for
the military leaders of the United States..The
United States Press reports that the joint chiefs
of staff of the United States anl1ed forces re­
qt1ested the Sllm of $30,[))O,DDO,OOO for military
expenditure in the 1949-1950 fiscal year. ,One
of the sponsors of this request is now faced with
the need to find reasons to explain 6is fantastic
demand and to prove that the figttre was "not
stupid nor inspired by unworthy motives",

Attention must also be drawn to the statement
in the President's message that defence expendi­
tures in the next fiscal year (1950-1951) are
expected to be higher than the level fixed for the
1949-1950 'financial year. It is a well-known fact
that inflated military expenditllre of this kind is
accompanied by an ever-increasing burden of
taxation and of other material hardships for the
broad masses of the population, as may be ob·
served in the United States of America.

It shot1ld also be pointed ont that, according
tQ figures in the August 1948 issue of the official
organ of the United States War Department,
E1rmy Information Dl:gest, total military expendi­
ture in the preceding financial year (1948~1949)
was fixed by the United States Congress at the
sum of $15,200,000,000, which represented 36.1
per cent of the national budget. This SUnl did
not, however, include additional military expendi~

tllre under that yeur's budget, <1.5, [or example,
$500,000,000 for the United States Atomic
Energy Commission, $600,000,000 for the pur­
chase and stockpiling of strategic materials,
$400,000,000 for militar_v aid to Greece, Turkey
and China, and other military expenditure.

The above figures show that, three years after
the end of the Second World War, the United
States of America 11as, for the last two years
and under peace-time conditions, been appropri~
atmg colossal sums for military expenditure and
that that expenditure not only is far in exc~ss of
expenditure in the first post-war years but closely
approximates wartime expenditure.

The inflation of the military budget and the
armaments race are not peculiar to the United
States of America, but are common to a number
of other countries.

According to fignres given by Ullited Slates
News rmd World Report on 25 January of this
year, the Unittu Kingdom irH.:rtase(\ its militarv
budget from 18.4 per cent of its total budget in
1948 to 29 per cent in 1949. According to the
European Press, France, which is in the throes
?f inflation, is spending one fourth of its budget
111 the carrent year on purely military eXDenditure.
This represents the astronomical figur~ of over
350,OOO,OCXWOO francs, exclusive of indirect ex-
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get. Un des chroniqueurs militaires du New York
Times estime, dans un article publie le 16 janvier
dernier, que les depenses rnilitaires des Etats­

projet doit maintenant chercher des jl1stifications
pour expliquer Cl'S exigences exorbitantes, et it
s'efforce d~ df,mantrer que ces chiffres "n'etaient
ni stupides, ni dictes par des considerations mal­
honnetes".

T1 faut rele-ver que le President Q declare dans
son message que les depenses affectees a la de­

qui sont prevues pour l'exereice financier 1949­

penses militaires s'accQrnpagne d'un accroissement
continu du fardeau des impots ainsi que d'autres
charges materielles pour Ies grandes masses de

Il faut egalement indiquer que l'Army [,Ifaf­
mation Digest, organe officic\ du Ministerc de la
guerre des Etats-Unis, pre<:ise, dans son nurnero
d'aout 1948, que le budget milibaire total pour
I'exercice financier 1948-1949 avait ete fixe par
le Congres a 15,2 milliards de dollars et cOl1sti­
tuait 36,1 pour 100 uu b!.ldget national. Cette
scimme ne comprenait pas les depenses militaires
supplementaires qui comprenaient, entre autres,
SOO millions de dollars affcdcs a la Commission
de l'energie atomique des Etats-Unis, 600 mil­
lions de dollars pour I'achat et la constitution de
stocks de rnatieres premieres d'interet militaire,
400 millions de dollars pour I'aide mi}itaire it la
Grece, a la Turquie et a. la Chine, ainsi que
d'autres depenses militaires.

