Mr. AUSTIN ,~United States of America); The
special interest of the "Cnited States in this matter
is to devise pr<lctieable procedures by which the
adminislmtiot1 of a Rtrnkgic area-and in P<lrtiCll~

lar the Trust Territory of the Pacific Islands
under United States administration-can be effec­
tively supervised by tIle United N arions.

The United States is also interested in main­
taininf!'. the bala:lce between the Genenl Assembly
and Trusteeshb Council, on the one hand, and
the Security Council and Trusteeship Council, on
the other. This is a structural and political ba:ance
created by the Charter.

As I advisec the Security Council on 15 No­
vember 1947 [220th meeting], the United States
believes that, 1u accordance with paragraph 3 of
Article 83 of the Charter, supervision of this
Trust Territory by the Trusteeship Council .is
provided for in article 13 :)f the Trusteeshtp
Agreement This article reads as follcws;

"The provisions of Article;; 87 and 88 o.f the
Charter shall be applicable to the Trust Terntory,
provided that the Administ.cring ~ut~?rity may
determ:ne the extent of thetr appIJcabl1tty to any
areas which tt'.ay from time to time be specified
by it as closed for security reasons."

Since these articles of the Charter confer
specific powers on the Trlls::eeship Council, t~e
United Staf~s assumed that the Trllsteeslup
Council was a:ready empowered, by virtue cf the
action of the Securitv Council in approving- the
above :Jrovision, to supervise the Trnst Territory
of the 'Pacific Islands. However, some members
of the Security Council felt that the assistance
of the Trusteeship Council should 1Je specifically'
requested by the Semrity Council. The Com­
mittee of Experts of the Secmity Council
accorcl:ngly was asked to consider the matter
and make recommendations to the Security
Council.

We are entirely satisfied with the draft reso­
lution [5/6421 which the Committee of Experts
has retommet~ded to the Security Council and,
as the members all know, we S\lpported this
recommendatiun in the Committee. Wc believe
that t!:is prorosal is entirely in accordance with
the sp:rit and letter of the Charter and hat it
represents a wise and practicable division of
responsibility and la':lOur between the Security
Coune] and the Trusteeship Coun('il with reaard
to the supervision of strategic areas. In essence,
the Committee of Ex::>erts has recommended that
the Security Council, while reserving to itself
decisicns on security matters, shotlld request the
Trusteeship Council, acting on behalf of the
Security Cour,cil, to perform the functions speci­
fied in Articles 87 and 88 of the Charter rtlating
to the political, economic, social and educational
advancement Df the inhahitants of sllch strategic
areas. This seems to u:'> a businesslike arrange­
ment.

The Security Council of course would retain
J'itn and "ultimate responsibility for al1 action
which the United Nations may take in regard to

the Trusteeship COW1cil in connexion with any
matters dealt with in the proposal. It would
merely recognize that, in view of the fact that
the Trusteeship COl:ncil is far better fitted to
perform the ft1l1CtiUllS svccified in Artic:cs 87 and
88 of the Charter, a::ld in view of the obligation
-1 say "obligation"-o£ the Security Council to
avail itself in this respect of the assistance of the
Trusteeship Council, the most sensible arrange­
ment w0l11d be to do so by a general r~lJest.

We now have before us the report of the
Secmity Council's Committee which was set up
to confer with the Committee of the Trusteeship
Council. It gives us a summary of the views of
all the members of the Trusteesship COlmeil. That
report indicates that the members of the Tnlstee­
sUp Council, except for the representa:ive of the
USSR, we~e concerned in preserving what they
considered the wide freedom of action which the
Trusteeship CO\1l1cil hnc: lmrlf'r the Charter and
tUs Trusteeship Agreement, in de..1.ling with all
n:atters-cxccption cuesti(lns of security-in rela­
tion to strategic areas. A reference to the dis­
cllssion in the Trusteeship Council on this matter
will indic~te even more clearly the emphasis
which the members of that Council placed on
this point.

In OUT vitw, the Security Council should takf'
into serioes consideration the views expressed
by another principal organ of the 'United Nations
as to the latter's responsibilities.

I should like to make clear in more detail our
view on the questions before tbe Security
Cotmcil.

Article 35 of the Charter gives the General
Assembly full and ultimate responslbility with
regard to ordinary Trust Territories. Article 83
gives the Security Cotmcil £1111 responsibility witb
regard to strategic Trust Territories. The Charter
contemplates tllat tile Tn1steeship Council shall
assist both the General Assembly in carrying out
i:s functio:1s with relation to ordinary trusteeship
agreements, and the Security Councii in carrying
ottt certain of il~ (unctions in relation to strategic
trusteeship agreements.

