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Official communiqué of the 5358th (closed) meeting
of the Security Council

“The members of the Council heard a briefing by Ms. Heidi Tagliavini.

“The Special Envoy of the President of Georgia, His Excellency,
Mr. Irakli Alasania, made a statement.

“The representative of the Russian Federation made a statement.”
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
