 “In accordance with the understanding reached in the Council’s prior 
consultations, the President, with the consent of the Council, extended an 
invitation under rule 39 of the Council’s provisional rules of procedure to 
Mr. Youssef Mahmoud, Executive Representative of the Secretary-General for 
Burundi. 

 “The Council heard a briefing by the representative of Norway, Vice-
Chair of the Organizational Committee of the Peacebuilding Commission.
