Expression of thanks to the retiring President

1. The PRESIDENT (translated from Spanish):
Before we start our work, I should like to convey to
the representative of Japan our appreciation of th~

dignified manner with which he presided over the
proceedings of the Security Council during the month
of October, This is no mere casual remark. Amba:;­
sador Matsudaira, as the distingui$hed representative
of an age~old culture, contributed his great ability to
the work of this Council and did honour to a great
diplomatic tradition.

2. Mr. MATSUDAlRA (Japan) (translated from
French): Mr. President, I should like to say how touched
I am by your very kind words, I feel that I am Wl­

worthy of your praise and] prefer to consider it as the
expression of friendly feelings towards my country
and its people, On that basis, I should like to thank
you and to take this opportunity to congratulate you
on the fact that, for the first time in the history of the
United Nations, a representative of Panama is presiding
over the Security Council.

of large and small nations in the service of the United
Nations.

5. I shall refer first. to tile question of disarmament
in so far as it CDmes within the jurisdiction of the Secu~

rity Coumil and the Military Staff C(Jmmitt~e.

6, The resolution recently adopted by the General
Assembly to establish 11 Disarmament Commission
composed of the eighty-one Member States [resolu­
tion 1252 D (XIIl)} makes it necessary (or the members
of the Council and for the S~cretary-Generalto consider
methods of co-ordinating tile work of the Disarmament
Commission with the functions conferred by the Cllurter
upon the Security Council and the Military Staff Com­
mittee.

7. It is t:ue that under Article 11 of the Charter tiIe
Assembly may make recommendations to the Members
or tn the Sec11l'ity Council or lo both ""ith regurd to the
principles governing disarmament and the regulation
of armaments, hut that authority does not mean that
the Security Cottncil rmd the iVlililary Staff Committee
call abdicl:!le tile functions specitically conferred upon
tl\.em by Articles 26 and 47 of the Charter for formu­
lating plans relating to the reglllatioll of armaments
and possible disarmament.

8. In a single generatioll, mankind lws witne5sed a
scientific revolution without parallel in history, beside
whic11 the Industrial Revolution, which was said to
have changed the world more than it had been changed
in the previolls ten centuries, seems mere ch]d's play,
Just as sei,~nce is extc.llding t11e rwntiers of knowledge
:md incrcu3ing thc creative and dtstrucUve cr-pactty of
man, international problems are ~eaching new dimen­
sions. There must he new intellectual processes that
will bring bto being a new and creative mental attitude
so that we may seek and find solutions in keeping
with Lhe realities of om thll~.

9. Houtine procedures no longer suffice to solve the
gigantic difficulties in the way of maintaining interna~
tional peace and secudty. Modern internat;oual law
demands a new dynamics w:lich will er..able the inter­
national commuIlity to define its aims from time to
time, for those aims must he kept in proportion \:'0 tlle
needs of MemhCr States and to the resources availahle
for tlle solution of current problems.

10. TOWards that end, the United Nations Chart~r,

in paragraph 2 of Article 28, provides the possibility .for
periodic meetings of the Security Council, the obvious
jmrpose being that the activities 01 the Council should
go beyond fle me~e peaceful settlement of disputes and
action with respect to tl.1reats to the peace, breaches of
the peace, nnd acts of aggression.

If tllat is so - and there is no reason
to believe the contrary - it would be well if the mem­
bers of the Council were to ponder the advisability
of periodic meetings of the Security Council with a
view to giving fresh impetus to the international orga­
nization in its ~earch for the soll1tion of some of the
major international problems.

12. In eUect, Article 28 of the Charter creates the pro~

ceduraI means for l:he Council to be whaL it is supposed
to be: an executive organ capable of establishing an
international policy which will promote collective
international interests, gradually reduce the importance
of differences het~'een States and, in short, restore to
the world the confidence necessary tf) disp~.l fears of
extermination by mrprise attack.

13. I leave it to representatives to reflect on thc points
T have mentioned in the hope that they may in future
be considered in relation to the work of this Council.

14. The PTIESIDENT (tramllated trom Spanish): As a
matter preliminary to our debate Oll the substance of
the item, I wish, as President of the Security Council,
to pay a tribute to the memor~y of Dr. Jos~ Gllstavo
Guerrero, the illustrious Salvadorian jurist whose
unhmely death occurred on 25 October 1958, during
his tenn as Judge of the International Court of Justice.

Hi. The name of Dr. Jose Gustavo Guerre~o, a badge
of honour for Latin America, has won world renown
because of his great achievements in education, diplo­
macy and I£lw. Not only did he have a brillbot poli­
tical career as a Mb.ister of El Salvador ]lOlding the
portfolio:' of Education, JusLice alld Foreign Relations,
but his international career had the climensions of real
greatness. In his ~xercise of the lLighest o!TIces in the
international community, Dr. Guerrero combined
wisdom with uprightness, and great knowledge with
justice. Thus he won a p:ace of honour in the hisLory
of his counLry, of America and of the world. Dr. Guer­
rero's participation in the Council et the League of
Nations in 1927, his achievements as President of the
tenth Assembly of the Leaguc in 1929, as President of
the Permanent Com! of International Justice from 1937
to 1945 and a~ President of tlle International COUTt of

paragraph (a) of rule 8 of the rules <If procedure of the
General Assembly. I m1\ke this explanation in order
to prevent any confusion. The term special session
cannot in any case be made to cover an emergency
session; it means only a special session coming under
paragraph (a) of rule 8 of the rules of procedure,

20. Moreover, for the infonnation of members, I
should like to say that the Secretary-General addressed
a letter on 14 November to the members of the Per­
manent Court of Arbitration and to the natiotlal
groups which are authorized to submit nominations of
candidates to fill vacancies informing them that they
had three months to submit those nominations; thus,
all the provisions of Articles 5 and 14 of the Stahtte
of the International Court of Justice have been duly
taken into account.

25, In view of the statement of the Lebanese Govern­
ment and of the recommendntion of the Ohservation
Group, it seems appropriate to decide now whether the
members of the Security Council agree to the deletion
from the list of matters hefore it of the complaint
submiUed by the Lebanese Government on 22 May 1958
and to the liqufdation of the operation of the United
Nations Observation Group ill Lebanon.
