 “Statements were made by the representatives of the United States, 

Mexico, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Ireland, Niger (speaking on behalf 

of the A3+1: Niger, Kenya, Tunisia and Saint Vincent and the Grenadines) , 

Estonia, the United Kingdom, India, Viet Nam, China, Norway, Russian 

Federation and by the President, speaking in his capacity as the representative 

of France.
