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The Security Council

Recalling its previous resolutions and in particular its resolution
986 (1995) of 14 April 1995,

Convi nced of the need as a tenporary nmeasure to continue to provide for the
humani tari an needs of the Iraqi people until the fulfilnment by Iraq of the
rel evant Security Council resolutions, including notably resolution 687 (1991)
of 3 April 1991, allows the Council to take further action with regard to the
prohibitions referred to in resolution 661 (1990) of 6 August 1990, in
accordance with the provisions of those resol utions,

Determined to avoid any further deterioration of the current humanitarian
situation,

Convi nced al so of the need for equitable distribution of humanitarian
relief to all segnments of the Iraqgi popul ati on throughout the country,

Wl coming the report submitted by the Secretary-General in accordance with
par agraph 11 of resolution 986 (1995) (S/1997/419), as well as the report
submtted in accordance with paragraph 12 of resolution 986 (1995) (S/1997/417)
by the Comm ttee established by resolution 661 (1990) of 6 August 1990,

Reaffirm ng the conmtnment of all Menber States to the sovereignty and
territorial integrity of Iraq,

Acting under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations,
1. Deci des that the provisions of resolution 986 (1995), except those
contai ned in paragraphs 4, 11 and 12, shall remain in force for another period

of 180 days begi nning at 00.01 hours, Eastern Daylight Tine, on 8 June 1997

2. Furt her decides to conduct a thorough review of all aspects of the
i npl enentation of this resolution 90 days after the entry into force of
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par agraph 1 above and again prior to the end of the 180 day period, on receipt
of the reports referred to in paragraphs 3 and 4 bel ow, and expresses its
intention, prior to the end of the 180 day period, to consider favourably
renewal of the provisions of this resolution, provided that the reports referred
to in paragraphs 3 and 4 bel ow i ndicate that those provisions are being

sati sfactorily inpl enented

3. Requests the Secretary-CGeneral to report to the Council 90 days after
the date of entry into force of paragraph 1 above, and again prior to the end of
the 180 day period, on the basis of observation by United Nations personnel in
Iraq, and on the basis of consultations with the Governnment of Iraq, on whether
Irag has ensured the equitable distribution of medicine, health supplies,
foodstuffs, and materials and supplies for essential civilian needs, financed in
accordance with paragraph 8 (a) of resolution 986 (1995), including in his
reports any observations he may have on the adequacy of the revenues to neet
Iraq's humani tarian needs, and on Iraq's capacity to export sufficient
quantities of petroleum and petrol eum products to produce the sumreferred to in
paragraph 1 of resolution 986 (1995);

4. Requests the Conmittee established by resolution 661 (1990), in close
coordination with the Secretary-General, to report to the Council 90 days after
the date of entry into force of paragraph 1 above and again prior to the end of
the 180 day period on the inplenmentation of the arrangenents in paragraphs 1, 2,
6, 8, 9 and 10 of resolution 986 (1995);

5. Directs the Commttee established by resolution 661 (1990) of
6 August 1990 to process expeditiously contract applications submitted under the
present resolution as soon as the Secretary-Ceneral has approved the new Pl an
submtted by the Government of Iraqg, guaranteeing equitable distribution and
i ncluding a description of the goods to be purchased with the revenues of the
sal e of petrol eum and petrol eum products authorized by the present resolution

6. Decides to renain seized of the matter
