RESCOLUTI ON 1114 (1997)

Adopted by the Security Council at its 3791st neeting,
on 19 June 1997

The Security Council

Recalling its resolution 1101 (1997) of 28 March 1997,

Recalling the statement of 13 March 1997 of its President on the situation
in Al bania (S/PRST/ 1997/ 14),

Taking note of the letter of 16 June 1997 fromthe Permanent Representative
of Albania to the United Nations to the President of the Security Counci
(S/ 1997/ 464)

Taking note also of the sixth report to the Council on the operation of the
mul tinational protection force in Al bania (S/ 1997/ 460),

Taki ng note of Decision 160 by the Permanent Council of the Organization
for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE) of 27 March 1997 (S/ 1997/ 259
annex I1), including to provide the coordinating framework within which other
i nternational organizations can play their part in their respective areas of
conpet ence

Expr essi ng appreciation for the neutral and inpartial way in which the
Counci| mandate has been carried out by the nmultinational protection force, in
cl ose cooperation with the Al banian authorities,

Reiterating its concern over the situation in Al bania,

Underlining the need for all concerned to refrain fromhostilities and acts
of violence, and calling on the parties involved to continue the politica
di al ogue and facilitate the el ectoral process,

Stressing the inportance of regional stability and, in this context, fully

supporting the diplomatic efforts of the international community, particularly
the OSCE and the European Union, to find a peaceful solution to the crisis and
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assist in the electoral process in Albania, in cooperation with the Al bani an
authorities,

Taki ng note of the need over a short period of time, as underlined in the
sixth report on the operation of the nmultinational protection force in Al bania,
for alimted increase in the contingent originally planned, for the purpose of
protecting the OSCE mi ssion, especially in view of the planned el ecti ons,

Reaffirm ng the sovereignty, independence and territorial integrity of the
Republ i c of Al bani a,

Determ ning that the present situation in Al bania constitutes a threat to
peace and security in the region

1. Condemms all acts of violence, and calls for their i medi ate end;

2. Wl cones the readi ness of the countries contributing to the
mul tinational protection force to maintain their mlitary contingents in Al bania
for alimted tinme as part of the nmultinational protection force in the
framework of the mandate provided by resolution 1101 (1997);

3. Further wel cones the intention of the countries contributing to the
mul tinational protection force to continue, within the framework of the mandate
provi ded by resolution 1101 (1997), to facilitate the safe and pronpt delivery
of humanitarian assistance and to help create a secure environnent for the
m ssions of international organizations in Al bania, including those providing
hurmani tari an assi stance, and takes note of all the elenents contained in the
sixth report to the Council on the operation of the multinational protection
force in Albania, concerning, inter alia, the electoral nonitoring mnssion of
the OSCE-Ofice for Denocratic Institutions and Human Ri ghts

4. Aut hori zes the Menber States participating in the nultinationa
protection force to conduct the operation in a neutral and inpartial way to
achi eve the objectives set out in paragraph 3 above and, acting under
Chapter VIl of the Charter of the United Nations, further authorizes these
Menber States to ensure the security and freedom of novement of the personnel of
the multinational protection force;

5. Calls upon all those concerned in Al bania to cooperate with the
mul tinational protection force and with the m ssions of the internationa
or gani zati ons;

6. Deci des that the operation will be limted to a period of forty-five
days from 28 June 1997, at which tinme the Council wll assess the situation on
the basis of the reports referred to in paragraph 9 bel ow

7. Deci des that the cost of inplenmenting this tenporary operation will be
borne by the participating Menber States;

8. Encour ages the Menber States participating in the nmultinationa
protection force to cooperate closely with the Governnent of Al bania, the United
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Nati ons, the OSCE, the European Union and all international organizations
i nvol ved in rendering humanitarian assistance in Al bani a;

9. Requests the Menber States participating in the nmultinationa
protection force to provide periodic reports to the Council through the
Secretary-CGeneral, at |east every two weeks, the first such report to be nade no
| ater than 14 days after the adoption of this resolution, inter alia specifying
the paranmeters and nodalities of the operation on the basis of consultations
bet ween those Menber States and the Governnent of Al bania;

10. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter
