The Security Council

Recalling all its relevant resolutions and those adopted by the General
Assenbl y,

Taki ng note of the request of 29 October 1997 fromthe President of the
Republic of Haiti to the Secretary-General of the United Nations (S/1997/832
annex 1),

Taking note also of the report of the Secretary-General of 31 Cctober 1997
(S/1997/832) and the addendumto this report (S/1997/832/Add.1), and the
reconmendati ons contai ned therein,

Commendi ng the role of the United Nations Transition Mssion in Haiti
(UNTMH) in assisting the Government of Haiti by supporting and contributing to
t he professionalization of the Haitian national police, and expressing its
appreciation to all Menber States which have contributed to UNTM H,

Noting the term nation in accordance with resolution 1123 (1997) (of
30 July 1997) of the mandate of UNTM H as of 30 Novenber 1997,

Commendi ng further the role of the Special Representative of the Secretary-
Ceneral in the coordination of activities by the United Nations systemto
promote institution-building, national reconciliation and econom c
rehabilitation in Haiti,

Noting the key role played to date by the United Nations G vilian Police,
the International Cvilian Mssion in Haiti and United Nations Devel opnent
Programe techni cal assistance in helping to establish a fully functioning
Haitian national police force of adequate size and structure as an integra
el ement of the consolidation of denocracy and the revitalization of Haiti's
system of justice and, in this context, welcom ng continued progress towards
prof essi onal i zati on of the Haitian national police and towards ful filmment of the
May 1997 "Haitian national police devel opnment plan for 1997-2001",
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Stressing the |link between peace and devel opnent, noting that significant
i nternational assistance is indispensable for sustainable devel opnent in Haiti,
and stressing that a sustained conmtnent by the international conmunity and the
international financial institutions to assist and support the econom c, socia
and institutional developnent in Haiti is indispensable for |ong-term peace and
security in the country,

Recogni zi ng that the people and the Governnent of Haiti bear the ultimate
responsibility for national reconciliation, the maintenance of a secure and
stabl e environnent, the adm nistration of justice, and the reconstruction of
their country,

1. Affirms the inportance of a professional, self-sustaining, fully
functioning national police of adequate size and structure, able to conduct the
full spectrum of police functions, to the consolidation of denocracy and the
revitalization of Haiti's systemof justice and encourages Haiti to pursue its
plans in these respects;

2. Deci des further to paragraph 1 above, and at the request of the
President of the Republic of Haiti, to establish until 30 Novenber 1998 a United
Nations Cvilian Police Mssion in Haiti (M PONUH), conmposed of up to 300
civilian police, with a mandate limted to a single one-year period ending on
30 Novenber 1998 in order to continue to assist the Government of Haiti by
supporting and contributing to the professionalization of the Haitian nationa
police in accordance with the arrangenents, including nmentoring Haitian nationa
police field performance, set out in paragraphs 39-40 of the report of the
Secretary- General of 31 Cctober 1997 and paragraphs 2-12 of the addendumto this
report;

3. Affirms also that further international assistance to the Haitian
nati onal police, should it be needed, should be provided through United Nations
speci al i zed agenci es and programes, in particular the United Nations
Devel opnent Progranmme, and through international and regi onal organizations and
by interested Menber States;

4. Affirnms also that all special arrangenents accorded to M PONUH wi |l |
not constitute precedents for other operations of the same nature that include
civilian police personnel

5. Deci des also that MPONUH wi || assume responsibility for those UNTM H
personnel and United Nations-owned assets required for its use in fulfilment of
its nmandate;

6. Requests all States to provide appropriate support for the actions
undertaken by the United Nations and by Menber States pursuant to this and other
rel evant resolutions in order to carry out the provisions of the mandate as set
out in paragraph 2 above;

7. Requests the Secretary-CGeneral to report to the Security Council on
the inplenentation of this resolution every three nonths fromthe date of its
adoption until the mandate of M PONUH expires on 30 Novenber 1998;
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8. Recogni zes that econom c rehabilitation and reconstruction constitute
the maj or tasks facing the Haitian Governnent and people and that significant
i nternational assistance is indispensable for sustainable devel opment in Haiti,
and stresses the commtnment of the international community to a long-term
programe of support for Haiti;

9. Requests all States to nake voluntary contributions to the trust fund
established in resolution 975 (1995) for the Haitian national police, in
particular for the recruitnent and depl oynment by the United Nations Devel opnent
Programme of police advisers to assist the inspector general, directorate
general, and departnment headquarters of the Haitian national police;

10. Decides to renmain seized of the matter
