Recalling its resolution 1132 (1997) of 8 Cctober 1997 and the rel evant
statenents of its President,

Taki ng note of the letter fromthe Chargé d affaires a.i. of the Permanent
M ssion of Sierra Leone to the United Nations to the President of the Security
Council of 9 March 1998 (S/1998/215),

Acting under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations,

1. Wl cones the return to Sierra Leone of its denocratically el ected
Presi dent on 10 March 1998;

2. Decides to terminate, with inmediate effect, the prohibitions on the
sale or supply to Sierra Leone of petroleumand petrol eum products referred to
in paragraph 6 of resolution 1132 (1997);

3. Wl cones the intention of the Secretary-CGeneral to nake proposal s
concerning the role of the United Nations and its future presence in Sierra
Leone;

4, Decides to review the other prohibitions referred to in resolution
1132 (1997) in accordance with paragraph 17 of that resolution and in the Iight
of devel opnents and further discussion with the Governnent of Sierra Leone;
