QUESTION RELATING TO THE SITUATION 
IN THE UNION OF SOUTH AFRICA 

Decisions 

At its 851st meeting, on 30 March 1960, the Council 
decided to invite the representatives of the Union of 
South Africa, India, Ethiopia, Ghana, Pakistan, Guinea 
and Liberia to participate, without vote, in the discus­
sion of the question. 

At its 853rd meeting, on 31 March 1960, the Council 
decided to invite the representative of Jordan to par­
ticipate, without vote, in the discussion of the question.

The Security Council, 

Having considered the complaint of twenty-nine 
Member States contained in document S/4279 and 
Add. I 1 concerning " the situation arising out of the 
large-scale killings of unarmed and peaceful demons­
trators against racial discrimination and segregation in 
the Union of South Africa", 

Recognizing that such a situation has been brought 
about by the racial policies of the Government of the 
Union of South Africa and the continued disregard 
by that Government of the resolutions of the General

Assembly calling upon it to revise its policies and bring 
them into conformity with its obligations and respon­
sibilities under the Charter of the United Nations, 

Taking into account the strong feelings and grave 
concern aroused among Governments and peoples of 
the world by the happenings in the Union of South 
Africa, 

1. Recognizes that the situation in the Union of 
South Africa is one that has led to international friction 
and if continued might endanger international peace 
and security; 

2. Deplores that the recent disturbances in the Union 
of South Africa should have led to the loss of life of 
so many Africans and extends to the families of the 
victims its deepest sympathies; 

3. Deplores the policies and actions of the Govern­
ment of the Union of South Africa which have given 
rise to the present situation; 

4. Calls upon the Government of the Union of South 
Africa to initiate measures aimed at bringing about 
racial harmony based on equality in order to ensure 
that the present situation does not continue or recur, 
and to abandon its policies of apartheid and racial 
discrimination; 

5. Requests the Secretary-General, in consultation 
with the Government of the Union of South Africa, 
to make such arrangements as would adequately help 
in upholding the purposes and principles of the Charter 
and to report to the Security Council whenever neces­
sary and appropriate. 

Adopted at the d56th meeting 
by 9 votes to none, with 2 
abstentions ( France, United 
Kingdom of Great Britain and 
Northern Ireland). 

QUESTION OF RELATIONS BETWEEN 
THE GREAT POWERS

The Security Council, 

Minqful of its responsibility for the maintenance of 
international peace and security, 

Noting with regret that the hopes of the world for a 
successful meeting of the Heads of Government of 
France, the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, the 
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ire-
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l'invitant a reviser sa politique et a la rendrc conforme 
aux obligations et aux responsabilites que Jui impose 
la Chartc des Nations Unies. 

Tenant compte de I 'emotion profonde d de la vivc 
inquietude que Jes evenements survenus en Union sud­
africaine ont suscitees parmi les gouvernemcnls et Jes 
peuples du monde, 

I. Reconnait que la situation en Union sud-africaine 
a entraine un desaccord entre nations et que sa prolon­
gation risquerait de menacer la paix et la securite inter­
na ti onales; 

2. Deplore que les troubles recemment survenus en 
Union sud-·africaine aient entraine la mort de tant 
d'Africains et exprime aux families des victimcs sa plus 
profonde sympathie;

5. Demande au Secretaire general, en consultation 
avec le Gouvernement de )'Union sud-africaine, de 
prendre les dispositions qui contribueraient efficacement 
au respect des buts et principes de la Charte et de faire 
rapport au Conseil de securite chaque fois que cela 
sera necessaire et approprie.