Toutes ces donnees temoignent dt1 fait que,
trois ans apres la fin de la deuxieme gtlerre
mondiale, c'est-a-clire en temps de paix, les Etats­
Unis depensent, depuis deux ans, des sommes
enormes a des fins lnilitairE's, sommes qui, non
seulement depassent de loin les depenses ana­
logues des premieres annees d'apres la guerre,
mais se rapprochent considerablement des de-pen­
SI'S militaires du temps de guerre.

Le gonflement des budgets militaires et la
course aux armements ne sont pas seulernent
obsents aux Etats-Unis, mais aussi dans un cer­
tain nombre d'autres pays.

D'apres la revue United States News mid
World Report du 25 janvier dernier, le budget
mi1it~ire clu Royaufne-Uni qui constituait 18,4
pour 100 du budget total en 1948 constitue 20
pour'100 du budget en 1949. Selon les donnees
publiees dans la presse europeenne, les depenses
proprement militaires de la France, qui etouf'fe
SOllS le poids de l'infJation, constituent 1111 quart
du budget natie-nal pour ]'annee courante. Ces
depenses militaires constituent une somme astro-



penditure for war purposes under other headings
of the budget. According to the publication
quoted above, Belgium has increased her military
expenditure from 5.7 per cent to 7.25 per cent of
her total budget, and the Netherlands, from 18
per cent to 22 per cent.

These figLtreS are evidence that, by engaging in
an armaments race and by creating military
groupings of States in the form of alliances and
blocs of various types, the aggressive circles of
certain Powers are attempting to force their
aggressive policy upon the small States also and
to coerce them into increasing their armed forces
and inflating their military budgets. This is im­
posing an ever-inneasing burden of taxation and
other material hardships on the broad masses of
the populations of these States which have fallen
under foreign domination.

The expansion of military budgets is accom­
panied by a proportionate increase in the strength
of the armed forces, According to official figures
given in the report of the United States Secre­
tary of Defence and in the President's Budget
Message for the 1949-1950 fiscal year, the total
strength of the United States armed forces has
risen from 1,380,CXX} officers and men at the
beginning of 1947 to 1,604,000 on 1 December
1948, which represents an increase of 16.1 per
cent.

Tbe President's message states that the mili~

tary forces recommended in the 1949-1950 budget
are the most powerful the United States has
ever maintained in peacetime, In line with the
increase in the strength of the armed forces in
the 1949-1950 fiscal year, the number of trained
reserves is being raised by 44.8 per cent, from
665,000 on 1 December 1948, to 949,000 in 1949N
1950, The increase in the strength of the United
States Air Force is being effected at a feverish
pace. Whereas there were approximately 50 corow
bat groups at the beginning of 1947, there were
already, according to the Air Force Times of 8
January 1949, 60 combat groups on 1 January
1949.

Thus the strength of the land·based United
States Air Force alone has increased by 20 per
cent during the last two postNwar years. In his
report, Mr. Symington, Secretary of the Air
Force, reqltests that it should be further increased
to 70 combat groups by 1 September 1949. In
other words, he is asking for an increase of al·
most 12 per cent in the Air Force during the
remaining nine months of this year. There is
also a corresponding increase in the numbers of
the United States Air Force personnel.

These are known facts, which bear witness to
the mad armaments race in the United States of
America. It cannot be justified by any references
to the fact that the United States disbanded its
wartime military contingents after the end of
Second World 'Var. Attempts have also been
made to explain the armaments race by considerw
ntions of "national defence". Nobody, of course,
takes such explanations seriously.

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The activItIes of warmongers and propagand~

ists for a new war have not abated. War hysteria,
fear and uncertainty among the population and in
international circles are being artificially fomented
and snpported by ccrtain groups in the ruling
circles of some countries. In a number of cases, :
the warmongers' efforts even receive official sup­
port. In that connexion, the following, fact must
not be overlooked.

At the request of Senator Bridges, the intro­
dllction to General Chennault's book was included
in the "Congressional Record" of 31 January of
this year. This introduction contains, ~Ollg

others, the following statements of an open war­
monger:

"From air bases built far the Americans during
the last war at Chengtu, Sian and Lanchow in
northwest China, all of the vast Russian industry
east of the Ural Mountains is apen to air attack.
From these same bases and dozens of others in '
north China the slender thread of Rtlssian com­
mltnications between eastern and western Siberia
could be snapped by even a small air force: ..