In the case of the General ASSEmbly, para­
graph 2 of Article 85 states that the Tnlsteeship
Council shall assist the General Assembly in
carrying out all of ib (uuctions. In the case of
the Security Council, paragraph 3 of Article 83
states that, subject to certain provisions, the
Security CDl1llcil sr.nll avail itself of the assistance
)f the Tnlsteeship Council to perform those func­
:ions of the United Nations uncleI' the Trustee­
3hip System relatil:g to political, economte, social
and educ;;.tional matters in the strategic areas.

In reguJ to the c1lsputed point as to wllether
paragraph 3 of Article 83 obliges the Security
Coundl to avail itself of the assistance of the
TrusteesHp Council, the United States feels that

both the language of tbt Article and the record
of the San Francisco Conference make it clear
that lhe Secmity Council is under obligation to
avail itself of the assistance of the Trusteeship
Council in certain respects and under certain con~
ditions as specified in that Article. The position
of the USSR all this displltecl point does not
appear to have received any support otf.er than
that from .Poland and the Ukrainian Soviet
Socialist Republic.

The acceptance of the principle th~t the
Security Council must avail itself of the asslsta~ec

of the Trusteesr.ip Council in acco~dance wIth
the provisions of p<1rag~nph 3 o~ Artl~le 83 does
not involve any reductlOll or h!llItatlOn of the
power of the Security Council in t~e field o.f
strategic tnsteeships. When the SeetJrlty Coun~ll
avails itself of the ass:stann of the Trusteeslllp
Council in accordance with its obligations, that
action does not in any way prejudice. its full and
ultimatt responsibility for all ft':1C':llOn~ of .thc
United Nations relating to s:rateglc trusteeslllps,
or deprive it oi its jurisdiction to ~ake such
further action as it deems appropnate. The
resoblion of the Committee of Experts recognlzes
this fact as well as specifically reserving the
exclt:sive'right to the Secudy Council to m<:J,ke
decisions regarding security questions.. Thus, the
requirements of Ihe. Charter. md the mterests of
the S".curity CounCIl are fu.ly preserved.

If we look at the matter from the point of
view of what policy the Security Council should
follow in these matte:s, we find a number of
very persuasive reasons for suppcrting the p:~­
posals of (le Conunmittee of Experts. The S1)!.Tlt
and intent of the Charter call upon the Sectlflty
Council to create relationships with the Trustee­
ship COlJ11ci1 in the field of str<ttegic trusteeships,
similar to those between the General Assemhly
and the Trusteeship Ccuneil in the sphere of non~

stra:egic trusteeships. The Trusteeship Council is
the organ of the United Nations specific;dly desi~­

l1ated in the Charter to deal on a day~to~day baSIS
with the problems relating to the political, eco·
nDrr::ie, sodal and educational <ldvaneeme:lt of the
inhabitants of trl1st territories. Tle TfI1steesbip
Council is clearly mudl beLtet· qualified than the
Secltrity Council to deal with. such questions. It is
constantly dealing with simi:ar questions in non­
strategic areas, and it has personnel specially
qualified to deal with these highly technical sub~
jeets. On the other hand, :he Security Council
has no facilities at all to deal with the ;Jroblems
which involve the [)~omotion of the political,
economic, social and educational advancement of
the lnhabitants of trll~t territories.

It seems to us tha: it would )e much more
practicablt for the Security Coullcil, under these
circumstances, to expedite its own very i:l1portant
work by reqnesting the Trusteeship Council, in
accordance with the resolution of the Committee
of Experts, to carry out on its behalf thl' fllnc~

tions indicated in Articles 87 and 88 of the
Charter. This would enable the Trusteeship
Council to net :n this field as it does on behalf
of the General Assembly il' non-strategic areas.
Such a course of action would be in keeping with

the responsibilities of the Trusteeship Council as
one of the principal organs of the United Nations,
and wOllld avoid that constant frictiOll between the
two Councils which we fear would result if, each
time a problem arose. we had to decide which
organ was to deal with it.