"From Okinawa, Japan and the Philippines,
American air power can only peck away at the
perimeter of Russia's vitals. From north and
central China the same force. could strike deeply
into Russia's industrial heart."

Was it these lines which had attracted Senator
Bridges' attention? Was it because of these lines
that he felt this introduction to be so "valuable"
and included it in the official "Congressional
Record"?

The representative of the United States of
America spoke at great length of international
co-operation at the preceding meeting l407thj.
I should like to ask the representative of the
United States of America, who has appealed to
the Soviet Union far co-operation, how he would
have characterized such statements if they had
been directed against his country and had he read
them in the official record of the Parliament of
some foreign Power. I believe that he would not
have been inclined to consider such statements in
officials records ru;; an appeal for peace and co­
operation. This is a clear and open appeal for
aggression and the inclusion in an official docu­
ment of an aggressor's ravings can be called
nothing less than open SlIpport for inciters of a
new war.

Other examples could be cited, but this one is
enough to show how some official figures in the
United St'!-tes support war propaganda and
aggression. This cynical statement by a war­
monger li fts the veil sufficiently to disclose the
real aggressive aims behind the establishment of
a close network of American military bases all
over the globe. No dear-thinking person can
bel ieve that these bases ·are beillg established "for
the defence of the United States of America".

Ever sincet~e inception of the "["nited Nations,
the USSR ue1egatiou has made ::on8istent and
constant efforts, both in the General Assembly and
in the Security Council, for the implementation
of the principles of the Charter £.nd of the de­
cisions of the General Assembly concerning the
general regulation and reduttion of arnaments
and prohibition of the atomic weapon. The
position of the USSR delegation is fully con­
sistent with the principles of the Charter and the
fundamental interests and aspirations of all the
peoples of the world. Maintaining that positioll,
the delegation of the USSR has again introduced
concrete proposals fOr carrying out the decisions
of the General Assembly on the reduction ()f
armaments and armed forces and the prohib~tion

of the atomic weapon, and has proposed that 11

definite time-limit should be set for the elabora­
tion of practical measures to irnplemerlt those
decisions.

At the last meeting ail attempt was :nade by
the United States to distort the facts a:ld ma1le
it appear that the purpose of the USSR draft
resolution was ,to ,delay the question. It is not
difficult to see that stlch assertions have no rela­
tion whatever to the facts.

The USSR draft resolution is based on the­
decisions of the General Assembly and proposes
concrete measures as well as the shortest possible
time-limits for their implementatirm. It provides
that the Commission for Conv'entional Arma­
ments shou1tl, as a first step, work out a plan for
~he reduction by one-third of the armaments and
armed forces of the five pennanent me:nbers of
the Security Council by 1 March 1950. and that
the plan should be submitted to the Security
Council not later than 1 June 1949. What can
be clearer and more concrete than tllo'se pro,
posals? If the representative of the United States
wants to propose an even shorter time-limit and
that the Commission should present the 'above­
mentioned plan by, for instance, 1 Mayor 1
April of this year, the USSR delegation is pre~

pared to consider such a proposal.

The USSR draft resolutioll further provic:.es
that the Atomic Energy Commission should st.:b~

roit to the Security Couceil by 1 June 1949 ,a
draft convention on the prohibition of atomlC
weapons' as well as a draft convention on the
control of atomic energy, basec on he sim~l~
taneOl.:s conclusion and implementatior. of both
convp:ntions. If thi3 time-limit seems too remote
to some members of the Security Council, then
we might consider the question of setting, an
earlier time·limit.