The Committee of Experts' report, wllile not
impillpng upon the legitimate responsibilities of
the Tnlsteeship Council under the Charter, and
while giving that Council tlle broad uutbority
which it feels itself entitled to in this field, at
the s~me time fully reserves to the Security
CotmdI the right to Iwd~e .final decisions. In this
respect, the Security Council is placed in the
same position witl, regard to strategic trllsteeships
as the General Assembly is placed wit1l regard to
non-strategic trt1~teeships. Th!'.' Trusteeship C011O­
cil will keep the Seetlrlty Council fll11y iliformecl
on all m.atters relating to the stlpervision of a
strateg:ic area anti all its activities with r{".spett
thereto,

In the case of the questionnaire, the Trustee~

ship Council will. in the normal course, prepare
;nul forward it to the Administerin{l" Authority.
The forwarding of the questionnaire is to be
delayed for one month in order to give the
Security Council ample time in which to detide
on any modifications wbich it desires made in the
ql1estionnaire, thel.'> assuring the Security CQlmcil
an opportnnity to exercise its responsibility in
this m"tter jf it so desires. The Security Cotmcil
will te advised by the Secrestary-Gcneral of the
receipt of the report of the Administering
Authority, and [.f <In)' petitions relaHng to the
strategic area. These will be transmitted also to
the Trusteeship Council for examination and
r~port to the Security Council. fi'in<illy, the
Security Council will receive irom the Trusletship
COllncil its reports ;:md recommendations on
political, economic, social and educational matters
affecting a strategic area. Again, 011 aU of these
matters, the Trusteeship COllQd[ wif[ normally
take the initiative and act as it deems appropriate.
TIle Securitv Conncil, however, rein ins its fll11
power to act and the power to make ultimate
decisions. Since the Secl1rity Council is in con­
tinllOtls sessi,:m, jt would appear that its position
in this respect is fully protected as a practical
m<ltter by the provisions of tlle Committee of
Experts' resollltion.

For these reasons, the United States fu1ly
supports the proposed resolution put forward by
the Committee oi Experts of the Security CO\Tncil.

Paragrapll 4 of the draft resolution provides
that the Trusteeship Council shall "submit to the
Security Council its reports ;md recOJTmemlations
on political, economic and educational matters
affecting strategic areas under trusteeship".

In view of thesl1bstance of the above draft
resolution, and partiClt!ctrly of the fact that its
preamble states that the Trusteeship Council is
requested to assist the Secllrity Cocncil in the
performance of certain functions of the United
Nations relating to strategic areas under trtlstee­
shil? in the. :acific Ocean, and gui:!ed hy the
deSire to .faaMate the solution of this long drawn­
01-1t question...the USSR de1eg::ttion does not object
to the defimbon of the tasks which it is intended
to entrust to the Truseeship Cotlncil.

The USSR delegation feels obliged to point
out, however, tbat the draft resolu~ion of the
Committee of Expe~ts lla.~ .one ~hortcomi~g: it is
too ge~era1.

we have to know whether jmisprudence [or such
matters which might constitute a change in the
Charte; can be a source of legislation in the
United 'Nations. Call we, throng" jurisprudence
and througr methods not stipulated in ~he pro~er
paragraph of the Charter relating to lts modtfi­
C<.ltiOll, chan~e the Charter? Can we change any
Article or any part of the Charter?

A"ain I want to repe<lt the word "dOllbts". I
am ~ot ~ffering or t'X[Jressing a defi~lite opinio:l
on the matter; I only want to register my doubts.

That is 0111" P.'lft of what I wanted to say.
There is another part, upon which I should like
to have the permission of th~ ?resident. and .of
the Council to speak, and that IS lr. conneXlOn With
the vote of my ueleg,ation with regard to the draft
resolution of the Committee of Experts.

I consider that I Owe it to the Council and to
my own delegaticn to expla-in my vote today,
especially since the representatives of the other
two delegr..tions which abstained did have an
opportunity of explaining their vote.

Last yea.r E.t;ypt Was not a member of the
Security Council or <.l member Ot the CJmmittee
of t<:xperts. We r.ave mcst carefully studied the
work of the Committee of Experts, and while
considering that it has, rela~ively 5peaking,
brought its work to a very good conclusion, that
conclusion is not sufficiently c\car to ns-and that
is why I say "relatively speaking"-nor does it,
in Ollr view, sufficiently express that equilibriu;n
whic.h the Charter has tried to create with regard
to various important considerations. When I speak
of "equilibrium", I specifically mean certa:n
things. Tu Legill with, it is clear to all of us, I
am sure, that the first purpose and ob:ective of
the Trusteeship System is the welfare of the
inhabitants of the territory under tnsteeship.

AccClrdin~ly, when we give
authority to the Security Council, we should do
so always k~ping in mind that essential compe­
tence of the Trusteeship CounciL

Although my delegation considers that the draft
resolution is good, relatively speaking, we con­
sider that it does not sufficiently clarify that equi­
librium which the Charter of the 'L~nited Nations
wanted to create and to maintain between these
various considerations. We are not unhappy that
the draft resolution was passed, but we hope that
the spirit of the Charter a:J.d the essential purpose
for which the whole system of the Trusteeship
Council was created will be maintained and ~ept

in mind.

For the reasons which I have explained, I, on
behalf of my ddegation, abstained from voting.