'It is·clear that the United States representative
was· no little irritated at the proposal that the
five permanent members of the Security Councp
ShOllld sllbmit information concerning their
armed forces and armaments, including atomic
weapons, by 31 March of this year. He tried to
convince us, by shouting, that the General Asse~­

bly resolution do~s not mention tl·,e atomIc
weapon., That, however, is not true. The very
ti.t1e of the resQlution speab of prohibition of the
atomic weapon. Furtbermore. the General
Assembly recommends that th~ Security Council
should continue to study the question of the
reduction of armaments and arn:ed for::es,

In carrying out these rec?mmendations, t.he
Security Council must be gUided by the earher
General Assembly decisions providing for both
the redllction of armaments and the prohibition
of the atomic weapon. I am speaking of the
General Assembly resolutions of January [1(1)]
and December 1946 [41(1)].

Finally, not one of the fiercest opponents 0 f
prohibition of the atomic weapon and the reduc­
tion of armaments has been, or will be, able to
prove that it is possible to carry out reduction
of armaments without prohibition of the atomic
weapon. Those who talk about the reduction of
conventional armaments and do not mention the
prohibition of the atomic weapon are simply
playing a dishonest game. The artificial division
of these two inseparably linked questions disrllpts
all the work both on reduction of armaments
and on prohibition of the; atomic weapon.

Prohibition of the atomic weapon and estab1ish~

ment of control of atomic energy must be an
essential and integral part of the g~neral plan
for reduction of the armaments of the pen-Mnent
members of the Security Council by one-third­
tbe first important step in that direction. The
USSR delegation therefore proposes that the
Security Council should instruct the Atomic
Energy Commission to work out and submit to
the Security Council by 1 June 1949 two draft
conventions, on prohibition of the atomic weapon
and on control of atomic energy. Both conven~

tions must be concluded and brought into force
simultaneously. They must take into considera­
tion the legitimate interests of all States and
must not be based only on the interests of any
one group of countries. These proposals corres­
pond exactly with the General Assembly reso­
lution.

The United States representative was obviollsly
trying to force an open door when he asserted
that the USSR delegation opposes the collection
of data on armaments and armed forces. This
assertion by the United States representative
also does not correspond to the facts.

The USSR delegation to the General Assembly
not only stated that the USSR was ready to
supply such information as might be necessary
for the elaboration of practical measures for the
reduction and regulation of armaments and armed
forces and the prohibition of the atomic weapon;
it also submitted a draft resolution to the General
Assembly, proposing that fllll information regard­
ing the armed forces and armaments of the per­
manent members of the Security Council, namely,
the United States of America, the United King­
dom, the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics,
France and China, should be submitted to t11e
international control organ to be set up within
the framework of the Security Council for the
supervision and control of the implementation of
measures for the reduction of armaments and
armed forces and the prohibition of the atomic
weapon. These are well known facts, and the
representative of the United States of America
will not succeed in hiding them.

This proposal was also included in a draft
resolution submitted by the USSR delegation to
the Security Council at its meeting on 8 Febru.
ary [S/1246/Rev.1]. The preamble to this draft
resolution says:
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En donnant suite a ees rewmmandations, le
Conseil de securite clair s'eR tenir "ux decisions
adoptees precedemment par l'Assemblee- generale
sur la reduction des armernents et sur l'interdic­
tion de l'arme atomique.

La delegation de l'URSS it. I'Assemblt~e gene·
rale ne s'est pas bornee a declarer que l'Union
sovietioue elait prete a presenter les informations
necessaires a 1'elaboration de mesures.pratiques
relatives a la reduction et cl la regiementation des
nrmements et des forces armees et aI'interdiction
de I'arme atomique; en eftet, le projet de reso­
lution qu'eHe a presente all cours de la session
de 1'Assemblee generale prevoit que I'organe de
controle international, qui do:t etre etabli dans le
cadre du Conseil de secul'ite pour surveiller et
controlcr {'application des mesures relatives a la
reduction des armements et des forces armees et
a l'interdiction de I'energie atomique, doit avoir
communication de toutes les donnees officielles
ooncernant les forces armees et les armements
des membres pertmLnents du Conseil de securite,
c'est-a-dire des Etats-Unis, du Royaume-Uni, de
I'URSS, de la France et de la Chine.

Dam le preambule de
ce projet de resolution, il est dit:



"ReC09t~iz;'~g al:'iO that complete data Orl armed
forces and arn:aments of all types, including
ato'mic annaments, are essential for the prepara­
tion of measures designed to reduce and regulate
armaments and armed forces."

In view of that consideration, point 5 of the
operative part of the draft resolution says that it
is essential"... that the permanent members of
the Security Council submit full data on their
armed forces and armaments of all types, includ­
ing atomic weapons, no later than 31 March
1949".

The question naturally arises why those data
are necessary. The USSR draft provides a direct
answer to that question also. It points ont that
"... any continuance of the study of the reguw
lation and reduction of armaments, and prepara­
tion of proposals for the collection of information
on armed forces, must be subordinated to the
task of elabora~ing and implementing concrete
measures for tl~e general regulation and reduc­
tion of armaments and the prohibition of atomic
weapons and other major types of weapons for
mass destruction". Without this clearly stated
provision the collection of data would have been
merely for informational purposes.

It is clear to all of us, however, that the
preparation of proposals fat the collection of
information, as well as the collection of that
information, must be subordinated to the main
basic task-the task of elaborating and imple­
menting concrete measures for the general regu­
lation and reduction of armaments and the pro­
hibition of the atomic weapon in fulfilment of
the General Assembly's recommendatior.. Those
who try to prove that it is possible to achieve
thHt 1Jurpose by limiting: the collection of informa·
tion to conventional armaments, while passing
over in silence and concealing data on the atomic
weapon, will certairlly hinder both the reductior.
of armaments and armed forces and n.e prohi­
lJitian of the atomic weapon. Under those con­
ditions, it would be pmsible, even when giving
informi.l.tiull 011 conventional armaments and
armed forces, to withhold information on such
an instnment of aggression and mass destnlction
as the atomic bomb. It is clear to everyone that
the attempt to withhold information on the atomic
weapon is based on aggressive, and not peaceful
aims.

\Ve cannot agree with those who are inc1inei.
to consider the Security Council as a mere post
office, the only purpose of which is to receive
General Assembly resolutions on the reduction of
armaments and refer them to the Commission
for Conventional Armaments without consider­
ing thell'l. That approach to scch an important
questioI: as the problem of the reduction of arma­
ments ond the prohibition of the atomic weapOG
would be completl":ly wrong.

Article 26 of the United Nations Charter places
upon the Security Council the responsibility for
formulating plans to be submitted to the Memb~rs

of 'the United :\rations for the establishment of
a system for the regulation of armaments. This
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"RlcOnnaissQnt a ce propos que, pour l'elnbo­

The General Assembly resolu­
tion further recommends that the Sec~rity (ouo­
d! should continue to consider the problem of
the reduction of armaments and of amled forces.

The Council must not mechanically transmit
thi5 resollltion to the Commission for Conven"
tional Armaments. It mllst consider it, taking
into account any proposals which may be made
during the debate or submitted in written form
by the' members of the Conncil. Having, con­
sidered the question as a whole, as well as such
proposals, the Council must transmit th,em, to­
gether with the General Assembly resolution, to
the Commission for Conventional Armaments,
and, should the proposals touch also ·upon the
work of the Atomic Energy Commission, as ~s
the case with the USSR resolution, tnihsmlt
them to both Commissions:

The USSR resolution is flllly consistent with
the resolutions of the General Assembly and the
Security Council, and its purpose is to implement
these two very important decisions of the United
Nations.

It mllst be noted OTtce again that, as on many
previous occasions, the USSR proposals, designed
to strengthen peace, have met with a hostile recep­
tiOll from the United States delegation. In the
course of the last few years, world public opinion
has been witnessing a rather interesting phenome­
non. The official propaganda of the United States
and of some other countries is describing the
many and varied military measures taken by the
United States Government "and some other Gov~

emments whose foreign policy is determined by it
-and they are measures of an exclusively aggres­
sive and provocative character-ns designed to
establish peace and security.

In the meantime, USSR proposals which aim
at establishing true peace and security among the
nations are branded by that very same propa­
ganda as dnllgerous to peace and security. That
was the case with the proposals for the reduction
of armaments, prohibition of the use of atomic
energy for military purposes, the curbing of war­
mongers, aml many other proposals designed
effectively to establish peace and to achieve con­
ditions propitiolls to a peaceful settlement of all
the disputes and misunderstandings now rife in
the world, Such proposals are branded as dan­
gerotls. Dangerous to whom? The answer is
obviollS. They are most likely to be dangerous
to warmongers, to industrialists and to those
financial interests that are connected with war
industry and war preparations.

At the previous meeting of the Security Coun·
cil, the United States representative blamed the
USSR resolution for containing· "something
about 'propaganda of a new war' and 'war­
mongers', which are old, old ideas". Together
with the delegations of the Ukrainian SSR and
several countries of the new democracy, the
USSR clelegation has long been advocating
measures to end warmongering and to curb the
warmongers and 11as made many other proposals
to which I have just referred.

This all demonstrates that the stand taken by
the: USSR delegation and the delegations support­
ing it has its own historical backgr.o~nd. These
delegations have for long been vOlcmg the de~
mands of the peoples of the world. I might go
even further and say that the proposal for the
reduction of armaments, nay, the proposal for a
partial and general reduction of armaments, was
made by the USSR Government in the League
of Nations more than twenty years ago. Nor
does that mean that the question is now obsolete;
it is just as real today as it was on the eve of
the Second World War. Surely that does not
diminish the value of the proposal for the reduc~
tion of armaments? There was a time when the
circles responsible for Munich accused the USSR
Government of defending obsolete ideas and pro­
posals when it urged that measures should be
taken to curb the aggression which Hitler was
preparing. We all know how the reftlSal of the
Governments of such countries as the United
Kingdom and France to accept these "obsolete"
ideas about checking the aggression prepared by
Hitler led to war.

The question is not whether these proposals are
old or new, but whether they door do not matter
to the peoples of the world. today. ~nyo~e
interested in peace and internatlonal secunty WIll

say that the reduction of. armaments, the prohi­
bition of the use of atomIC energy for war pur­
poses and the cnrbing of warmongers are burning
and pressing proposals of the moment whic~ can
be used for one end only-to promote mter­
national peace and security.

The delegation of the United States was dis­
pleased because the USSR draft resolution con~

tains a whole series of statements which, though
perhaps not to the liking of the delegation, do
not affect the substance of the USSR proposal.
Indeed the preamble notes "the increasing
activity developing among the aggressive circles
of certain Powers, and their policy of unleashing
a new war". That is, after all, a fact: an un­
palatable one to the representative of the United
States, but a fact all the same. The preamble
notes what is really happening at present. It
says too that this activity "is accompanied by an
nnjustified increase in armaments of all kinds, a
gross ini1ation of military budgets and an ever­
growing burden of taxation and other material
hardships upon wide sections of the people in
these States", That, too, is a fact. Figures speak
for themselves. According to the plan submitted
to Congress, defence expenditure in the United
States will have increased almost two and a half
times between 30 July 1948 and 30 July 1953.
And these' are not the full figures; many items
of expenditure are camouflaged. All the same,
these figures do show that the expenditure of the
United States-and the same can be said of
other States hitched to the United States political
wagon-is to be two and half times as large.
The resolution notes this fact, and a fact it
remains, though not a very pleasant one, perhaps,
to some of the delegations.

Peu importe que ces propositions soient vieilles
ou ne le soient pas; il s'agit de savoir si e11es pre~,

sentent ou non un caractere d'actualite pour les
peuples du monde, Tous ceux: qui tiennent au
maintien de la paix et Cle la securite internationales
reconnaitront que les propositions ayant pour
objet de reduire les armements, d'interdire l'utili­
sation de l'energie atomique a des fins militaires,
de roappeler a l'ordl'e les fauteul's de guerre, sont
des propositions d'une actuali±e brulantc qui ne
peuvent que servir la cause de la paix et de la
secllrite internationales.

The reso:ution also notes the existence: of
propaganda for new war and the fact that war­
mongers "seek to promote fear, uncertainty and
war bysteria among the people and in interna­
tional public circles". That, too, is a true descrip­
tion of the political activity of today.

The Press of the United States and of other
countries publishes daily all kinds of fantastic and
absurd assertior.s about an imaginary danger
threatening the United St.ates, about attacks,
threat!': tn WeMern European countries and so on
and so forth-incredible, fantastic assertions.
That Press has tens of mil1i.ons of readers and
it must be assumed that some proportion of these
asserticns i8 believed. This obviously c:~tes ten­
sion and spread!': panic amI war hysteria. Why
not put an end to this state of affairs? .

Many otl:er statements of the USSR resolution
reflect the real events and trends of today, and
for sor.te reason or other it is this aspect of the
question which has particularly aroused the indig­
nation of the United States representative. In­
dignation should be directed at facts and actions
and not at references to those facts or their
mention in any document.

The Unitr.::d Stak:; representative has said thnt
the aim of the USSR draft resolution is to delay
or obstruct any progress towards the creatlon of
conditions propitious to peace. The Ukrainian
delegation cannot agree with that point of view.
A glance at the first paragraph of the operative
part of the USSR resoh1tior. is suffic:ent to dis­
pose of tlmt £accusation.

Indeed, we read that ,<-he Security Council re­
solves "to instnlct thl': Commission for Conven­
tional Armaments, 13-5 a firsl step, to prep£are a
plan, to be submitted to the Security Coundl by
1 June 1949, for t11{' reduction '.>y o:1e-third of
the armaments and armed forces of the five per­
manent members of the Security Contleil no later
than 1 Ma:'ch 1950".

Is there any reason w~y this reduction by one­
third of the armed forces of the leading Powe.rs
sr.ould not be a first step toward8 the creation of
condifons favottrable to peace? Yet the tepreR

sentat:ve of the United States argues tJJat this is
a diversior. frolll the real problem. Where is the
logic in all thi8?

The legit: of the United States representative is
that if the United States increased its armaments
fivefold or in my other proportion by 1952, that
WOllld be a step towards peaCe. If on the other
lnnd the leading States reduced their armaments
and ~rmeu forces by one-third by 1 March 1950,
that would take us furthe7 away from peace.
""hat kinc of reasoning is this?

with the understanding that both conventions
shall be concluded and come into force simul­
taneously" .

Does not that take us a step, perhaps even a
whole mile, forwal·d on the road to peace and
security? Surely it cannot be believed that the
daily production of atom bombs and the enor­
mous allocations of funds for enlarging the
atomic war industry can lead mankind towards
peace.

If we are to reason thus, then we must indeed
agree that something fantastic has happened to
the logic of the human mind.

The Ukrainian delegation considers, therefore,
that the USSR draft resolution is appropriate
and should be examined by the Security Council.
It supports the proposal of the USSR repre­
sentative that the Security Council should ex­
amine the USSR dreft resolution together with
the General' Assembly resolution and the other
proposaLs and observations which will be made in
the Council, and that they' should all be referred
to the Commission for Conventional Armaments
amI the Atomic Energy Commission.

Only such a business-like approach can help us
to solve the problem of maintaining peace and
security. The United States representative has
spoken at length on this problem at the last meet­
ing, but the deeds of his delegation and Govern­
ment show that they are seeking exactly the op­
posite, namely, to divert the SCl:;urity Council
from these tasks.

The PRESIDENT: I W0l1ld ask the representa­
tive of France whether he would agree to a
postponement to the next meeting of the French
interpretation of the remarks of the representa­
tive of the Ukrainian SSR.

Mr. DE TOURNELLE (France) (translated from
French) : I shaH make a concession to my amiable
colleague frOIT] Argentina. I shall, as far as I am
concerned, waive the interpretation into French.

The PRESIDENT: I shall now put to the vote
the USSR draft resolution.

Mr. MALrl< (Union of Soviet Socialist Re­
publics) (translated from RHssian): In view of
the fact that the majority of members of the
Security Council have not spoken on the draft
resolution I submitted, I must conclude tl1at a
number of members of the Security Council do
~ot wish to discuss it. Consequently, the resolu­
110n has not been discussed.

I therefore. move that the USSR delegation's
draft. resolutlon and the proposals contained
therem should be referred, together with the
General Assembly resolution, to the Corrunission
for Conventional Armaments and the Atomic
Energy Commission for their consideration.

I would assume, of ~ttrse, that the
resolution Sllhmitted at the last meeting by the
USSR delegation [S/1246jRev.1] would be
voted upon first, as the President suggested at
the beginning of this meeting; ane that then the
United States resolution [S/1248] dealing wib
the letter from tllt S~cretary~GenerQ[concerning
the Gtll~rdl Assembly resolution of November
last [S/1216J would be voted upon. Is that the
President's proposal?

. So far as I am concerned, 1 shoul<: be ready
to ]Jass to a vote immediately.

The PRESIDENT: My understanding is the fol~

lowing: the representative of the USSR is asking
us to tmnsn:it his draft resolution to the ComA
miBsion for Conventional ArTlutment,:; :mrl to th
Atomic Ene,gy Commission without voting on
that resohltion bere. His resolution, therefore,
becomes a procedural res,olution. I ask therefore
whether the Council wishes to vote on this pro­
cedural resolution [5/1249J or whether it wishes
mo:e time to consider it.

Sir Alexander CADOGAN (United Kingdom):
It would seem ,to me a rather curious pro,~edure

I indicated our views on the
subject at the last meeting.

I think that we ought to proceed to a vote. If
the Security Council does not accept the USSR
resol ution, I cannot quite see on wl1at ground it
can be claimcd that the text should be sent to the
Commissions. It seems to me that the resolution
would become void altogether.

The PRESIDENT: The representative of the
United Kingdom has raised an objection of sub­
stance. The draft resolution submitted by the
reprcsentative of the USSR, in regard to the
transmittd of his resolution, is in strict accord­
ance with our rules of procedure. Since he has
put forward that resolution, it is now before the
Security Council. The Council now has to take
action on two procedural resolutions, and in that
case I shall first put to the vote the United States
draft resolution [Sjl248].

Mr. MALIK (Union of Soviet Socialist Re­
publics) (translated from Russian): r do not
think that there has been any violation of the
rules of procedure, and the USSR delegation has
been following those rules strictly.

During the Council's discussion of the General
Assembly resolution, the USSR delegation sub­
mitted its proposals relating to that resolution.
The USSR proposals submitted in the Security
~o\1neil are ill strict conformity with the deci­
sIons of the General Assembly and the Council,
a.ncl their purpose is to faciJitate the implementa­
tlOn of thosc important decisions of the United
Nations. The USSR deJegation had assumed that
other dele~ations would also submit their pro­
posals dunng the discussion of the question. It
IS only natural that the Council should transmit
such proposals to the Commission for Conven­
tional Armamcnts. If, in that connexion, there
were. any proposals concerning questions of
atomIC energy, they should be transmitted to the
Atomic. Energy Commission. There is nothing
cor.tradlctory to the rules of procedure in that.

Consequen~ly, as the substance of the proposals
was not conSIdered by the Security Council the
USSR. delegation proposes that they should be
t~ansnlltted to both the Commission for Conven­
tl~n~l Armaments and the Atomic Energy Com­
mISSIOn. Moreover, as the USSR proposals were
submitted first, they should be voted upon first.
Why should we now proceed to consider the
United States draft resolution without having
reached Q decision on the USSR proposals?

As a proccdural proposal has been made with
rega:d to the USSR proposals, the Council must
consider that question first and then go on to a
vo~e on the United States delegation's draft resoM
lutlOn.

I therefore object to having the United States
draft resolution put to the vote at this time and
I maintain that the question of the USSR' pro­
posals must be settled first.
